City and York County |

Safe For the Government—Victory Assured
All Along the Line—“Purist” Pinder, the
Father ot the Crown Land “Scandal”—How
the Charge Was Exploded in the Legisla-
ture Two Years Ago.

Moncron, Feb, 14—TeE T RAPH
eorrespoudent had an interes cnat
soday with Premier Emmerson, whom
he found erjoying the bes: of health and
in the best possible spirita. In answer
#0 inquiries Premier Emmerson said:—

I won!d, indeed, be hard to satiefy if I
were not delighted with the government’s
prospects in the coming campaign.
Every day gives me farther evidence of
the good feelings of the people of the
province towards our government, and I
am now satisfisd that the opposition do
not reasonably hope to have as large a
following in the next legislature as it has
had in the last. Undoubtedly there are
$wo eomstituencies from which the oppo-
sition derived about the whole of their
strength that will be againet them in the
coming contest. Of course I refer to
York county snd the city of 8t John.
There is no manuer of question but that
York connty will retu:n the government
ticket by & msjority of several hundred.
After the government convention in the
eity of 8t Jobn I had very greai hopes
that we wounid win there,but this feeling
has passed beyond the stage of hope,
snd my information ie that the msater
speech of ths minieter of railways, on
Monday nigbt, placed beyond doubt the
guestion that the full government ticket
will be rstu>ned in the city of 8: John.
My inform«tion from other counties is
equally encouraging, and I can truly
say that I heve no anxiety with respect
to any one of the cocetitnencies through-
out the whoie province. ‘

I had intended reviewing for publi-
eation the interview of the Honor.
able Mr Foster as published in the
Sum of Satarday last, bui Mr Blair so
thoroughly punctured that interview in
his spe:ch et 8t. John that Ineed not
yefer to more than one or two points in
it. Mr Foster is reported as saying:—

“Take the bridge matter, for instance.
Is there any doubt that well up to $100,-
000 have been ‘expended without™ com-
petition, by private arrangement made
with favored firms and in defiance of
the simp!s, well acanowledged and safe
system of tender and contract? There is
neme.”

Mr Foeter ia about as far astray with

ot to the total amount we paid cat
for bridges built by New Brunswick
eoncerne and erected by days’ work as
the opposition ani their papere are with
respect to the prices which we paid for
permspent bridgee. The total amount
which we psid for the bridges, tbe coat
of which has been the subject of criti-
cism, has no: been well up to $100,000,
but $61,000, or & little more than six-
tenths of the emourt stated by the ex-
minister of finance. Considering Mr
Foster’s connection with the Harris land
job and with the work of repairing the
custom house in the city of 8t John, one
might have reasonably expected that be
wonld hesitate before entering upon a
discussion of the bridge matter.

My Foster in his interview also asks
this question: “Is there any doubf that
at lesst 6 cents per pound has been

d for thesteel in these bridges to these
? There ianone.” Would it not be
well for the ex-minister of finance to in-
form himself with respect to this matte:?
In the statement jnst quoted he betrays
a woeful want of information that might
have been ¢xcused in his young friend
Hazen or in his wise-looking friend
8tockton, but in the ex minister it is
searcely pardopable. Mr. Phelps John-
son, of the Dominion Bridge Co., is
on record in his interview with the
Sun as published a few days ago as hav-
ing stated that the cost of freight, erec-
tion, &c, was about 2 3 100 cents per lb,
and as the prices paid by the New Bruns-
wick government to the provincial eon-
eerns for their steel bridges included
these items the am.unt of 2 3 100 centa
per lb would have to be deducted from
the 6} cemts per lb in order to be per-
fectly fair. The great trouble with Mr.
Foster and all the other opposi-
tion speakers in tbe province
of New Brunawick has been
that they have been compar-
ing the prices oi bridges furaiehed
by upper province concerts as delivered
at the cara at the place of manufacture
with the prices paid in New Brunswick
for the bridges as manufactured, erected
snd finished. I tbink the opposition
are fairly weil satisfied that their bridge
charges are not sufficiently durable to
earry them through this ca rpaign. The
piers, if I might use the expression, of
their etructure have been long ago
knocked out, and the structure which
they had erected has been cestroyed.

I am all the more satiefied that the
oppoeition have lost confidence in the
effectiveness of their bridge “scandal,”
from the fact that they started a new
ugeandal” yesterday morning. The
latest production of the opposition scan-
dal-mongers is what they call & “Crown
Land Scandal.” In this they charge
that certain lumber operators do not pay
more than half the stompage; that

th:ly control the surveyor-general
and appoint their own  scalers.
f have read the report of

Surveyor General Dunn’s statement with
nwdto thia latest scandal, and I am
satis that those who have read that
ré must feel that there is not the
foundation for the Sun’s charge

are the thieves that it tries to make
them appear. The fact that a leading
lomberman ships more lumber than he
has paid stompage on is no evidence
that be hes robbed the province
out of any sum for stumpage,
becawse, a8 Hon Mr Dunn was
able to make it appear, these
large lumber opsrators often
irclude in their shipments logs purchas-
ed from other operators, who have paid
thelr own stumpage. This attempt to
mske it appear that the province was
bving swindled out of large sums of
money by the lumber operators of the
province ie no new charge. Dauring the
session of 1897, Mr Pinder, one of the
representatives from the County of
York, and, by the way, the same gentle-
man who had made the insinuations
with respect to the coet of permanent
bridges, uade an attack on the Crowa
Land department of the province,
and hinted that the province
waa being robbed by the Ilum-
bermen. Mr. Pinder on that occa-
ion did not confine his attack to the
lombermen o1 the North Shore. His
cherge was very geperal, and included
lumber opsratora of the whols province
Mr Pinder on that cccasion professed to
be surprised that we only received $77,-
000 stumpage for sprace and pine cat on
crown lands, and expressed the opinion
that a great many lumber operators did
rot pay for within two millions of
what they cut, and that they were

not called upon to pay. I remem-
ber distinctly, and the official
debates bear out my remem

brance, that on that occasion -Sar-
veyor General Dann arose in his place
and demapded from the member for
York the names of the parties. Did Mr
Pinder give him the names of the par.
tiesa? N:», he did not. He contented
himselt witn the declaration that it was
the duty of the Snrveyor Gemeral to as-
certain and to know the parties. Later
on in the same debate I myself called
ucon the member for York to givas the
rames of pariies who, according to him
(Pmderédld nof pay all the stumpage

dues. He was unable and wunwilling
to do so; but that did not pre-
vent the same hon. gentleman

from making the following statement:
“There is the emall amount of 77,000,000
reported cut on crown lands out of the
large amount of 400,000,000 total cut,
lsaving eoms 323,000,000 not cut on crown
lands.” O! course the impression which
Mr Pinder desired to convey was that
we received stnmpage dues on less than
one-quarter the amount of lamber that
was cat on crown lands. Ths surveyor-
general, who followed Mr Pinder in that
debate, exposed the falsity of Mr Pin-
der’s statements, but when Mr Sive-
wright addressed the houee in the same
debsate & day vr two later he completely
demolished the case that had
been set up by Mr Pinder on be-
hal! of the opposition. He showed as a
matter of fact that the amount exported
was not 400 000,000, as stated by Mr.
Pinder, but $386,000,000, and he (Mr.
Bivewright) proceeded as follows: “If
there is deducted from this the 77,000,
000 cut wpon crown lands there remains
309,000,000 to be accounted for. The
smount of lnmber that came down from
Aroostook and was cut in the 8t.
John mills was about 100,000,000
superficial feet. The amount cut
on the New Brunswick Land Co. was
55,000,000 feet. Mr. Gibson’s export was
35,000,000, of which a very small portion
was cut upon crown lands. Then there
wae about 40,000,000 cut in Albert and
20,000,000 .t Bay Verte,and various quan-
tities upon the Iands of the Nova Scotia
Land Co. and on the Bay 8hore and
other localit es. All the lumber is thue
accounted for, and the statement of the
honorable member for York vanished
into air. The statement of the honor.
able member, if sent to the country
unexplained or uncontradicted, would
leave theinference that the scalers were
negligent or corrupt in the performance
of their duty. As far as his knowledge
went the scalers in the northern part of
the province were capable and reliable
men, and the'charge thatthey would
perjare themselves was without any
foundation at all. If there was any
crooked work on the part of the scalers
there were the estimates of the cruisers
to teat them by,and whenever there was
any wide difference between the tgo the
department asked for an investigation.
Then, if it wes conceded that the scalers
bhad done their duty the infer-
ence would be that the government
had -done wrong; that they had
been conniving in some way at the
operations of some of the lumber kings
of the province. The old government
gave away millions of acres of the
choicest lands in Carleton, York and
Victoria, whereas this government has
exercised a paternal control over the
Crown lands and mansged them effi-
ciently and well.” And I may here
mention that this latter opinionof Mr
Sivewright’s, a8 expressed in the legisla-
ture in 1897, with respect to the excel-
lent management of the crown land
department, was very much in line
with an opinion volunteered on
the floors of the legislature by the pres-
ent leader of the opposition, DrStockton,
when he was one of our most enthusias-
tic friends and defenders. This is what
Dr Stockton stated in one of his ablest
speeches during the session of 1886: “The

New Yoek, Feb 14—The Rev William
Nesbitt, the “policeman preacher,” will
appear before the police board uext
week, on the serious charge of being ab-
sent from patrol while preaching in
Grace Methodist Episcopal church, in
the Whita Plains road, Wakefield, on
Sunday evening, January 22. Captain
John B Herlihy, of the Wakefield polics
station, filed charges yesterday against
Roundeman Nesbitt for negleet of duty.
It is the first time in the historyof the
New York police board that charges have
been preferred against a poiice officer
for preaching the gospel.

President York, who has received the
charge, said that the roundeman had no
business to preach the gospel while on
daty. He acknowledged having- re-
ceived unfriendly letters from persons
who first called atten'ion to the fact that
Nesbitt was & preacher. These letters
were not in the form cf charges, but had
hastened the trial of the clergyman in
uniform. It will be held on Thursday,
February 16, Attached to the com.
plaint are the names of SBergeant John
McDermott and Policeman John O’Brien
and George D. Grimshaw, as witnesses,

by his horse in Wakefleld last evening,

Steamer Gaspesia Fast in the Ice,
But Has Changed Her Position.

Haurax, Feb 14—The storm which
raged here all Monday moderated about
1 o’clack this morning, but befora day-
light the wind w-e howling again and
more snow wag falling; and it continued
more or less during the day. About
middasy the wind, which had absted

somewhat grew strong again, having
swung around tothe mnorth, and it be-

came a perfect blizzard. All rallroad
traffic in the lower provinces im every
direction ia seriously impeded.

A special from Meat Cove, C B, says
that at dark last evening the Gaspesia
was still insight in the ice of Etan Da
Nord, Magdalen Islandg, but had chang-
ed her position from the morning three
miles to westward, having drified that
much during the day. A strong east
northeast wind was blowing this morn-
ing and & heavy snow storm was raging,
80 that observers could not see any dis-
tance and the Gaspesia was mot sighted.
When last seen yesterday the Gaspesia
was showing three flag signals, likely in-
dicating something about the condition
of the ice,as three flaga refer to “gene-
ral communications,” Bigrals of dis-
trees would be made with two flags.
