THE WAR__E@WEMENT

Mr. Balfour HMas Eather Bosted Sir Wm.
Marceurt im the Houmse of Commeons In
Regard to Britain’s Pesities om the
Easiern Question.

New York, April 11 --Mr. Ford wirer
The Tribune from Londui

The news from Gra>: at midnight 18
more serious tran appear~d this morn-
ing. The force of ireyiats engaged
in the frontier rad was nuch iarger
than was 4t {itet repras.ated, and s
advance has lighted up tne war excite-
ment in Athens, and it may be most
difficult to prevent an outbreak of
hostilities. It is not unlikely that the
raid has been connived alL or secretly
encouraged by the regular troops, and
that a military campaign may be
fought after all the diplomacy and
vacillation. Mr. Balfour has succeed-
ed in placing Sir William Harcourt on
the defensive and in forcing him to de-
cline to raise a debate on the motion
of censure, The Liberals were not
united, and Sir William Harcourt was
too wary to risk a division on any
question of foreign policy. A motion
may be made on Monday to adjourn
the House in order to force a discus-
sion of the Greek question premalure-
ly. but probably the members will
leave London for the Kaster holidays
without any final struggle in the party
welfare. Mr. Balfour's prestige has
been increased by the shrewdness and
ability with which he kept the House
in hand during the session. As a
tactician he has shown himself Sir
William Harcourt's equal; as a discip-
linarian for an unmanageable major-
ity, he has been alike firm and flexible.

Turks Were the Azgreasors.

Athens, April 10, 8 p.m.—Anent the
firing going on between the Greeks and
Turkish on the frontier posts, it is ex-
plained here that the Greek posts were
obliged to reply to the fire of the
Turks, who, when the insurgents cross-
ed- the frontier, attacked both the In-
surgents and the posts.

The Commencem: of War.
Constantinople, April 11.—In a com
munication to the Ambassadors, dated
Apnril 10, the Porte speaks of the invad-
ers of the previous day as “regu'ar’
troops, and the incursion is regarded
here as the commencement of war.

The Die Is Cast,

London, April 11.—The Times' corre-
spondent at Athens says: "Theg news
of the incurgion into Turkish territory
has been r®eived here with great ju-
bilation. The general belief is that
nothing can now restrain the army,
whtth is bound to follow across the
frontier in a few days.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

A Succinet Summary of the Proceedings
for a Week Pant.

Ottawa, April 5.—This was private
members' day in the Commons, and
consequently the interest was not ab-
normally developd. Mr. Casey's bill to
enable landlords and municipalitics to
drain across railway lands was read
a first time. A number of questions
were anewered concerning dismissals,
and Mr. Blair said it would be prema-
ture, pending negotiations, to say whe-
ther the Grand Trunk Railway was
{0 receive any grant of money for
work on the Victorta Bridge at Mont-
real. In answer to Mr. Davin, Mr.Lau-
rier said a new Inspector of the North-
west Mounted Police was a son of Sir
Richard Cartwright. A number of un-
opposed motions for returns were pass-
ed, and Mr. MclInnes, Britich Colum-
bia, then moved a resbiption praying
that the ‘‘British Columbia Southern
Ratlway Aid Amendment Act, 1896,
be disaMowed. This, he said, was the
wish of the people of the province. Its
enactment created an enormous mon-
opoly in land, and was caiculated to
benefit a lot of land-grabbers. The
territory covered by the chanter was
6/#00,000 acres, comprising thd valu-
able Kootenay District. In this ter-
ritory, he estimated that there were
39,370,000,000 tons of coal, which at a
bonus of one cent a ton, would yicld
$393,700,000. But he thought the com-
pany would make at least $1 per ton,or
$39,373,000,000 more than enough to pay
the national debt or build a railway
around the earth. Col. Prior, who ad-
mitted to being one of the parties to
whom the charter had been granted,
spoke against the motion, but Messrs.
Bostock, Davin, Morrison, Sproule,Oli-
ver, Rev. Maxwell, spoke in favor of
the motion, and after Mr. Davies had
placed the matter’'in a non-committal
way for the Government as regards
the powers of disallowance, he moved
the adjournment of the debate. The
house adjourned at 10.35.

Ottawa, April 6.—The sitting was
short to-day. Mr, Quinn’'s bill ¥miting
the legal rate of interest to six per
cent, wae read a first time. Mr. Lau-
rier moved the second reading of the
Franchise Bill,but as it was not print-
en in French the Speaker,on being chal-
jenged thereto, ruled K out of order.
The Premier moved that the House
adjourn, and after speaking in favor
of his Alien Labor BiH, Mr. Taylor
moved the House do not adjourn, but
proceed with the bills on the order
paper. Members discussed a number
of side issues of all sorts and condi-
tions, and the amendment against the
adjournment was lost on division. The
House rose at 4.10.

Ottawa, April 7.—Mr. Casey’s bill to
amend the Railway Act so that bicy-
oles would be carried as personal bag-
gage was read a first time. In answer
to Mr. Maclean, Mr. Blair said the
Government was without information
as to whether the C. P. R. had begun
work on the Crow's Nest Pass line,
In the course of amswering guestions,
Mr. Sifton said Mr. A. F. Jury had
been appointed an agent to England
at $1800 a year. Mr. Foster moved the
adjournment of the House in order to
draw the attention of the Government
to the question he had asked concern-
ing the G. T. R. and the Victoria
Bridge. After a great deal of debating
‘over technicalities, the question was
put and lost. Mr. Reid moved his mo-
tion for the development of the butter
trade by the Government, but the de-
bate was not concluded at 6 o'clock,
and its adjournment was moved by
Mr. Davin. Mr. Casey's biil to further
secure the safety of railway employes
and passengers was read a second
time. Mr. Cdwan's alien labor bill,
after a lengthy discussion, was read a
gecond time and referred to a special
committes with power to examine
witnesses on oath. Mr. Taylor's bil
with the same object, was also semt te

the same committee. The Hwouse ad-
journed at 11.35.

Ottawa, April 8.—~This was a very
quiet day in the House, After ques-
wions and answers on minar points
and dismissals. Mr. Speaker said the
rumor that the House caterer and
members were violating the order pro-
hibiting the sale of liquor on the Com-
mons premises was entirely, on his in-

Ottawa, April 9.—A great number of
biMs received their first reading to-
day, and it was definitely settled that
the Easter adjournment would extend
from Wednesday of next week until
Tuesday of the following week. Mr.
MclInnes of British Columbia replied
at length to The Globe’s charges that
he was a liar and a slanderer. He
maintained his - position and stated
that The Globe was not folldwing
Liberal policy in opposing Government
construction and  ownership of rail-
ways. Mr, Fitzpatrick, in a long and
explanatory speech, moved the second
reading of the Franchise Bill. Mr.Fos-
ter moved in amendment that the bill
be not now read a second time, and
then launched into the Government.
