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fully made or entered into under it, shall be recoverable,
with costs, on the evidence of one credible Witness, on
complaint or information before one Justice of the Peace
if the amount do not exceced five pounds, and before two
Justices of the Peace if the amount exceeds that sum;
and to the rccovery of such penalties all the provisions
of any Act or Acts then in force relative to the perfor-
mance of the duties of Justices of the Peace out of Ses-
sions, with respect to summary convictions and orders,
shall apply in so far as may not be inconsistent with this
Act; and any Officer, non-commissioned Officer or private
of any Volunteer Militia Company shall be a competent
witness in any such case, although the penalty may be
applicable to the purposes of such Company.

On whose complaint penalties may be sued for.

Sec. 100. No prosecution against an Officer of Militia
for any penalty under this Act shall be bronght except
on the complaint of the Adjutant General ; and no such
prosecution against any non-commissioned officer or pri-
vate of the Sedentary Militia, shall be bronught exeept on
the complaint of the Commanding Officer or Adjutant of
the Battalicn or Captain of the Company to which such
non-commissioned officer or private shall belong ; and no
such prosecution against any private or non-commission-
ed officer of a Volunteer Company, shall be broaght ex-
cept on complaint of the Captain or Commanding Officer
thiereof: but the Adjutant General may authorize any
officer of Militia to make such complaint in his name,
and the authority of any such officer alleging himself to
have been so authorized to make any complaint, shall
