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Legal aid project in danger
if no funds are forthcoming

The free legal aid project on
Boyle Street is in serious difficulty
due to lack of funds.

“We're going to be in trouble in
the next month if we don't get
money,” says Marty Kay, law 3,
the leader of the project.

About $1,000 will be needed this
year to keep the project going,
but the law faculty is not willing
to supply money any longer,

The students involved are try-
ing to get donations from human
resources agencies and other social
service organizations, said Mr.
Kay. He says his faculty wants
the money to come from other
sources besides themselves, but
won't let the project die from
lack of funds.

The Boyle Street project was
started last spring by ten law stu-
dents who were interested in the

The
project thus supplements the over-
burdened legal aid system.

There are about 60 students in
the project, with 15 teams of three
people each—a third year student,
a second year, and a first. Each
team works once every three
weeks.
