When University of New
Brunswick Red Bombers
tackle Moncton Hubs in Mone-
ton tomorrow afternoon,
they’ll be introducing the
split-T formation into provin-
cial football circles.

In making their first start
under their new coach, Don
Nelson, the Bombers will be
forsaking the straight-T style
of ball which has won them the
New Brunswick Canadian
Rugby Football Union crown
the past two seasons under
Coach Gerard (Moose) Flem-
ming.

In this formation, the quart-
erback operates along the line
of scrimmage.
