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in the European War, or other previous military operations 

in which they nay have teen engaged. Plans are herewith

submitted, accompanied by a memorandum prepared by the 

Chairman.

(3) The appointment of any advisory council on war 

trophies consisting of one member to represent each province 

in the Dominion to be nominated by the government of such 

province.

(4) The duties of such advisory council shall be:

(a) .............To meet at the call of the Minister
of Militia.

(b) .............To visit the Memorial War Museum and
to be fully conversant with regard to its work.

(c) ........... To oak» recommendations to the comnisalon
on war records and trophies respecting the disposition
of svssh trophies as it say not be considered 
expedient to retain for display in the National 
Memorial War Museum.
