] belong» to the bride, a member of His body, of 
His flesh, and of His bones. When we have hold 
of this blessed centre, Christ, and with Him,there­
fore, ot God Himself, then every Scripture falls in­
to its proper place, and we get a spiritual under­
standing by the Holy Ghost of things in heaven, 
and our connection with them, and things on earth 
and our separateness from them ; and above all, 
our hearts get into their proper place ; for, being 
set on Jesus Himself, we are waiting for Him. 
When He shall appear, we shall appear with Him 
in glory ; but we shall be forever with the Lord.

May the Lord give us such an apprehension of 
redemption, and of our position in Him, as may so 
fix our hearts on Himself, that we may be daily 
walking down here like unto men that wait for 
their Lord, who has promised to come and take us 
to Himself, watching in the midst of a night 
of darkness, aware that it is the night, al­
though we are not of the night ; but watching and 
waiting for the day, having the Morning Star 
arisen in our hearts. May the Lord keep us from 
idols ; and, above all, from aught that savours of 
Jezebel, that we may be in dread for fear of griev­
ing Him in any of those things which have come 
in to spoil and corrupt that which He planted so 
beautiful, to be for the manifestation of His glory 
in this dark and evil world.
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
