These
missionaries make a point of grossly
exaggerating the vices and defects of
the lower class Mexican Catholie, and
in some cases report stor'es having no
foundation whatever to their superiors
in the United States, for the sake of
exciting indignation and pity and thore-

rincipally in those near Mexico City,
E’mlun Plays were given with the sanc
tion of the cure of the parish.

Years later, Americans came
to look upon this representation as one
of the sights of Mexico, and when, on
this account, irreverence was shown,
the plays were speedily given up. Now,
there is only one village (San Angel)
where this ceremony, called ‘Las Tres
Caidas,’ is continued, and statues are
substituted for men, the statues being
carried round on men’s shoulders. It
is a very impressive outdoor ceremony,
snd is made still more so by the statue
of Christ being allowed to fall to the
ground with the cross.”
