ARCHDIOCESE OF TORONTO.

His Grace Lays the Corner-Stone of a
New Church.

Oshawa, Ang. 19. — The laying of the cor-
ner-stone of the new St. Gregory’s church
here to-day was an event long to be remem-
bered in the church history of the town of
Oshawa, It is many years since such an
event took place. ‘The people were on the
tip-toe of expectation, and from early morn-
ing crowds could be seen wending their way
up Simcoe street to view the foundation and
corner-stona of the new structure. This
morning Rev. Father Hand took Father
Joifcott’s appointment at Whitby, and Rev,
Father McCann officiated at early Mass
here. At 4o’clock sharp the proceedings of
laving the cornerstone were commenced,
After devotions i the church, His Grace,
with his attendants, consisting of Father
Joffzott, the sanctuary boys, Father Gal
lagher and Hand, marched ont and said
prayers in front of the old church, which is
moved to the rear of the new church, and in
which services are at present held., They
then proceeded to the platform erected
around the south-east coruer, and prepara-
tions were made for the laying of the stcne,
The venerable Archbishop Walsh said the
trowel about to be used on the occasion was
first used by Bishop Power in laying the
corner-stone cof St. Michael’s cathedral in
Toronto, The same devoted prelate died a
martyr to his charity in administering to the
fever-stricken immigrants in 1847, After
prayer for the divine blessing on the work
about to be performed, the sign of the cross
was made, and the corner-stone formally laid
in the name of the Father, Son and Holy
(ihost. After blessing the work, according
to the rites of the Roman Catholic Church,
they marched around the foundation of the
church, saying prayers.

Retarning to the platform, His Grace said
he was much pleased at seeing such an
assembled multitude on the present occasion
of laying and blessing of the corner- stone of
a church for the worship of God and purposes
of holy religion. He was glad Catholics had
subscribed aceording to thair means, and the
act on the part of Protestants showed a man-
ifestation of good-will and a spirit worthy of
Christianity, He thanked tha people for
their hearty support, and hoped they would
to-day do what they could towards the build-
ing of the magnificent structure. The veuner-
able Archbishop is a clear, fluent speaker,
and all who heard him were unanimous in
their praises, and hope at some future date to
have the pleasure of again hearing him.

The plates were then ssed  around

through the audience and the envelipes of
the parishioners were put thereon, together
with a free will offering from the outside
people, His Grace starting the ball rolling
with the handsome contribution of $100, The
:‘:vn;mul of the collection reached the sum of
2500,
Father Haud then preached from Matthew
xvi. chap., 18 verse. The Rav. Father
handled his subject mm a masterly manner
and sustained his old-time reputation as a
speaker. He held the closest attention of his
hearers for about half an hour. He said the
Fmsaut pastor had every reason t) feel glad
or the kind support given him in so sub
stantial a manner in suth a great work, not
onl{ by his own congregation, but also by
each citizen, and closed by hoping the grace
of God would descend upon them in the build-
ing of the church.

Iather Jeffvott, in closing the proceedings
of the day, thanked all for their kind support,
and hn[m(‘ Protestants would be as proud of
tha new church when completed as they
would. He hoped that the next public
gathering would be the occasion of the open-
ing of the new church, and then all, Protest-
ants and Catholics, say : " Waall helped
to build it.” He closed by hoping we would
all see the architectural proportions of the
new edifice, which would soon be reaching
toward the heavens,

Vindicator and Reformer. Coins of the
current issue were also put in,
To Rev. Father Jeffcott, the pastor, great
raise is due for the untiring way in which
he hias carried through the completion of the
plans for building an edifice that will, when
completed, be *'a thing of beauty and a joy
forever,” not only to the congregation who
worship therein bat to the general commun-
ity, The building will be finished with Don
Valley pressed brick made by Taylor Bros.,
of Toronto, and is the only building of that
class of material in the county of Ontario.
The masonry work is being done by Thomas
Deverill, jr., of Whitby, the contract price
being $5,500. Wilham Noble, of Whitby,
does the carpenter work at $1,000, and
Messrs, Stewart & Killackey, of Toronto,
have the contract for slating. The base at
the front of the church is Credit Valley
dressed, field stone being used for the balance
of the base.
The transepts will be 44 feet in width, with
a frontage of 6 feet, including baptistery,
tower and centre. The tower is situated at
the north-east corner of the building and
and will be 120 feet in height, The windows
will all be of stained glass, the ills and
window caps of cut stone, the pews and
altars of oak. The body will have a seating
capacity of 500 and the gallery of about 200,
including choir. The whole building will
be heated by steam and lighted by incandes-
cent light. = Tha building will be completed
by March. The total cost will be in the
neighborhood of 220,000, Messrs, Post &
Holmes, of Toronto and Whitby, are to be
congratulated on such a splendid piece of
architecture, Upon the site on which the
new church stands the old parish charch
was built back in 1842 by Stephen Grose, of
Whitby, who died some two years ago.
Those prominent in the building of the old
church were Messrs. Richard Suple, D.
O'Leary, Michael Curtaiy, Dan, Leonard,
Edward Dunn, James Daly and Patrick
Wall, the two latter being the only survivors
ot that number, Some years after a wing
was put on the church by Mr. James Luke,
and a peculiar coincidemee in connection
therewith was that Mr., Luke passed away
to his last resting-place the day the
removal of the old structure was
commenced, The priest whqo built
the first part ‘of the church was Father Kir-
wan, who lived in Cobourg, The first
resident priest was Father Fitzpatrick ; then
Father Nightingale and Kather Smith, but
the name jof the venerable Father Proulx is
most revered by the residents of every creed
and class. Father O'Keefe is remembered
as a man of wonderful oratorical power and
literary*attainments. After him Father John
Shea, whose death a few years ago was
lamented by the thousands who knew and
admired him. Vicar - General McCann’s
pastorate lasted five years, during which
time ;he built the priest’s residence and im-
proved the school. Father McEntee, at
present at Port Colborne, labored here twelve
years, and was succeeded by Father Hand,
at present the popular psstor of St. Paul's
Church, Toronto. Rev. M. J. Jeffcott, the
present respected pastor, is continuing the
work commenced by Father Hand — the
building of this beautiful church.—Toronto
Empire.
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DIOCESE OF PETERBOROUGH.

First Communion and Confirmation at
St. Paul's, Norwood.

Sunday, the 19th ;lt— will be a day long
remembered by the Catholics of St. Paul’s

church, Norwood. It was the occa
sion of the administration of first
Communion and confirmation to those

children of the parish whom the worthy
pastor, Rev. Father Conway, after long and
careful preparation, and His Lordship Dr.
(O’Connor, after minute examination during
tha greater part of the preceding afternoon,
thought proper to admit. It is worthy of
note, and speaks volumes for the zeal and
earnestness of the good pastor of St. Paul's,
that on this occasion of the Bishop's visit, as
on namerous other similar occasions, during
the now almost forty years of Father Con-
way's life in the ministry, not one of the
children prepared by him tor confirmation,
during all that time, has been found, on ex-
amination, unworthy to be admitted to the
reception of this faith-strengthening sacra
ment, so thorough were the instructions
given, and so deep the impression made on
the minds of the little ones, of the importance
of receiving these Sacraments with pro
dispositions and with a sufizient knowl:dge
of what they wera about to do. It has been
the pride and joy of his life, as a priest, to
instruct children, He has ever considered
it one of the first, among the many duties of
the pastor of souls, to see that every child in
his parish who has attained the use of reason
ba carefully and thoroughly grounded on the
fundamental principles of its religion ; and
were his services confined to this alone, the
Catholics of Norwood parish would still owe
to Father Conway an everlasting debt of
gratitude,

At 8:30 Sunday morning Mass was cele
brated by His Lordship Dr. O’Connor, when
he administered holy Communion to over
fifty children, many of whom had the happi-
nass of receiving for the first time our Lord
and Saviour Jesus Christ, At 10:50 High
Mass was sung by Father Conway, after
which His Lordship preached, from the
gospal of the Sunday, a most eloquent and
wmstructive sermon, taking as his text, ** No
man can serve two masters. For either he
will hate the one and love the other ; or he
will sustain the one and despise the other.
You cannot serve God and Mammon, (Matt,
vi. 24)” His Lordship dwelt particularly
on the many ways by which men professing
to be Christians, violate this divine injunction,
by divided duties, being to-day servants of
Christ and to-morrow slaves to the world and
thair evil passions. ‘T'he reward, too, offered,
by thesa two masters, to thiyse who serve
them, was entirely ditferent; that of the
former being an eternity of bliss, and of the
latter everlasting punishment, After ex-
horting all present to be ever true to the
teachings of our Divine Master, never waver-
ing, uever faltering, but ever ready to
obey Him who alone can fitly reward
us for our services, he directel his
closing remarks to the little children, and
explained clearly and forcibly the nature
and necessity of the se\'eu-qui gifts of the
Holy Gho-t they were about to receive in
the sacrament of confirmati, beseeching
them most earnestly to correspond through-
out life with the graces that would be im-
parted to them,

His Lordship then, dressed in cope and
mitre and bearing in his hand the crosier,
advanced to the centre of the altar, where he
entoned the ‘‘Veni Creator,” which was
taken up and finished by the choir. In the
meantime the children, arranged in double
rows, before the railing of the altar, pre-
sented an edifying spectacle, as they bowed
their heads in prayer and meditation, while
His Lordship turned to them to invoke the
blessing of the Holy Ghost, Contirmation
baing over, His Lordship again addresead
all present, admonishing the paren’s to use
avery effort in their power to preserve these

devotion ; third, that they receive their
Lord and Master frequently in the Most
Holy Sacrament of the Eucharist; and,
fourth, that, without grave reason,
they would never absent themselves
from Mass on Sundl?m and holidays.
The ready responses in the affirmative, com-
ing with one accord from the pure and inuo-
cen} hearts of these fifty children, told how
ready and willing they were to lead good
lives and to walk in the narrow path that
leads 1o eternal glory. Before dismissing
the large congregation who had assembled to
witness the imposing ceremony of confirma-
tion, and to listen to his words of wisdom,
His Lordship said that it devolved upon him
a8 Ordinary of the diocese to express his
entire satisfaction with the harmony which
prevailed between the people and their
devoted pastor, to congratulate both on the
many improvements which had been made
since he last visited the parish, and to thank
m particalar the members of the choir for
the very excellent music and singing they
had rendered during the Mass,

At the evening services, held at the usual
hour, the church was again filled, After the
singing of Vespers, His Lordship preached
a short but instructive sermon on the Real
Presence, and then gave the benediction of
the Blessed Sacrament,
