On the northern boundary line ot our-nation-
al capital, almost under the shadow of the hill
now crowned by the Howard University, lies a
tract of land, which, during the first year of
the war, was confiscated by the Government,
and on which extensive barracks were erected,
known at first as Campbell Barracks; after-
ward, from the purpose to which they were de-
voted, as Campbell Hospital.

111. Hay should not long remain under a bot
sun without being turned. This -preserves the
dolor and tragrance of the grass, so that without
burning it too much—thus destroying its vir-
tues—it may be so dry that as little heating or
fermenting as possible thall occur after it is
mowed. Coarse grass does not require so much
