Trees Around Barnyards.

Much stiention hse been paid io your
valuabie paper lately 1o the management and
cultivation of fruit trees. The subject is
one of importance and one worthy of your
consideration, as well as of more aitention
emong farmers than it generally receives,
Now, Messrs, Editors, I am willing to do
what 1 can to call more atteation to ths

subj-ct, aud would therefore suggest a plan
in which a few dollars might be profitably
invested by every farmer who bas a barn-
yard; it 13 thig; to set oul as many appie or
other fruit trees around the barp and yard
as the room will permit.

Trees so planted will throw out their
roo:s under the barn and yard, where they
will find an abundance of nourishment,
which hss sosked downward from the sur-
face of the yard, and which did they not
save, could not be mide available in any™
other way. In consequence of their proximi-
ty to the yard and barn, toey will not need
eny manuring or further atiention, save to
protect them from cattie, till they get out of
their reach, which they will soon do and
come inlo bearing.

The fruit from trees so planted is large
and well developed, and they aimost always
hang ful'. Que of my neighbors who has
a row of apple trees on one side of his yard
has two irees of the same kind, one near his
yard, and the other some distance off; the
one near it produces zpples of twice the
size, and more than four times the quantity
of the otber. My neigbbor’s trees are ahout
sixty years of age, and the largest | have
ever seen; a number of them are about
eight feet in circumference, at a distance
of four feet from the ground, with a dis-
tance of sixty feet across them through the
heads, and are sull growing vigorously.

[t 18 8ls0 8 great advantsge to a yard to
have trees around it, especially in winter,
as they do much towards breasking the cold
winds, snd preventing much suffering
among the cattle. [ hope that those who
feel disposed will try it next fall, as the out-
lay is so small and the result so sure, that |
doubt not they will be satisfied, aud an ad-
ditional attraction be given to the o!d home-
stead.— Puritan Recorder.

Feep ror CHickens.—According to a
former number ol the Agriculiurist, a sub-
scriber living at Rock Island, Illinoie, found
it difficult 10 raise chickens. So did I,
while I fed them wiih fine Indian mesl. |
improved by mixing whole buckwheat, rye,
and wheat with ludian. A last I had corn
cracked the average size of rice or samp,
which | fed to them while- young, and in-

creased the size as they grew older. Before
they were as large as quails they would
scamper for the largest pieces. I find they
do best 1o run out afier the dew is off the
grass, but should be kept in during wet
weather.

Aiming at im-
mediate profits we lay down hall-finished
roads, run them with inordinate speed, and
break down the whole concern. A recent
publication quoted by the Evening Post,
entitled, “ The Permanent Way and Coal
Burning Locomotive Boilers of European
Railways,” prepared and just published by
Messrs. Holley and Colburn, presents some
facts comparing our roads with those of
Eogland, which will be read with astonish-
ment and we hope with instruction:

The d:fference in what is termed the
maintenance of way beiween the English
roads and curs is equally surprising. When
all the eircumstances are, equated, there
remains a large economy 10 the working of
English lines which can only be explained
by referring to their enginecriig and physi-
cal condition. ‘I'here 18 with us a constaat
sacrifice of permanency to raprdity of manu-
factore—of ithe future 1o the present—in
everygling relaung to works of construc-
tion, uantity in-a given time and not
qualiy, 18 the simple demand. And while
we jusily boast of the exient of unr lines,
snd the rapidiiy with which they have been
carried forward, yet the many disastrous
failures, and the exiravaganut cost at woich
the lines are maiatained—being over one-
haif the toial operaiing expeoses—is a
reproach to the coun ry. ‘I'ne road-bed,
and supersirociure and motive power ab-
sorb five-eighths of all the expenses of rail-
ways; and the firsi on American lines are
80 temporary and imperfect as (0 be utterly
uaworthy of our reputation, for enterprise
and mechanical skiii.
