turn assist British Columbia properties,
even if it did not eventuate in creating
a British Columbia section in the de-
partment. However, the future is all
unknown. The present is with us.

Inregard to South Africa and Westra-
lia excellent news has been published
this week. In the case of the former 1t
is announced that the total crushings at
the Rand for June realized the magnifi-
cent total of 251,528 ounces—a new rec-
ord ; while it is cabled from Rhodesia
that the Buluwayo railroad is being
pushed ahead to the final stage at the
rate of a mile a day.

From West Australia we learn that
the revenue returns for the past quarter
amounted to £721,727, and that for the
whote vear the total reached the splen-.
did aggregate of £2,842,000 as compared
with £1,858,000 for the preceding year.
Were it not for the fact that the mar-
kets are quiet, even if they are fairly
firm, we should have seen both these
excellent reports reflected in a general
improvement in quotations.

A wire from the Central News Agency,
dated from Halifax this morning, states
that efforts are being directed there: to-
wards securing the ama ation of a
number of banks, viz: The Merchants
bank, the Canada bank, Bank of Nova
Scotia and the British Columbia bank.
The capital, should the amalgamation be
completed, will be fixed at fiiteen mil-
lions, and the new concern is intended
to be a rival to the Bank of Montreal.
