UNAUTHORIZED SCHOOLS. -7Arrangements Negotiated Between New“-

WASHINGTON, D. C„ July 22.—A* 
arrangement has been negotiated be­
tween the governments of the Unite*

August 1st, by which domestic money 
order rates will apply between the post- 
offices of the two countries.
