Some time ago I}
made the statement’thdt it cost five
times ‘as much to look after the mis-
chief wrought by the liquor traffic
as the revenue received from it. I
also said that if the money spent in
drink were spent in useful articles,
it would give employment to eight
times as many men as are now en-
gaged in the manufacture of lquor.
I was immediately asked for proof.
That was easily done because I only
stated what anyone ¢an demonstrate
mathematically for themselves. But
that is ‘much less than the real facts.

Everyone knows that there is a great

deal of expenditure and loss that can-
not be calculated: For instance, very
few know how much they give to
private charities that are ‘to a ‘grea.
extent made neceseary by the ‘drink
habit. Losses by ‘sickness, death,
loss of time, loss by bad debts ‘etc.
cannot be estimdted. . 8o that instead
of being five times, it may possibly-
be double thdat amount.

Other places report ‘a similar pro-
