pages of history as the doer of the
moést daring, mysterious, and danger-
ous work ever given in the service of
England.

Convicted through the stupid folly
o7 a magstrate at the age of five-and-
twenty this brilliant young man, edu-
cated at a famous public school, be-
came a housebreaker and it was -not
until /the war came, with all its
strange chances that he brought
glory to the name which he adopted,
and by. which he ‘will-always ‘e
known. It was Walter Greenway who
lived as an Arab and whose mastery
of the Arab language and of Arab
ways was so complete that he de-
ceived the very Arabs themselves. It
was Walter Greenway who married
an Arab woman, and who wrote her
some of the most wonderful words of

“l love ever penned in English. And it

was Walter Greenway who, masquer-
ading as a German officer, blew up
the Turkish arsenal in Bagdad, de-
stroying thousands.of shells that
would have wrecked English lives,

I have said that Walter Greenway
a famous public
school. At eighteen he left to take a
com'mercial post secured for him by
the father of a friend—now a major
‘on active service—in a seaside town.
He kept this position for seven yvears
—a gufficent proof o7 his keen work-
manship and ability. Then came the
great disaster. ;

It happened that Greenway had
become casnally acquainted with
i30me seaside visitors who had taken
a house in the town. He was asked to
have supper there one eyening. In an
irresponsible boyish mood, he deter-
mined to make his exntrance through
‘the attic window and give the family
A surprise. Unfortunately he went to
‘the right number'in the wrong street
This house was locked -up, and its

1owners ‘who' were ‘away, had asked

‘the police to watch'it."Walter climbed
in through a window—and the result
came when he . was charged with
nouschreaking.. Thé magistrate, in-
stead of remanding him for inquiries

which would have surely ‘cleared up
eyverything, séntenced the young man

ito three months’ imprisonment, so
'ziving "him'a sentence that was, in-
deed a death sentence killing in one
'moment dll the ' lbest hopes and the
dearest ambitions and the deepest
pride that ever a man had. -

“It was a 'big mistake,” Mr. Hol-
mes said; “the case looked susnicious
I knew, but if inquiries had been
made—well it’s no use crying ‘over
the case now. But that wasn’t ‘the
only 'mistake. When Walter' e¢ame

tout of prison not one of his friends

met’ him. I don’t think this was
uankindness so much as a mistaken
thoughtlessness. His friends imagin-
od ‘that he would probably prefer to
slip out unnoticed; that his pride

;would be hurt if he were met, and’

So the boy cam® out into the changed
world and drifted gradually into that
2xtraordinary life of housebreaking
iand ‘aimless journeying which first
brought  him in touch with/ me.”

At thig very moment there came
to Mr. Holmes a letter from a ship-
ping company asking for men.

“I resolved,” Mr. Holmes told me,
“to give him a start on a sailing
ship, and for twelve months I heard
nothing ‘of "him. Then he went
ashore at Colombo, and was left be-
hind. No more news came of him
until November of_ 1915, when :a
most extraordinary letter, written
on five-and-twenty scraps of faded
yvellow paper, reached me.’’

Bedouin—who -,is  indeed Walfer
Greenway himself, with the British
forces as a spy. Here is his own
picture as he described it to Mr.
Holmes:

Somewhere in this blessed land
an afflicted creature wanders, all
unable to comprehend what his
Mohammedan countrymen, their
Turkish: masters and the German
super-bosses are about. Respect-
ing his affliction as by the hand
of Allah;*they suffer him to wan-
der among their camps and en-
trenchments. Theéy gaze upon
him, half-amused, half in pity:

trenches for the pleasure of see-
ing his terror'at the engines of
destruction which . bristle in con-
cealed places, and as he eats they
talk over their plans, and the Ger-
man ‘and Turkish commanders is-
sue instructions, for he is deaf
-and he cannot hear: he is dumb
“and illiterate, he cannot tell.

And this was Walter Greenway,
public school boy,
German perfectly, rendering abso-
lutely invaluable service, as it turn-
ed out later, to the British forces.
For in his eight years’ residence in
the Iast, Greenway, always a clever
linguist, had learned to sveak Turk-
ish and Arabic as a native, and his
assumed affliction was so ~deeply
done and so consistently " kept up”®
that he never excited the least sus-
picion. Indeed, when he visited the
British lines soldiers of our .own
forces thoush* him to be an Arab.

Terrible Tortures, ;

It was inevitable that the enemy
should know of this visit to the
British lines, and a Turkish deserter
who came over to the British forces
told of the terrible tortures of
which Greenway was - suhiecled in
the endeavor to find out if he were
Teally deaf and dumb. All this is
told by Greenway himself in a letter
to Mr. Holmes, in which he still
talks of the Arab beggar as if he
were another person:

He was received back by his
brethren with sdme suspicion.
They fired rifles immediately bhe-
hind his ears to see if he would
start at the sound: it was evident
that he heard not the semblance:
of a sound. They were satisfied
about his hearing, but could he
speak, after all? Hot irons ap-
plied to various tender parts were
reckoned one good means for
proving this: these being ineffec-
tive—thoush he will bear their
scars to the grave—they, tried
tearing out a finger nail or two.
Tears rained down his cheeks, but
he 'uttered no more than a gut-
teral moan. They were con-
vinced.

A week later, Greenway, suffer-
ing® agonies from gangrene, which |
had supervened the wrenching out
ot thé' finger nails, returned to . {he:
Brilish Tines.:The doctor had to take -
off the left arm. And then this
great hero, still-in the ‘guise . of an
Arab, .told all the enemy’s plans,
described ' their positions, their bat.
teries and encampments, giving to
‘British’ officers iinformation ' which
they eould have secured in mo other
way, and which wa§ of incalculable
value.
