To Make Poultry Raising Profitable.

In the first place, build the poultry
honse where cold winds of winter will
not strike it. Select the sunnlest place
possible, high and dry, where barns and
other outbuildings will protect it. Have
it as convenlent as p icable to the
dwelling; for fowls need more attention
than apy kind of stock during bad
weather, especially in winter. They then
need » warm house, good feed and plenty
of fresh water.

In order to keep the house warm, ba
every crack and bank up about the bot-
tom. For banking, drive stakés’about
eight inches from the outside of the wall.
Place old boards - inside these. Some dis-
tance from the stakes dig a trench and
throw the earth between the boards and
the wall until a solid bank of soil two
feet high and eight inches thick is formed
all around the chicken house éxcept at
the door. This will keep the flsor warm
and prevent all draughts. This is an im-
portant item as - the fowls are on the floor
most of the time during the day.

Every farmer should have at least
twenty-five ohickens—twenty-four hens
and a rooster. For these, a house 10x14 ft
and 7 ft. high under the eaves, 1 sufficlent
for both sumimer and winter. For the
frame \uasx:lmﬂlna, cover these on

gas and odors tn B8CAPS, but preventing
the water from entering whenall are sub-
merged in the well Milk is set for
twenty-four hours. Kach morning and
evening the cagoe is raised, new milk is
put on, and that which has been on for
twenty-four hours is skimmed. This
skimmed milk is always sweet. To the
handles of the cans are hooked small
wooden tags marked respectively M, B,
¢, standing for morning, pyening, cream,
which enables one at a glance to deter-
mine the contents of a can and age of
milk. The cage is weighted with brick
attached to the bottom as as to give the
necessary Welght to sink cauns and con-
tonts as deeply as desired. and assist in
majntaining their upright position. This
apparatus WAs used all through the hot
summer months of last year and continu-
cd this winter, with the result of always
obiaiping firm, sweet and high' colored
butter.

TESTING THE COWS.

A Simple Method of Determining the Per-
formance of Kach. Y
““Test your cows,’’ is the advice con-
tinually given by dairymen and agricul-
tural papers, and, like most advice, is
heeded least by those who need it most.
Many farmers, while admitting its wis
dom, excuse themselves from rollowing it
on the plea that they have no testing ap-
paratus, and therefore no means of know-
ing the respective performances of the
COWS,
To such I would say that no sciontific
apparatus 18 neocessary. The churn is
alter all tho most satisfactory kind of
toster. - All that i necessary s to keep
one cow’s milk separate for & couple of
days, all the cream being ‘carefully re-
moved. When the cream has ripened it
should be churned, and the scales will
give the product, both of milk and but-
tor. After each cow in the herd has thus
been tested, a comparison of resulss will
tell which are the most profitable cows
and whicn do not pay for their keep. A
Iittle of this kind of testing would cause
many a farmer to change his up\ulon"ur
the merits of the respective members of
his herd, and enable him to weed out
worthless'stock. Try it. The test is a
simple one; it is easily applied, and the
results cannot be disputed. Try it, and
you will never regret the bothd® you have
had in finding out the leak in your
profits.—~C. D. Bell, in-N. Y. World.

By Freezing It Can Be Retained for Bix
Months or More.

Concerning cold storage of butter, we
will say that there is only one method
that will keep butter so as to preserve its
first rosy flavor, and that is by Treezing
it.

The old methca of cold storage by hold-
ing it at a temperature of thirty-eight to
forty degrees would keep the butter from
getting rancid, but it would soon lose its
fine flavor and show a sort of dead, eold
storage taste. If refrigerators are cone
structed on a system whereby a tempera-
ture of from sixteen to twenty degrees
can constantly be maintained, butter can
bo held in a sweet rosy condition six
months. Hecent experiments have in-
dicated that it is petter to go down even
as low as eight degrees above zero. L)
butter does not lose its flavor quickly
when brought into consumption. The
sixty-pcund package, either in tubs or
firking) is probably the best form of pack-
age for thfs work. —Hoard’s Dairyman.

If the fowls must be shut ap all sum-
mer in a winter house, with more or less
glass to the south, it will be cruelty not to
- give'them an opportunity to take shelter
from the fierce heat and strong light.
The windows should be covered with cot-
ton cloth or protected with a rude awning
made of the same cloth, or with evergreen
trees cut and set like posts before the win-
Ldovu. or the glass may be whitewashed.

This theory is a very old. oné, having
been propagated nearly two centuries ago
by Cassini, the first director of the Paris
Observatory under Louis XIV. It was
also mathematically demonstrated in 1856
by Professor Clerk Maxwell, of the Royal
Astronomical Society of London.

We do not know the figures found by
Professor Keeler, but we can give an idea
.of the method he employed. He has not
in the least, as the newspapers say, ‘‘dis-
tinguished the corpuscles which cunsti-

PROBABLE DIVISION OF THE R N
tute these rings and observed their dis-
placement.” The method is quite dif-
ferent. It is aquestion of the spectroscope.
It was by observing the rays of the spec-
trum furnished by the extremities of the
ring at the east and the west that he sought
to determine the speed of the movement
in the direction of our line of sight, one
side approaching us while the other re-
cedes. The observer has applied the rings
of Baturn a method which has already
been successfully applied to the observa-
tion of the sun; by comparing the rays of
the spectye furnished by the eastern edge
and the western edge of the sun it is
proved that the two edges move in op-
posite diregtions with a speed of 2,000
metres per second, as I have verified my-
self at the Nice Observatory in an experi-
ment described by M. Thollon. It is in
the same way that Professor Keeler hus
proceeded for Saturn. He has found that,
in accordance with this theory, the inter-
for regions of the ring turn faster than the
exterior regions. The particles furihest
from the planet must have shown him a
speed of 13,000 metres, about, per second,
and those nearest it a speed of almost
17,000 metres, We have not yet received
the figures, but they must be something
like this,

If they conld he observed near enough
the rings would certainly present a con-
siderable series of divisions analogous to
those which are seen in Figure 2. As
Proctor has calenlated, they are composed
of a series of concentric wones separated
by unequal intervals and . doubtless
variable.

1t will thus be seen that, without being
a new discovery, Professor Keeler’s obser-
vation is a most ingenious verification,
wnich demonstrates the mathematical
theory of the rings of Saturn, and which
daen the greatest honor to the learned
Amencan astronomer.

It is not
Maisonneuve ever sought pre-emin-
ence; he was so modest, he spoke so little
of himself, that those who lived with him
have been unable to leave behind: any in-
formation as to his past life. From the
moment that he appears upon the scene

and is selected by the associates as the fit-*

test man to command the expedition
which is to found the colony of Ville
Marie, it is a work of devotion, of self sa-
crifice with him, and it continuestobe suca
until the last. In 1664, wheu dismissed
arbitrarily by the Governor General of the
colony, de Mesy, from the command of the
city, which was his work more than that
of any other man, he quietly submitted
and went back to France, a ruined man.

When he undertook to command the ex-
pedition to found Montreal he said to the
associates: “I have no care for profiy, I
can supply many wants out of my in-
come, and I will employ both my purse
and my life in this new undertaking with-
out seeking@or any honor but that of
serving God and the king in my profes-
sion.” Similar words are heard too often,
but how many among those who utter
them could say on their death-bed, like
Mai-onneuve could say, that he had prov-
ed true to his promise?

The souvenir of such a man is a valu-
able lesson to the statesmen of the present
day as it is an honor to our country.

"T'he committee which has undertaken
the work of erecting the monument and
Mr. Hebert have spared no paius to make
it correct in all details as well as a work
of art which will be a credit to Canadisn
genius. The monument will undoubted-
1y be one of the most perfect and elabor-
ate on the continent.—Montreal Herald.
