The Osborne Trial.

On Tuesday afternoon, the second 
trial of Mrs. John Osborne and her 
daughter Eliza and son Harry for 
the murder of Timothy McCarthy, 
on Get. 12th, 1877, commenced at 
Dorchester, Chief Justice Allen, pre­
siding. For the Crown, Dr. Tuck 
and D. L. Hanington appeared ; for 
the defence, A. L. Palmer, Esq

The court room was not fuller than 
on ordinary court openings, the seats 
being mostly occupied by jurors, a 
panel of some ninety of whom bad 
been summoned by the Sheriff. It 
is evident the interest m this cause 
eelebre has greatly diminished, al­
though three lives hang in the bal 
ance. A» soon as the Chief Justice 
took hit seat, the prisoners were 
brought in. Mrs. Osborne wears the 
inevitable gold spectacles. Her full 
checks have, in confinement, lost 
nothing of their ruddy glow. Ellïa 
Osborne looks much tbe same as at 
the last trial before she was-exhausted 
by its cruel tedionsneas, but lines and 
marks brgin to show themselves 
around her eyes and forehead. Harry 
Osborne has evidently not been dis­
tressed in jail ; he has a full, well-fed 
look and glances here and there over 
the court room In his vacuous way. 
John Osborne sits amongst the spec 
lators. Mrs. McCarthy, dressed In 
deep mourning, has taken her seat 
beside Hie judge. Annie Parker has 
arrived from Hampton jail, but has 
not yet appeared in court.

Mr. Palmer made an application 
that John Osborne be excluded from 
the joint indictment and be indicted 
separately, as he contented that tbe 
prisoners were entitled to his evi­
dence on the defense. After a short 
argument the judge refused it, as lie 
considered it a joint offense for which 
they were all properly joined.

The Newfoundland government 
has in contemplation measures look­
ing toward the construction of 
railroad across the island from St.

The Assembly has re­
solved to grant an annual subsidy 
of $120.001) to any company that 
will budd the road, besides making 
liberal concessions of land. Such a 
line would develop valuable mines of 
coal and of the metals, besides open­
ing up a productive timber region, 
now Inaccessible. It would also 
have an important Influence upon tbe 
fisheries of the island, by connect­
ing the capital with a region at 
present difficult of access.

Should such a road be constructed, 
it would doubtless be csed as a link 
in a new route to Europe, which 
would render it possible to shorten 
the ocean voyage a distance of a 
thousand miles, the line of course 
extending to Cape Breton, with 
a ferry across to Newfoundland, 
and making St. Johns the actual
