The German Hotel Porter.
In German hotels you come in con­

tact only.with the porter and head 
waiter. The porter is usually selected 
for his intelligence, for his ability as a 
linguist and for his size—height rather. 
You make all inquiries of him con­
cerning' the hotel, about the arrival 
anddepkrture of trains, the eights of 
the town, etc., and you invariably get 
civil ana intelligent replies to all vour 
questions. The so called porter (pop- 
fieri, however, in no sense corresponds 
to the American idea of a porter, nor 
is he called upon to do the slightest 
physical labor. He receives gueets, 
sees them depart and makes himself 
very useful in many ways; but as for 
lifting a trunk or carrying a satchel, 
this is entirely beneath Bis position 
and his dignity. The actual porter 
performs this labor, and both of these 
officials expect and receive a fee on 
the guest’s departure. In paying your 
bill at a German hotel you see neither 
proprietor,manager nor porter: neither 
will receive it; you are obliged to pay 
the waiter, who thus makes sure of 
his fee.—Home Journal.

THE USE OF TOBACCO.

the Virtues ami Vices of the Weed In An
Shades.

Tobacco contains an acrid, dark 
brown oil, an alkaloid, nicotine, and 
another substance called nicotianine, 
in which exist its odorous and volatile 
principles. • When tobacco is burned, 
a new set of substances is produced, 
some of which are less harmf ul than 
the. nicotine, and are more agreeable 
in effect, -and much of the acrid oil—a 
substance quite as irritating and poi­
sonous as nicotine—is carried off. 
These fire produced substances are 
called from tneir origin, the “pyridine 
series.” By great heat the more aro­
matic and less harmful members of the 
series are produced, but the more poi­
sonous compounds are generated by 
the slow combustion of damp tobacco. 
This oil which is liberated by combus­
tion is bad both in flavor ana in effect, 
and it is better, even for the immedi- 
are pleasure of the smoker, that it 
should be excluded altogether from 
his mouth and air passages.

Smoking in a stun of a pipe is par­
ticularly injurious, for the reason 
that in it the oil is stored in a con­
densed form, and the smoke is there­
fore highly charged with the oiL - 
Sucking or chewing the stub of a cigar 
that one is smoking is a serious mis­
take, because the nicotine in the un- 
bumed tobacco dissolves freely in the 
saliva, and is absorbed. “Chewing” 
is on this account the most injurious 
form of the tobacco habit, and the use 
of a cigar holder is an. improvement 
on the custom of holding the cigar be­
tween the teeth. Cigarettes are re­
sponsible for a great amount of mis­
chief, not because the smoke from the 
paper has any particularly evil effect, 
nut because smokers—and they are 
often boys or very young men—are 
apt to use them continuously or at 
frequent intervals^ believing that their 
power for evil is insignificant. Thus 
the nerves are under the constant in­
fluence of the drug, and much injury 
to the system results. Moreover the 
cigarette smoker uses a very consider­
able amount of tobacco during the day. 
“Dipping” and “snuffing” are semi­
barbarities which need not be dis­
cussed. Not much effect is obtained 
from the use of the drug in these 
varieties of the habit.

Nicotine is one of the most powerful 
of the “nerve poisons” known. Its 
virulence is compared to that of prus­
sic acid. If birds be made toinhale its 
vapor in amounts too small to be 

d, they are almost, instantly 
It seems to destroy lifcL not 

g a few, but of all theiuno- 
tibnq essential to it, beginning at the 
center, the heart. A significant indi­
cation of this is that there is no sub­
stance known which can counteract 
its effects ; the system either succumbs 
or survives. Its depressing action on 
the heart is by far tne mftBt noticeable 
and ndttiworthy symptom of nicotine 
poisoning. The frequent existence of 
what is known as “smoker's heart” in 
men whose health is in no other re­
spect disturbed is duo to thjxfact.

Those who can use toba i without 
immédiate injury will h d all the 
pleasant effects reversed, mU will suf­
fer from the symptoms of poisoning if 
they exceed the Unfit of tolerance. 
These symptoms ye: 1,. The heart’s 
action becomes more rapid when to­
bacco is uséd ( 2. Palpitation, pain or 
unusual sensations in the heart; 8. 
There is no appetite in the morning, 
the tongue Is coated, delicate flavors 
are not appreciated, and acid dyspep­
sia occurs after eating ; 4. Soreness of 
the mouth and throat, or nasal ca­
tarrh, appears and becomes very 
troublesome ; 6. The eyesight becomes 
poor, but improves when the habit is 
abandoned; 6. A desire, often a crav­
ing, for liquor or some other stimu­
lant, is experienced.

In an experimental observation of 
thirty-eight Doys of all classes of so­
ciety, and of average health, who had 
been using tobacco for periods rang­
ing from two months to two years, 
twenty-seven showed severe injury to 
the1 constitution and insufficient 
growth; thirty-two showed the ex­
istence of irregularity of the heart’s 
action, disordered stomachs, cough, 
and a craving for alcohol : thirteen had 
intermittency of the pulse, and one 
had consumption. After they had 
abandoned the use of tobacco, within 
six months one-half were free from 
al} their former symptoms, and the re­
mainder had recovered by the end of 
the year.

A great majority of men go far be­
yond what may be called the temper­
ate use of tobacco, and evidences of 
injury are easily found. It is only 
necessary to have some record of what 
the general health was previous to the 
taking up of the habit, and to have ob­
servation cover a long enough time. 
The history of tobacco m the island of 
New Zealand furnishes a quite sugges­
tive illustration for our purpose, and 
one on a large scale, when Europe­
ans first visited Now Zealand they 
found in the native Maoris the most 
finely developed and powerful men of 
any of the tribes inhabiting the islands 
of the Pacific. Since the introduction 
of tobacco, for which the Maoris de­
veloped a passionate likingl they have 
from this cause alone, it is said, be­
come decimated in numbers, and, at 
the same time, reduced in stature and 
in physical well being so as to be an 
altogether inferior type of men.—New 
York Medical Journal.

Rather Expensive.
A Swedish scientist claims to have 

discovered the secret of petrifying 
wood by artificial processes. He thinks 
it will be possible ere long to construct 
edifices of wood and convert them into 
stone. As it takes three months and 
costs about $500 to petrify a block of 
wood of the dimensions of one cubic 
inch, it will probably be some time 
before his process will be generally

A telegrapn oi«r.ai^. 
hs has invented a word counting ma­
chine which may be used by itself or 
attached to a typewriter. It is much 
the same sort of tiling as a pedometer, 
only it is more accurate. It is as large 
as a small clock. Tho works are in­
side the nickel case, on one side of 
which is the face. The machine will
count up to 2,500 words, and can bo 
used for any numberljy keeping tally 
bf the number of times it passes the 
2,500 mark. There are two hands like 
the hour and second hand of the 
watch. Every time a word on the 
typewriter is finished the same motion 
which spaces for the word registers 
on the word counter. When the 
second hand counts up to twenty-five 
words the large hand moves forward a 
Quarter of a space. The face is divi­
ded into twenty-five spaces, one for 
each hundred words, and a glance at 
it shows at once how many words 
have been written.

The use of the word counter is not 
limited to typewriting machines, but 
it can be used in writing and in dicta­
tion by keeping it at hand and mak- 
a slight pressure at tho end of each 
word. Some operators attach it to 
their desks and work it with a string 
attached to their feet. It is a useful 
invention, especially in telegraphy, 
and in making an article of a speci­
fied length.—New York Sun.

THE PHANTOM TRAIN.

rhe Engineer*# Story of How Jack Re­
ceived Notice of His Death.

* You ask if I have ever had an ad­
venture on the railroad that would be 
interesting to the readers of The Age. 
Well, you shall have it, although it is 
something I would willingly forget; 
but it seems impossible. Fifteen years 
ago I was running on the East Ten­
nessee road, between Knoxville and 
Chattanooga. The scenery between 
these two points is grand in places» the 
mountains being in sight nearly the 
entire distance. I had left Knoxville 
an hour late one afternoon in Novem­
ber, and at London the telegraph oper­
ator handed me an order to make up 
the lost time, as there was a large 
southern excursion on board who 
wanted to make connection at Chatta­
nooga for Atlanta. I had always been 
ranked as one of the coolest men on 
the road, as a man who never got ex­
cited, and I once ran over a burning 
trestle without a muscle changing. 
Yet this afternoon I was strangely 
nervous. For the first time in my lire 
I discovered I had nerves.

“‘Jack,’ I said to the fireman, *1 
am all in a tremor. I am not super­
stitious, but I feel as if something was 
going to happen.’

“Jack burst into a loud guffaw. 
‘Why. cap’n, you nervous; that is too 
good,” and he laughed again.

“I said nothing else, but the uncom­
fortable feeling continued. I did not 
know it at the time, but I have since 
found out that even tho iron nerves of 
an engineer must break some time. 
Jack, m the meantime, was piling up 
coal in the furnace. ‘Uap’n, you are » 
cold.’ he remarked after a few min­
utes’ intermission. ‘We’ll have a bet­
ter fire, and we’ll be in Chattanooga 
in a jiffy.’

“The grim November twilight hung 
over the earth like a nail. We had 
passed Athens, and with only fifty-six 
miles to go to reach our destination. 
For the first time since I mounted an 
engine I longed for the trip. I was 
looking straight ahead, where the iron 
bands far down the track seem to unite 
into a single rail, when I was startlèd 
by an exclamation from Jack. ‘Cap’n, ’ 
he screamed, ‘look there 1 my Goa, 
look there 1’ pointing with trembling 
hand to the èast, where in the 
distance the mountains loomed up 
grim and bare in their awful 
grandeur. The look of horror on 
the poor fellow’s face was inde- ■ 
scribable. But the sight I witnessed ' 
as I quickly turned my eyes to the 1 
east was enough to freete the warm 
blood which courses through your ! 
veins, for there, above the mountain 
tops, with a terrible distinctness, sailed 
a phantom engine drawing a phantom 
train. The puffs of smoke came re­
gularly from the engine. I could see 
the glaring headlight, the lights ine 
the coaches, all as plain as if the train 1 
was running on the side track by us. ; 
I stood there watching the strange 
sight, too amazed to utter a word, how 
long 1 cannot say, but suddenly it dis­
appeared, and I was recalled to myself 
by several jerks at the bell rope made 
by the conductor. I looked out and 
saw that we were at Cleveland.

“ ‘What’s the matter with you?’ 
asked the conductor, coming to the en­
gins. ‘What do you mean by trying 
to run by Cleveland that way? Why, 
man, you loo? as if you had seen a 
ghost,rlie added after a* moment, catch­
ing a glimpse of my face. I looked at 
my watch and saw that it was exactly 
6 o’clock. We had made up half an 
hour, and we pulled into Chattanooga 
an hour later, only a few minutes be­
hind time. From the time of the ap­
pearance of the apparition to the time 
we pulled into tho roundhouse at Chat­
tanooga Jack had not spoken a word, 
but there was a fixed look on hisj’ape 
I did not like.

“ ‘I don v I replied, ‘but my nerves 
are shattered and I want to change my 
location.’

“I saw a smile on the superintend­
ent’s face as I mentioned my ‘nerves,1 
but he gave mo my time without a 
word. 1 spent five years in the Rook­
ies in tho vain attempt to drive that 
picture from my mind. Finally I 
came back cast, but the photographie 
camera could not fix an object more 
firmly than did the phantom engine 
in mountains of Tennessee fix itself in 
my memory. I am only 45 now, but 
you can see how gray I am. My hair 
was not turned white ‘in a single 
night,’ as tho novelists tell, but in a 
few mouths after the occurrence the 
change was effected, as I used to think 
and worry over it a good deal, and 
that, too, when I was only 80 years of 
age.”—Birmingham (Ala.) Age.

Pcrilaas Iïnllooii Ascent.
Grci’.t excitement wild occasioned at 

Snaresbrook, Ivjsex, by on accident to 
“Professor” Higgins, who made an 
ascent from grounds adjoining tho 
Eagle public liouse, intending to de­
scend by a parachute, after the manner 
of Baldwin. The ascent was made in 
tho presence of a large concourse of
spectators. Tho balloon used was of 
4,000 cubic feet capacity.

There was no car, and tho parachute 
was attached to tho side of the balloon 
in tho ordinary way, so that Higgins 
might at the proper moment leap from 
tho bar into tne air. Ho rapidly shot 
up to a height of 4,000 feet, and was 
watched with almost breathless anx­
iety by tho people in the grounds, and 
when the parachute was seen to fall 
away from tho balloon and to leave 
Higgins suspended above something 
in tho nature of a panic seized upon 
the spectators, especially the female 
portion. Speedily passing out of view 
tho balloon, as it was afterward proved, 
descended on a piece of land near En­
field Lock, a distance of about seven 
miles, at 3:58 o’clock, and tho welcome 
intelligence was received at Snares­
brook that Higgins had escaped a fate 
which all feared was inevitable and 
had sustained no injury beyond a 
severely sprained ankle. — London 
Telegraph.
