is new $20,097.75. Now I will shew 
that not onlv have we provhk-d for all 
the services of the countryi bill we have 
made other necessary expenditures 
amounting to S3.'.,899.34. In' 1880 we 
spent for Irish relief, 82.4S» «4; the 
Vice-Regal visit, 81(1,399.03; St. John 
exhibition, 83,000, and in 1881 wc ex­
pended 810,000 on importation Of stock, 
and 82,000.37, balance on St. John ex­
hibition. I think, sir,-flic expenses of 
the Vice-Regal visit should not have 
been referred to. Shu came here, the 
daughter of the Queen, the représentâ t!; e 
of the Sovereign, and, if we spent a little 
more than we thought, still it was all 
for the entertainment of the Queen’s 
representative. While we thus spent 
835,879 for special purposes, besides 
efficiently maintaining and carrying on 
the ordinary services of the Province, 
besides reducing the balance from 848,- 
500 to 820,000, I think the Government 
can fairly come before this House and 
before the country and ask them, with 
firm assurance that they will do so, to 
repose their confidence in them. (Ap­
plause.)

H i* the fault of the Hon. Commie-doner 
of public Wofks, who was supposed to 
be attending to tlie Improvement of Hie 
acorn tie properties of the reoin. Ro- 
atiming his subject, lie found that the 
number of the Legislative Council shall 
not exceed 18, and 8 shall form a quorum. 
It would be admitted that the efficiency 
of that Council lmd not bun Impaired by 
the recent vacancies, and ho did not re­
fer personally to the members who pass­
ed away, and there was no necessity of 
increasing the expenses of the country 
by appointing members to fill the vacan­
cies. At the end of the term the vacan­
cies in the Legislative Council are always 
filled, and if there is need of appoint­
ments to that Council it exists immedi­
ately when the vacancy occurs. He 
found that a reference to this matter was 
first introduced into the Speech in 1879, 
and was referred to in the reply. At 
that time the address, he thought, was 
unanimously adopted, the Opposition 
thinking perhaps the Government were 
sincere iu their desire to abolish this ex­
pense. He remembered, however, that 
some members had expressed an opinion 
that the Government were uot sincere, 
and he thought: that prediction had been 
verified. At the same session the Gov­
ernment appointed a committee to confer 
with the Legislative Council on the sub. 
jecY If he recollected aright, there 
never was a report from that committee. 
He also recollected that at the time one 
member of the Goverumeut said if it was 
necessary to settle the question the 
House would sit three weeks longer, but 
the House rose two or three days after. 
During the discussion then several mem­
bers expressed themselves iu favor of 
the Council's abolition, but favored the 
postponemeut of the question until alter 
the next general election, and these de­
sires were respected by his amendment. 
He referred to the Nova Scotia House of 
Assembly's action in the matter, and 
concluded by expressing a belief that a 
majority of this house aud the Province 
were in favor of what he desired.

Mr. Blair made a lengthy speech iu 
support of the amendment.

The Attorney General thought be 
would be aille to satisfy the House that 
the adoption of this resolution would be 
adverse to the administration of the Gov­
ernment of any Province. If he under­
stood his hou. friend right, he did not 
want the vacancies left vacant but to be 
filled with men pledged to vote for its 
abolition. The point that there was no 
meeting of the committee from this As­
sembly was met by the fact that the Leg­
islative Council took such action that a 
conférence could not be had. Did we 
not last session introduce a bill to abolish 
the Council? And w»« not it carried by 
an overwhelming majority? Yet wliat 
was done concerning it in the Legislative 
Council? It wa* rejected, only the mem­
ber of the Government voting for it. 
His hon. friend would like the vacancies 
left unfilled until he would be nu the 
treasury benches and able to fijl them, 
What is the voice of the people must 
prevail, but the abolition of the Council 
cannot be done in a day. His hon. friend 
said the Imperial Government would not 
refuse to yield to the voice of the people, 
but had lie read the Imperial Govern­
ment's subject? His hon. friend had said 
a new House should deal with the ap­
pointments.

Blair—With the measure.
Fraser—That is, if he and his friends 

get a majority they shall fill the Vacan­
cies. He (Fraser) spoke with confidence 
wheu he said the Government would be 
returned again, and then he (Blair) 
would want them to till the vaca/iyies 
with men pledged to abolishthe Council. 
But the resolution interfered with the 
proper administration of goverumeut in 
any colony. Are not the members of 
the Executive responsible to the House? 
Certainly. Then if they are advised be­
fore they take the cours», the whale 
House is made the Executive. What 
would be thought of a similar resolution 
in the Dominion Parliament? As to the 
first recital in the resolution, it was uot 
correct, as two seats were only *. acaut 
for one session. Where had his hou, 
frieud authority for the statement "that 
the Government were considering the 
advisability of filling the vacancies at 
the close of this session? The Govern­
ment had only said they iutenduU to make 
the appui utincuts. Suppose the ptipole 
at tlie poll* should say they did not want 
the Council abolished, where would his 
lion, frieud be?

Mr. Sii^re moved the following :—
Resolved, That from the report of the 

Surveyor General, the resolutions laid upon 
the table,{and othey in{orfliation furnished 
b> the Government as lo the sales of hem­
lock aiid/other limi er Crown Lands, this 
House ty no! satisfied that such disposal of 
the pulZc lands was in the public interest 
and cannot approve of the action of the Gov? 
ernment in the premises.

Mr. Sayre said the people of Kent, last 
summer, and he, on their behalf, made 
some representations to the Government 
to prevent the sales advertised from tak­
ing place. He wrote on the 25th of May 
to the Attorney General, setting forth 
reasons against the sales and entering 
an objection to them. A delegation came 
once from Kent and protested against the 
sales, but the lands were sold and J. & J. 
Miller became the purchasers. In the 
meantime other lands were offered for 
sale, aud a petition was got up in the 
county protesting against the sales, but 
uo notice was taken of it. If the Sur­
veyor General hat) assured the House 
that the Goverumeut would err no more 
In this direction, he- .would nop have 
moved the resolution. These lands 
should be conserved and leased or li­
censed, so au annual revenue might be 
obtained from them, for the policy of 
selling out the Crown lands to specula­
tors will have the effect of locking up the 
pountry. Very few free grants settle­
ments have beeu established since the 
present Surveyor General came into of­
fice though he claimed credit for it. He 
(Sayre) believed iu the system of free 
grants and thought it was the proper 
way fo settle the country, but the lands 
sold In Kent County are tit for actual set­
tlement and about the best for settlement 
in the whole county. A part of the lauds 
told last year were iu Caie settlement, 
am) the seliiug of them was a violatiou 
of the law, governing the free grants 
settlement, as these lauds are reserved 
for actual settlers, and cannot be sold. 
The extract factory products are export­
ed, and no great employment wjll be afr 
forded by it. Twenty men will run aoe 
of these factories all the year around, 
and tlie men who own them arc allowed 
to cut down the trees aud scatter them 
thxoygh the woods, and take away only 
the bark If there was no other reason 
than the danger fjim causes from fire, 
this should not be allowed. One cord 
ami a quarter of bark will make » torel 
of extract worth 828, and about thirty 
barrel* are manufactured iu a day. The 
factory in hunt yyi'l cost 825,000 or $30,- 
UOO, though we were told the other day 
it would cost 8150,000.

Recess •
Mr. Sayre continued the debate in the 

ailernooii. He argued that the best hem­
lock lands were being sold in large blocks 
to speculators and capitalists and at no 
advantage to the country. He Contended 
that many of these iarui-s were the best 
settlement land in the couety aud that 
they should have been saved for tlmf 
purpose, tucteud of the Goverumeut dis­
posing of them for a mere trifle and in 
ways that they would uever revert hack 
again to the Province. He showed very 
conclusively tiiat.it would have been far 
better and more remugeratj.ve to have 
fet ti.'’,n out Under license and tipis had 
tlie control of tiem. Mr. Ryan explain­
ed that he had broug.u ,iust sucl‘11 re­
lation forward in 1878, but no .benefits 
lmd resulted from it ; in fact things had 
been rather getting worse than better. 
He explained the gross injustice that 
was being dope jn the manner the Gov­

ernment was proceeding, and hoped the 
House would rise in its might and over­
throw this pernicious policy.

MR. JOHNSON
wa* not going to justify the Govern­
ment’* at im In all instances, but bow I* 
tlie Couuty of Kent situated? We have 
no factories, only a few mlllowner*. and 

! tlie signer of till* note read by Id* col» 
: league did not *idp lumber from Iticlil- 
j bneto, toil from Miramfcid. He (Mc­
Leod j took the trade there and left tlie 
farmer* of Kent In poverty. We have 
no market at borne. The farmer lia* to 
go to Mlramlchl to »ell Id* product*. Go 
to Moncton, tv St. Jolm and »ec manu­
facture* everywhere, and Kent ha* none, 

l and yet Id* colleague (Sayre) would op­
pose the e*tabli*hment ol a factory by 
the Millers. He did not think the Gov­
ernment could be blamed In the matter 
and people are satisfied witli tlie course 
pursued. Hoiwtre the people of Kent 
to pay for the rSlway? Will they have 
these valuable hemlock lands for future 
generations? He claimed they were 
mostly not fit for cultivation. Let us 
open our roads, let us have manufactures, 
and we will be able to build up tlie couuty 
to the position which it should occupy. 
No doubt there were many signatures to 
the petition, but many had signed it with­
out knowing what they signed 

MR. RYAN
said it would be remembered lie once 
moved a resolution concerning these 
lauds and had called on tlie Government 
to take measures to protect them, as 
hemlock lands will be oi great value iu 
the immediate future. Instead of there 
being any remedy applied, he felt the 
matter was getting worse. Iu estimating 
the nature of land, the value of timber 
on it must be taken into account and he 
considered that hemlock at no distant 
day would be a source of wealth to the 
Province. It had been said that extract 
factories gave much employment and 
from 8120,000 to 8150,000 were expended 
in a year, but he did not accept the state­
ment as correct. He believed tanneries 
would give twice as much employment 
as extract factories, and the amount of 
bark used in one of these factories in a 
day would keep a man in a tannery at 
work for a year. Another argument 
in favor of selling these blocks of land 
was that they put an upset of 82 per 
acre, but taking into consideration the 
few men engaged in this business, he 
felt there was no competition at all and 
that the lands were fairly given away. 
He believed selling lumber lands in large 
blocks was bad policy, and in thccaseof 
hemlock lands, three times as much as 
from the land itself could be got by the 
Province from what is growing on it.

HON. MR. ADAMS
said the members from Kent disagreed 
on this subject, one approving the course. 
He gave tlie mover credit of an intention 
to obtain tlie opinion ol tlie Legislature 
on the subject. He took the resolution 
only iu one way— that it was a direct 
want of confidence In the Government 
in th# matter. The resolution cannot be 
accepted by tlie Hons* in any oilier way, 
He (Adam*) took it In tliat way aud If It 
1* sustained tlie duty of tlie Government 
would lie to immediately resign He wa* 
not naturally inclined to *peak much and 
*o would be brief, bnt no person in the 
House could understand the question 
wltlnm* taking into consideration the in­
terest» of the Province and Count/ of 
Kent nnder the Imhor Act ami Free 
Grant» Act, and It was # conree after 
much deliberation awl hearing of depu­
tations, carefully decided on a» in the 
best interests of the Province, 'The evil 
in Kent Is the iransferof claims, and the 
right to cut away awl haul away logs Is 
sold at 85 and $0 to lumber operator*. 
Under the Labor Act no particular place 
of settlement was defined and It differed 
111 every possible way from tlie Free 
Grants Act. Under the Labor Act as it 
is, net only under this Government but 
past ones, they have been allowed to set­
tle promiscuously and the result was in 
many cases the destruction of tlie forests 
of the country. He had given orders 
tliar no man would settle land where he 
pleased and afterwards ordered that ap­
plication should not be received under 
the Labor Act until the Commissioner 
placed on the petition the endorsement 
that he believed the man would become 
a permanent settler, and that the land 
was fit for settlement and not covered 
with hemlock trees. Whatfurthertheu? 
He mgfed cautiously and prudently, and 
it was provided that eacli application 
should be carefully compared with the 
Crown Lands maps, and unless connected 
with an old settlement it would not be 
received, and later he required more care­
ful surveys. He might have erred, for 
lie was not perfect, but all knew the dif­
ficulties of the duties and responsibilities 
of his office. Then lie issued orders to 
include in surveys details as to whether 
they were hemlock lands. The main 
stock in trade of this attack on the Gov­
ernment is that the lands were fit for 
settlement, but he would prove most con­
clusively that such statements were mis­
leading Discussing the matter with Ed­
ward Jack, who would be acknowledged 
good authority, he sent him on an ex­
ploration of lands and lumber (and tlie 
information he collected was fnrnishêd to 
the House), aiid wheu he returned the 
values of these lands were discussed, and 
what was his opinion? That the lands 
above the Intercolonial with hemlock 
bark on them were unfit for settlement, 
and that if we could sell them at 81.50 
per acre, it would be a great benefit to 
the Province, as no one would settle on 
these lauds except with the purpose of 
destroying the forests. His honorable 
friend (Sayre) no doubt believed in the 
beautiful policy of allowing a settler to 
go where he pleased aud cut down all the 
trees for lumber, and leave many unfit 
for market lying on tlie land rotting aud 
a feeder of tires. When the hon. gentle­
man from Kent says the Government 
Surveyor was an ofijeer of Miller & Co., 
he makes a mistake, as it is without foun­
dation In fact. The report of the Sur­
veyor on the application of Messrs. 
Miller, he claimed, completely refuted 
the reckless statements ef Sayre. Mc­
Leod and others were protesting against 
spruce aud pine lands being given to the 
Millers, and the surveyors were instruct­
ed to keep clear of them as far as possi­
ble. Out of the lots sold to the Millers, 
the surveyqr reported that 20 per cent, 
were of barren and »w»mpy nature. 
While Sayre said the estimated quantity 
of hemlock on the land was eight cords 
per acre, reports of surveys showed they 
ranged from 1 to (i cords. His honorable 
friend brought into the discussion tlie 
difficulty between us and that Willis 
failed to get the papers bef re a commit­
tee. Why was it refused? He (Adams) 
had at that time asked that a charge be 
made against him and he was willing to 
abide the result of the examination be­
fore a committee chosen from an> part of 
the House. He was simply acting as 
trustee of the people and should exercise 
the same caution aud discretion as if act­
ing as a trustee for his own. Sayre had 
protested against these sales, but did not 
protest against granting the applications 
of himself aud friends for land where the 
hark factory was erected. It was true à 
delegation tame to Fredericton and were 
met before the Government by the Mil­
lers, but what was stated by the leader 
of tlie deputation, George McLeod? 
t hat the lauds were utterly unfit for set­
tlement, anti the man who would buy 
them at 81 per acre would be a “ crank” 
of the worst description. It lmd been 
charged that he was favorable to tlie 
Millers, but had lie transferred 100,000 
acres to them for nothing Sayre would 
have endorsed him, according to his own 
statements. Why, without our making 
any roads, or the expenditure by us of a 
cent, the Millets ver? willing to take

In reply to the charge 
that tlie lands were worth $0 and 810 per 
acre, he cited the case of a man owning 
10,000 acres in Northumberland who 
would gladly sell, if he could at 81 per 
acre. Hon. Adams continued to read 
from McLeod’s petition that granting the 
lands referred to were u»t advantageous 
for settlers themselves, does that not 
confirm Mr. Jack’s reports and entirely 
contradict the statements in the other 
petition? The deputation that came 
here stated that tlie disposal of the lands 
was not apposed to the lumbering inter­
ests, and in view of the fact they were 
uot fit for settlement and acting ou tlie 
advice of Mr. Jack, the Government 
could reasonably dispose of these lands 
to tlie Miller’s.

tion. He referred to the enterprise of 
the Millers, iu the parish of Derby in his 
county, aud of the large amount of money 
they distributed through the country.
When ills hou. friend said that tlie fac­
tory did not give more employment than 
the stock farm, lie placed that statement 
on a par with other statements of tlie 
same preposterous character he uttered.
He was convinced there must be a hidden 
hand. He saw the petition aud knew 
that the person who got it up had no 
more the good of the county at heart 
than tlie Millers. The reason as large a 
factory as intended was not built was ou 
account of the cost of the land purchased 
from the Governmeut. The Millers have 
obtained from owners of laud on tlie cast 
side of Nova Scotia agreements to sup­
ply them with bark at a lower price than 
it can be got in New Brunswick, and 
have got lands in Northumberland from 
private parties at a lower price than from 
the Government. Whicli is better, to 
sell laud and allow a factory to be estab­
lished, or let bark be cut and taken to the 
United States? This very year a large 
amount lias beeu cut on tlie public do­
main and sent to the States. He knew 
it was the intention of parties to put up 
a mill and utilize the tree itself. If the 
Government acted iu this matter as they 
would have done with their own pro­
perty, what more can we reasonably ask 
of them. Believing that they had done 
what they considered best iu the inter­
ests of the Province, he could uot vote 
for the resolution. Hou. Peter Mitchell 
who was well known and respected in 
Northumberland, lias dene his best to en­
courage the Millers iu the enterprise aud 
had taken considerable credit to himself 
for bringing them there, and certainly 
they had given a vast amount of employ­
ment to the people of tlie county,

It is pleasing to notice, however, 
that there are journalists over the. 
border who can take a fair and im­
partial view of the results of Canada's 
new flscal policy. The following ex­
tracts, which we commend to the 
careful consideration of our readers, 
are laken from an exhaustive article 
published in the Chicago Industrial 
World, a leading commercial journal 
of the United States. Such a paper, 
dealing as it does with commercial 
matters in all portions of the globe, 
is an authority upon such subjects, 
and its utterances more to be relied 
upon ihan tlie reckless denunciations 
of papers whose object is so apparent 
that be who runs may read. The 
following are the extracts referred 
to

"Less than two and a half.years ago 
Canada had full possession and constant 
advantage of tliat system for promoting 
high prosperity which F’ree Trades* iu 
this country delight to call ‘ a tariff for 
the revenue only.’ But the system 
strangely refused to fulfil the promises- 
usually made in belmlf of measures of tills 
class. Times were hard and getting 
harder. Nearly all kinds of business 
languished. Tlie Dominion markets 
abounded with foreign goods at slaughter­
ed prices, but tlie purchasing power of 
Hie people was small, so that the abund­
ance bf cheapness availed little. Wages 
were low. and labor found it difficult to 
obtain employment.

In all quarters the out­
look was gloomy. Then, for the first 
time in Canada’s history, relief was 
sought in a radical application of tlie 
principle of tariff protection to home in­
dustry. Such a measure went to the 
National statute book Mardi 15, 1879, 
after a protracted political campaign and 
an exhaustive discussion of tlie subject 
before the public. The new policy en­
tered upon its career amid warnings 
from tlie Opposition about speedy disas, 
ter and u great reaction.”

The critical test of theory is practice. 
Let us try the result by this standard. 
We apprehend that tlie following specifi­
cations are entirely true:—1. There has 
been a very marked change for tlie bet­
ter in almost every branch of business. 
2. There lias been a roiqarLabic Increase 
iu the number of manufacturing establish­
ments, with enlargement of many old 
ones. 3. A visible stimulus has been im­
parted to tlie activities uf production 
everywhere in the well settled districts 
of the Dumiuian. 4. Labor is in aug­
mented demand, and images generally 
have advanced, 5. Urines of a consider­
able list of manufactured articles have 
fallen. E. Sales are much more numer­
ous. and are much more easily made.
7. Collection* are far less difficult to 
make, with cash purchases more frequent.
8. Some concerns which formerly re­
lied wholly ou importations have turned 
to manufacturing on their own account.
9. An unprecedented amount of atten­
tion is being oestowed upon ilie develop­
ment of native resources. 10. Agricul­
ture is better Oil' than it lias been for 
many years. 11. The Government is in 
receipt of a larger revenue from tne tariff 
than ever before. 12. There lias been a 
eousplcuoiis ndvauue towards general 
prosperity, and a feeling uf contentment 
is spreading among the people. The 
prospect grows more encouraging with 
every passing month.

"We rejoice in the success which has 
attended our neighbor’s venture in the 
field of self independence. By it we may 
have lost a few exports.which she other­
wise would have taken from our inami- 
fauiurei's, but even we shall gain in tlie 
end more than we shall lose, it Is the 
interest of the l iiited States tliat Canada 
should be highly prosperous, for a pros­
perous people can buy and consume very 
much more than one which is impoverish­
ed and distressed.

Carelessness or inefficiency iu such au 
office would cause considerable loss to 
the Province annually, and it would 
therefore be false economy to cut down 
the salary of a thoroughly efficient and 
trustworthy officer, who is now no more 
than fairly remunerated for his services. 
We feel assured that any step iu that 
direction would uot meet with the ap­
proval ol the House or the country.
