ELOQUENT IN GESTURE.

Deaf Mutes in Convention at Convo­
cation Hall.

Toronto, June 23.—Truly the eloquence 
of gesture is being exemplified this week 
at Convocation Hall, which is the scene 
of the eleventh biennial convention of 
the Ontario Deaf Mutes’ Association. 
Really there is something eerie, to an 
uninitiated onlooker, in the gathering 
of some two hundred persons who, for 
the most part, while fully endowed by 
nature in other ways, have been pre­
vented from communicating with their 
fellow-creatures through the ordinary 
medium of speech because they have 
never heard.

Once the creepiness engendered by 
that awful silence has been got over 
the proceedings of the convention arc 
full of interest. A spectator, while 
failing to understand their purport, 
becomes fascinated with the rapidity 
with which the sign talk is carried on, 
and the play of the emotions on the 
faces of the watchers when, with rap­
idly moving fingers, and emphatic ges­
ture. some point is made by the occupant 
of the platform.

At the morning session yesterday the 
president again referred to the success 
which had followed the Ontario Govern­
ment’s experiment in employing deaf 
mutes in certain departments of the 
postoffice, and Mr. R. C. Slater, Toronto, 
told the convention that just half a cen­
tury had passed since the first school 
for the deaf in Ontario was established 
in Toronto by the late J. B. McCann.

In the evening a business session was 
held, at which amendments to the by­
laws and constitution were discussed, 
one of the most important which was 
adopted being the change of the name 
of the association to “the Ontario Deaf 
and Dumb Association." To-day the 
by-laws will be further considered at 
the morning session.

COW TESTING

ASSOCIATIONS.
Dominion Deportment of Agricul­

ture Branch of the Dairy and 
Cold Storage Commissioner.

In the Pine Grove, Opt., association for 
the 30 days ending May'TT, 40 cows had 
a total production of 28,502 lbs. milk. 
During the same period, 46 cows in the 
North Oxford, Ont., association gave a 
total yield of 40,385 lbs. milk. The 
difference between the average per cow 
was not so very striking, being in the 
one case 712 lbs. milk, and 878 lbs. milk 
in the other. But it is the totals that 
tell the story, and count up when the 
returns are figured. If the Pine Grove 
cows had produced as well ns the North 
Oxford vows, they would have given an 
additional 0,018 ibs. milk, equivalent to 
an extra eight cheese, weighing 80 
pounds.

Similarly at Sheffield, Ont., during the 
same 30 days 54 cowa gave 34,541 lbs. 
milk, or an nvorage of only 039 lbs. per 
pow. If they had yielded in the same 
proportion as the North Oxford cows they 
would have given 1*2,870 lbs. milk more 
than they did, or an additional sum of 
one hundred and fifteen dollars to their 
owners in the 30 days.

In the cow testing association at Orms- 

town, Que., for the 30 days ending 25 
May, 90 cows gave a tota-1 yield of 76,- 
635 lb. milk, 2,600 lb. fat; the average 
yield per cow was therefore 798 lb. 
milk, 3.3 test, 27 lb. fat.

In the association at St. Armand, Que., 
during the same period 117 cows gave 
a total yield of only 70,476 lb. milk, 
2,653 lb, fat; the average yield per cow 
in this oa*e wee 602 lb. milk, 3.7 teot,

2*2.0 lb. fat. But let us see how the to­
tals compare.

If the cows at St. Armand had done as 
well for their owners as the Orrastown 
cows did. they would have given over 
eleven tons of milk more during the 
month. The average production, after 
all, depends upon the individual yield. 
Through these testing associations farnv 
mers are enabled to detect and dispose 
of t-he poor individuals, while at the 
same time the good cow, deserving bet­
ter care and attention, obtains it.

The 74 cows in the association at 
Bright, Ont., had an average yield in 
May of 913 lb. milk, 3.4 test, 31.5 !b. 
fat. The two associations at Sheffield, 
Ont., and Star, Ont., comprises 76 cows, 
or two cows more. But the 74 cow? in 
the Bright nssiciation gave altogether 
17,279 lb. milk and 734 lb. fat more than 
the combined totals of the other two 
nsociations.
