Synopsis pf Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole head of a fam­
ily, or any male over 18 years old, may 

homeetead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear in per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency of the dlBtrlct. Entry by proxy may 
bo made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
by father, mother, son, daughter, brother or 
qlster of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon ana 
cultivation of the land in each of three years, 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
bis homestead on a farm of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied by him or by hie 
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or sis­
ter.

In certain conditions a homesteader in good 
etai ding may pre-empt a quarter-eection 
alongside bis homestead. Price $3.00 per 
aero. Duties—Must reside six months in each 
of six years from date of homeetead entry 
(including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted the home­
etead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
mav take a purchased homeetead in certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
residf six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a 'house worth 
$300.09.

Tokio, July 29.—Japan will be repre­

STRIKE SETTLED.
Cempreoiie Has Been Agreed Up­

on by Carpenters at Edmonten.

Edmonton, Alta, July 28 — The 
strike of carpenters which has been 
in progress for several weeks has been 
settled on a compromise basis. The 
men agrhe to accept open shop for a 
year, but after that a schedule will lie 
effective which will make $3.60 per 
day the minimum rate of pay. This is 
fifteen cents less than the demands of 
the union. Until the schedule is in 
operation the old rate of $3,50 per 
day will he effective. About 100 car­
penters out of 400 on strike have left 
the city and building has been some­
what delayed, hut it is anticipated that 
the settlement will result in a speedy 
adjustment of the conditions.

HOLLOW TREE TELEGRAPHY.

Colombian Natives Are Able to Signal 
for Many Miles.

London, July 28.—Captain Whiffen 
has arrived here, after years of explor­
ation in Southeastern Colombia.
