The excise duties on,glass,
paper and other articles, the dnty on
newspaper advertisements, the stamp
duty on newspapers, and several other
obnoxious imposts, have been abolished,
others have been reduced, and not one
has been introduced anew or added, save
the income tax. Only a year or two ago
the duty on malt was abolished and a
duty equal to about a dollar a barrel on
beer, ale, etc., increasing according to the
alcoholic strength of the liquor, was:sab-
stituted.

Bishops were driven from their
dioceses because they would not obe
unjust laws, Hence this persecution left
about 2,000 parishes,. the Catholic por-
tion of Prussia, in a state of widowhood.
The people, despite the barbarous laws
of their inhuman tyrants, assembled in
their churches on Sunday, a priest dare
not make his appearance. They prayed
with the greatest fervor, sang hymns,
they wept, and they cried, and they ap-
pealed to God to have plty on them.
This sad and deplorable state of things
continued nearly twelve years. - Our
Holy Father the Pope, beheld with the
most poignant sorrow the oppreasion of
the Catholic church in Germany, the op-
pression of the Catholic church in France,
and the oppression of the Catholic church
in Italy.
