Agricultural Eduecsation.

Just a word or two about the 'sub-
ject of agricultural education to fol-
low up some things the Minister of
Education said the other might, be-
cause so far as the educational end
of agriculture is concerned it must be
carried on with the co-operation ‘of
the Education and Agricultural De-
partments. In Ontario what they call
their agricultural high schools are
run under the direction of the Educa-
tion Department. They consist of one
or two men, graduates of the Ontario
Agricultural College, who are placed
in high schools in various parts of the
province and teach classes in agricul-
ture and advise farmers and carry on
experiments more or less in connection
with farmers. When I introduced last
year the policy of establishing demon-
stration farms, I stated that this
policy 'would be supplemented. short-
ly by the placing of*® schools on those
farms, because an agricultural school
without a farm would be of no value,
and @a farm without a school would
not -be of as much value. It is not
the intention of the Government this
year to establish more than two, or at
the most, three sehools, because we be-
lieve this work should go on slowly
until there is a demand for it. There
has been a good deal of argument as
to what is the most effective agricul-
tural education, as to whether estab-
lishing a large agricultural college

parts of Canada, the soil has been de-

summer, because the farmers are re-
cognising the advantage of having a
school of this kind, and it is only a
very limited advantage . indeed, be-
cause in. order to get at the bottom
of any science, and agriculture s a
serious science, g man needs to spend
more than two or three weeks, al-
though he can get a good deal of
general information from discussing
maffers at these schools. Iniiorder to
get proper basic scientific information
to get the best out of his land, the
best out of his liv estock, I think there
are a great many farmers in this pro-
vince who would not only be glad to
attend schools of this kind themselves
but would be glad to -send their sons
to schools of this kind and give them
the advantage of an education along
these lines.
Publishing Bulletins

We also have a great demand for
bulletins, We are asked if we have
got bulletins on dry farming methods
in ecertain parts of the Province of
Alberta. Now the publishing of agri-
cultural bulletins is & dangerous busi-
ness. A good many of the states of
the union across the line found that
out. As soon as they established agri-
cultural colleges they began publish-
ing bulletins and then two or three
vears afterwards they began publish-
ing bulletins contradicting these first
ones. Now it is very important when
information is given in that way that
it should have been proven as nearly
as possible correct before it is done.
Consequently my department has not
jssued very many bulletins, and W
dont’ intend to do so until the infor-

To Consolidate Central System.

|  New York, Dec 22—What was re-

garded in Wall streets as the first step
in the long rumored plan to consoli-
{late the subsidiaries of the New York
Central system with the parent com-
pany, was taken today when the New
York Central and Hudson river rail-
road company addressed letters to the
holders of its $110,000,000 3 1-2 per
cent collateral trust bonds, which were
given in exchange for stock of the

The court said today that the
presecutcr's action was irregular and
unnecessary, but added that he would
instruct the grand jury to inquire into
the identity of persons that had been
annoying the prosecutor.

To indicate the mental stress undar
which he had labored, Baker told tne
court that a member cf the presiding
grand jury had become insane through
consideration of the alleged dvnamit-
ing plot, and had imagined he was
John McNamara on trial for his life.
The man was not dismissed, the pros-
ecutcr said, because it was feared the
public might misconstrue ‘the action.
