A GEOLOGIST'S DARING TRIP

Eight Inches of Rain Fell at King-
ston in Two Days—Prof. Hill’s
Interesting Report.

Fort-de-France, May 26—9 a.m.—Vol-
cano is again in erixption.

A very heavy surf has been beating
on the shore for the last two hours,

Fort-de-France is in no danger from

volcano, but there is considerable ap-
prehension of a panic in the night
time should the grayish-yellow cloud
reach here and ashes and stones begin
to fall. There are no noises from the
volcano at present.

GREAT SHOWERS OF ASHES.

Roseau, Island of Dominica, B. W.
I, May 27.—During the whole of last
night ashes from the volcano on the
Isiand of Martinique fell here in great-
er quantity than ever experienced
since the outbreak of Mont Pelee.

HEAVY RAINFALL.

Kingstown, Island of St. Vincent,
May 27.—On Saturday the dense clouds
forming a canopy over the greater
part of the island lowered, and a se-
vere thunderstorm, accompanied by a
heavy rainfail, broke over St. Vincent
and continued until yesterday, causing
the mud streams in the Windward dis-
trict of Georgetown to be flooded. The
water pipes were damaged, several
houses were washed away, and

TWO LIVES WERE LOST.

The rainfall was so heavy that it
disturbed the bodies of the buried vie-
tims of the volcanic disaster, and put-
rid corpses were exposed to view.

During the rainstorm the Soufriere
volcano appeared to give forth dense
clouds of vapor and steam, rising to
a considerable height and spreading
over the neighborhood. The roaring
sounds from the mountain also caused
apprehension of another eruption.

Severe lightning lasted all night Sat-
urday and Sunday. Eight inches of
rain fell at Kingstown between Batur-
day and Monday, the heaviest down-
fall since the hurricane.

Further interesting incidents which
occurred during the recent eruptions
of the volcano are continually coming
to light. While 2!l the residents of
the village of Morme Dea were leav-
ing that place by boat, & man who
had declined to leave was seen run-
ning up and down the shore, scream-
ing for help and saying that the
ground was so hot that the water was
boiling, and that lava was coming
down the mountain. It was impossible
to rescue him and the man died a
horrible death.

PATHETIC SCENE.

A pathetic scene was witnessed when
a father and mother, holding each
other’s hands, the woman having an
infant at her breast, and with an-
other child at her feet, were all struck
dead together.

A DARING EXPLORER.

Fort-de-France, Monday, May 26.
Prof. Robt. T. Hill, United States Gov-
ernment geologist, and head of the ex-
pedition sent by the National Geogra-
phical Society, chartered a steamer and
carefully examined the coast as far
north as Port-de-Macouba, making fre-
quent landings. After landing at Le
Precheur, five miles north of St. Pierre,
he walked through an area of active
volcanism to the latter place, and made
a minute examination of the various
phenomena disclosed. In addition to
his work of investigation, the professor
rescued in his steamer many poor peo-
ple of Le Precheur who had ventured
back after deserting their homes and
found themselves in awful danger.

PROF. HILL'S REPORT.

The professor says: The zone of the
catastrophe in Martinique forms an
elongated oval, containing on land
about eight square miles of destruction.
The oval is partly over the sea. The
land part is bounded by lines running
from Le Precheur to the peak of Mont
Pelee, thence curving around to Carbet.

There were three well-marked zones.
First, a center of annihilation, in which
all me. vegetable and animal, was ut-
terly destroyed; the great mnorthern
part of St. Pierre was in this zone.

Second, a zone of singeing, blister-
ing flame, which also was fatal to all
life, killing all men and animals, burn-
ing the leaves on the trees anq scorch-
ing, but not utterly destroying, the
trees themselves. ¢

Third, a large outer, nor-destructive
zone of ashes, whereln some vegeta-
tion was injured. <

THE FOCUS OF ANNIHILATION

was the new crater midway between
the sea and the peak of Mont Pelee,
where now exists a new area of active
volcanism, with hundreds of fumaroles
or miniature volcanoes. The new
crater is now vomiting black, hot mud,
which is falling into the sea. Both
craters, the old and new, are active.
Mushroom-shaped steam explosions
constantly ascend from the old crater,
while heavy ash-laden clouds float
horizontally from the new crater. The
old ejects steam, smoke, mud, pumice
and lapilli, but no molten lava.
THE DESTRUCTION OF ST.
PIERRE.

The salient topegraphy of the region
§8 unaltered. The destruction of St.
Pierre was due to the new crater. The
explosion had great superficial force,
acting in radial directions, as is evi-
denced by the dismounting and carry-
ing for yards of the guns in the bat-
tery of the hill south of St. Pierre, and
the colonial statue of the Virgin in
the same locality, and also by the con-
dition of the ruined houses ™n St.
Pierre. According to the testimony of
gome persons there was an acompany-
ing flame. Others think the incandes-
cent cinders and the force of their ejec-
tion was sufficient to cause the de-
struction. This must be investigated.
I am now following the nature of this
hill.

HAZARDOUS UNDERTAKING.

Prof. Hill has now started on horse-

! back for the volcano. He will study
ethe whole affected area, and will try
]to get to both craters. He will surely
i visit Morne Rouge and the slope of

Mont Pelee. The undertaking is very

hazardous, as explosions may occur at
!an\' moment, as one did May 20.
| Prof. Hill knows the risk he takes,
i but says the only way to discover what
‘has happened is to go to the crater it-
self or as near it as possible,

NEW SOURCE OF FEAR.

Fort-de-France is nearly deserted. A
new source of fright is fear that a
tidal wave may come. A wave eight
feet high would certainly destroy Fort-
de-France, and probably cause enor-
mous lcss of life. The weather is low-
ering and rainy.

In order to avoid a possible epidemic
ramong the seven thousand refugees
now at Fort-de-France, it has been de-
cided to distribute them among a
number of depots.

Sidewalk in New York.

SOME OF THE INJURED MAY DIE

College Squabble Results in Drown=
ing of a Student—Fatal Flood
in Colorado.

New York, May 28.—Elvin L. Coolidge,
circulation manager of the New York
Commercial (newspaper), was almost in-
stantly killed, and about 100 other people
were injured last evening by the break-
ing down ¢f a temporary sidewalk at
Fifth avenue and Eighteenth street.
Some of those hurt may die. Those who
fell were part of the crowd gathered to
watch the parade of militia in honor of
the visit of the French Rochambeau
commission to this city. Two hundred
people were on the sidewalk when it
gave way, and they were precipitated 20
feet into an excavation for a new build-
lnn and fell on piles of building ma-
tnrml The accident occurred just as the
head of the parade had passed the cor-
ner. The French visitors had gone past,
and knew nothing of it until some time
later. Troop C had just ridden by, and
the 22nd Regiment was passing when the
crash came. The officers in command at
once gave the order to break ranks, and
50 militiamen were detailed to the work
of rescue. Hurry calls were sent for
police reserves and ambulances, and in
a very short time those who fell were
asslisted from the wreck and thelr in-
Juries attended to. Many of the injured
were able to go direct to their homes
after having their hurts treated. The
cause of the accident is being investi-
gated.
