‘“After twelve months of war,”” says|

Mr. Lloyd George, “my conviction is|
stronger than ever that this country|
could not have kept out of it without |

imperilling its security and its honr»r.g
We could not have looked on cynically |
with folded arms while a country we |
had given our word to protect was be-
ing ravaged, trodden on by one of our

own co-trustees If British women
and children were *being brutally de-
stroyed on the high seas by German
submarines, this nation would have in-

sisted on calling the infanticide empirel
stern reckoning.
System Must Be Destroyed.
“Everything that has happened
since the declaration of war has |
clearly demonstrated that a mlli-
tary system so regardless of good
faith, honorable obligations and the
elementary Iimpulises of humanity
constitutes a menace to clvilization
of the most sinister character and,
despite the terrible cost of sup-
pressing it, the well being of hu-
manity demands that such a sys-

10 a

tem should be challenged and de-

stroyed.

“The fact that events also have
shown that the might of this military
clique has exceeded the gloomiest prog-
nostications provides an additional ar-
gument for its destruction.

“Nor have untoward incidents
of the war weakened my faith in ul-
timate victory, always provided that
the nations put forth the whole of
their strength ere it is too late. Any-
thing less must lead to defeat.

Not Satisfactory.

‘“It would be idle to pretend that the
first twelve months of the war have
seen mo tion of workmen accom-
p'ished ‘torily Had the Rus-
sians realized at the outset the re-
sourcefulness of their foes, and taken
prompt action to organize their own |
strength, today we would have wit-
nessed the triumphant spectacle of
their guns pouring out a stream of
shot and shell which would have|
deluged the German trenches with fire
and scorched the German legions back
across their frontier.

‘“With the resources of Great
Britain, France and Russla, yes of
the whole industrial world at the
disposal of the Allles, the central

powers still have an overwhelming
superiority In the material and
equipment of war., The result of
this deplorable fact is exactly what

might have been foreseen. The
iron heel of Germany has sunk
deeper than ever into Belgian and
French soil. Poland is entirely
German, and Lithuania is rapldly
following. Russian fortresses

deemed impregnable are falling llke
sand castles before the ruthless tide

of Teutonic invasion,

When Tide Wiil Recede,

‘“When will that tide recede or be
stemmed? As soon as the Allies are
supplied with an abundance of war ma-
terial.”

Mr. Lloyd George says that he is
recalling unpleasant facts to stir his
countrymen to put forth their strength
to amend the situation. There has been
a great awakening, he says, and pro-|
digious efforts are being made to equip
the armies, but, he continues, it must
be continued to pull through.

“Does every man who can help,
whether by fighting or providing ma-
terial, understand clearly that ruin
awaits remission?

“How many people in this country
fully apprehend to its full significance
the Russian retreat? For over twelve
months Russia, despite deflciencies in

equipment, has absorbed the energies of
half the German and four-fifths of the
Austrian forces. Is it realizeq that for
the time being Ru has made her
contribution to the struggle for Euro-
pean freedom and that we cannot for
months to come, expect the same active
help from the Russian armies we have
hitherto received? Who is to take the
Russians’ plase while those Russian
armies are re-equipping? Who is to
bear the weight which has hitherto

fallen on Russian shoulders?

Burden Now on Britaln,

“France cannot be expected to sus-
tain much heavier burdens than those
she now bears with a quiet courage
which has astonished and moved the
wrold. Italy i{s putting her strength into
the fight. There is only Britain left. Is
Britain prepared to flll up the gap
that will be created when Russia re-
Is she fully prepared

)

tires to the rear?

next few months in the west, without
forgetting the east? Upon the answer
will depend the liberties of Europe for
many generations.

“A SHREWD AND SAGACIOUS

“If we are not allowed to equip our
factories and workshops with adequate
labor to supply our armies, because we
¥t not transgress regulations ap-
plicable to normai conditions; if prac-
tices are maintained which restrict the
cutput of essential war materials; if the
nation hesitates when the need is clear
to take the necessary steps that call
forth its manhood to defend its honor
and existence; if vital decisions are
postponed until too late; if wa neglect
to make ready for all probable =ventual-
ities; if, in fact, we give ground for the
accusation that we are slouching into
disaster as if we were walking along the
ordinary paths of peace without an
enemy in sight, then I can see no hope,

“But if we sacrifice all we own and
we like for our native land, and if our
preparations are marked by grim re-
solution and prompt readiness in every
sphere, then success is assured.”

neutrality and range itself with
the central powers.

RELATIONS FRIENDLY
WITH THE TURKS.

LONDON, Sept. 12.—The Sofia cor-
respondent of Reuter’s Telegram Com- |
pany sends the following dispatch
under date of September 7:

“Premier Radoslavoff today received
a deputation from the Armenian col-
ony, which handed him a memorandum
describing the desperate situation of
Armenians in Turkey, and begging him
to intervene at Constantinople. The
deputation was supported by Bulgarian
deputies, belonging to various parties,
and by a number of Bulgarian jour-
nalists.
