The action of the Board of Aldermen on 
Monday night, in referring the petition of 
the Goorge Moorhead Manufacturing Com- 
pany—to have the taxes of 1877 remitted, 
and to grant them exemption from taxation 
for ten years—to the Finance Committee, 
with power, created considerable excite- 
ment amongst the merchants and manu­
facturers of the city yesterday, and the con- 
duct of the members who voted for givingthe 
Committee power to grant the request was 
canvassed and severely commented upon. 
The idea was deemed preposterous, and 
the citizens who were instrumental in fur- 
thering the matter dubbed as selfish, 
grasping and inconsiderate. When it be- 
came known that the Committee intend- 
ed taking the matter into consideration in 
the evening, a number of gentlemen, op. 
posed to the exemption, circulated a peti-
