AFTERNOON SESSION.
The convention re-assembled at 3:16. 

Farrell, of Texas, seconded the nomin­
ation of Harrison eulogizing in high 
terms his political and personal record. 
Gallinger, of New Hamshire, also spoke 
in favor of’ Harrison’s nomination. In 
the course of his speech he incidentially 
mentioned the name of J. G. Blaine. 
This evoked the most enthusiastic ap­
plause and cheering. Allison’s name was 
next placed in nomination by Congress­
man Hepburn and was seconded by 
Bosworth of Rhode Island. There was 
no further response to the roll call 
till Michigan was reached. Then there 
was great applause when the name of 
Russell Alger was presented by Hon. 
Robt. E. Fraser, who made a very elo­
quent and stirring speech in support of 
his nominee. Alger’s name was seconded 
by Chas. E. J. Noyes, of Massachusetts, 
in a short address. Referring to the 
democratic “bandanna,” Noyes said that 
“against the snuff tag of democracy the 
republicans presented the stars and stripes 
and inscribed protection for American 
industries.” Patrick Egan also spoke in 
support of Alger’s selection. New York 
state being called, Senator Hiscock made 
a decidedly forcible speech, nominating 
Chauneey M. Depew. He was frequently 
interrupted by cheering. He made a 
great point when he said that, although 
Depew was president of a railroad 
system, no wrecks strewed its path. 
At the conclusion of Hiscock’s speech 
the New York delegation mounted upon 
chairs and endeavored to start a furore, 
but the effort failed. Hartley, of Min­
nesota, seconded the nomination, and 
pledged a 60,000 republican majority in 
the state if Depew was nominated.

Ohio was next called, and immediately 
there was a scene of enthusiasm from all 
parts of the great hall. George Hastings, 
of Pennsylvania, who was to nominate 
Sherman, was compelled to wait till the 
audience exhausted itself 
most at the start he mentioned the name 
of Blaine, and the’ effect was electrical. 
Two-thirds of the delegates jumped on the 
seats, waving their pocket handkerchiefs, 
pocket flags end hats. The scene was 
repeated when he concluded his address.

Governor Foraker now took the plat­
form to second Sherman’s nomination. 
Simultaneously with his appearance a 
large floral tribute was carried to the 
platform.

Some Strange Coincidences.

Probably but few 
have ever heard of the old prophecy which 
runs as follows:

Dispatches have been received from St. 

Paul, Loando, which state that several 
deserters from Hfenry M. Stanley’s 
expedition who have ' arrived at 
the camp of Yumbunga, report that 
Stanley, after traversing the country 
of the upper Aruwimi, reached a rough, 
mountainous country, where he had con­
tinuous fights with the natives, 
sorters also state that Stanley was 
wounded by an arrow and that he has lost 
a large number of his men. Many of his 
people, they say, are ill, including the 
Europeans of the party. When the de­
serters left the expedition, Stanley 
encamped in the mountains and sur­
rounded by bands of hostile natives.
