This extending 
wooden portion was what caused the 
numerous contusions which were found 
on the murdered man’s head, close to 
the cut. The other weapon was a com­
bination of an axe and pick, such as is 
used by ice men. It had a long handle. 
Woodruff will not tell all the circum­
stances under which he managed to get 
so good a view of the weapons, but it is 
supposed he was in the cottage 
when the body was packed m 
the trunk and saw them lying on the 
floor. Woodruff also claims to know 
where the lather’s hatchet is hidden, and 
offers to take an officer to the place; but 
the officers, anxious to test his veracity, 
insist he shall first tell them where the 
place is, how the weapon was hidden, 
and by whom, and then they will take 
him to the spot thus indicated. Wood­
ruff also says that Dan Coughlin and

The Jesuit Incorporation 
Act and the Jesuits Estates Act passed 
the provincial legislature with very 
little opposition either inside or outside 
t lie legislature. We do not believe that 
a single meeting - was 
protest against either of them.
It was not until after they were 
told by their neighbors m Ontario that 
these acts are unjust to them and dan­
gerous to the whole Dominion, that they 
uttered a word of complaint or protest.
The conduct of the Quebec agitators 
reminds us of the suitor who wept bit­
terly while Curran, the great Irish law­
yer, was pleading his ease. On being 
asked why he was so moved^ just Aheu, 
as -he heli' before taken mattfik" vdfy 
coolly—A Oh,” he replied, still blubber­
ing, “I never knew before that I wu 
such an ill-used man. ” The speeches of 
the Ontario agitators and the articles in 
Ontario newspapers have had the same 
effect on some of the Quebec minority 
as the oratory" of Curran had on his 
client. But there are many of that mi­
nority who deprecate the agitation as 
being calculated to create ill-feeling be­
tween them and their neighbors of 
French extraction.

To none of the other provinces has 
the agitation extended. Their inhabit 
ants wisely conclude that it is not judi­
cious to intermeddle with the affairs of 
the province of Quebec. They would 
resent any interference in their domestic 
legislation by the inhabitants of any of 
the other prorinces, and they are pre­
pared to act towards Quebec as they 
would wish Quebec to act toward them.
There is no indication that any of the 
other provinces will join in the agita­
tion that is now going bn in Ontario.

Looking over the whole Dominion we 
believe that wise counsels will prevail, 
and that the great body of moderate, 
reflecting men will continue to act in 
such a way as will preserve the country 
from the many and gréât evils that will 
be sure to result from sectarian strife.
We know of no greater, evil that could 
befall Canada than to have its popula- 
tien divided on a so-called religious is­
sue, Protestant against Catholic. We 
know that the agitators say that they 
have no quarrel with Catholics, but it is 
folly to shut one’s eyes to the fact that 
if the issue is what the agitators are try­
ing so hard to make it, all the Catholics 
in every province of the Dominion will 
be on one side. The agitators are doing 
their work in such a way as to make it 
a point of honor withevery Roman ‘ ‘ath 
olic to stand by hie co-religionista. Ihe 
Dominion is peculiarly situated and if 
we are to prosper as a nation we must 
dwell together in unity. As the Mon­
treal Star says in a thoughtful and tru­
ly patriotic article;
