(To the Editor:—The recent announce­

ment in your columns of the approaching 
General Convention of the Protestant Epis­
copal Church in America, and its proposed 
action in the direction of overtures to the 
non-Episcopal bodies in that country, will 
doubtless awaken in many minds a hope 
that something may oeme of that action in 
the way of promoting a much desired unity 
among the Churches of Christ. It can hardly 
be forgotten, however, even by the moat 
sanguine, that one at least of the terms by 
which alone such unity can be reached, if 
of an extremely arduous character—I mean 
the acceptance oi the “Historic Episco­
pate.”

If I remember rightly, it was recom­
mended in the last assembly of Bishops held 
in England, known as the Lambeth Synod, 
that in the Dioceses abroad overtures 
should be made to the bodies in question 
with a view to their being received into the 
“ Church ” on the basis of the four pointe 
quoted in your columns. Whether the sug­
gestion has been seriously acted upon in 
any case I know not; but I certainly have 
not heard of any effective results, though 
several years have elapsed since the 
terms «were proposed. Perhaps this is 
not to be wondered at. I think there are 
few prelates but muet feel it a task of 
no common difficulty so to explain the fourth 
point—the only one of real moment—as not 
to 'offend, rather than conciliate, those 
whom they desire to win.

It is well understood that the term 
“Historic Episcopate,” is a euphemism for 
something behind of nmoh more serions im­
port. Still, as it is the term chosen by the 
bishops "to designate one of the conditions 
of peace, and as the bare mention of ite 
equivalent, so embittered by controversy, 
might give offence, I wifi confine myself to 
pointing ont what I conceive to be gener­
ally understood to be one nhdeniable conse­
quence of its acceptance; namely, an ad­
mission on the pait of non-episoopal bodies 
that their ministère possess no power to 
impart validity to the sacraments, and that 
they can by no means acquire snoh power 
except through re-ordination at the hands 
of “Historio” bishops.

It would follow, moreover, by logical 
sequence, however it might be softened in 
statement, that, as the saoraments, validly 
administered, are neoeaeary to salvation, 
there is, has been, and can be, no salvation 
for mankind through a ministry 
Episcopally ordained.
Baxters, the Spurgeons, and innumerable 
others, have been all laboring in vain, and 
been guilty moreover of virtual sacrilege. 
What prospect there may be Of a general 
acceptance of a condition involving a eon- 
cession of such tremendous magnitude, I 
do not undertake to say. Most persons, I

I may, however, observe in reference to 

how much is implied in this assumption 
that it has been proved in a small way in 
this city. The real objection to a synod, 

eighteen years ago, lay in the claim 
that it should be formed on this very basis, 
namely, that of the “Historic Episcopate,” 
though not then called bv that name. It 
waa then claimed on behalf of|the bishop— 
that is to say, any. bishop, for the question 
wae in no sense personal—that he should, 
by virtue of his office, have a veto on all 
measures proposed to the Synod, it being 
held that the members of that body were 
called together by him for counsel and not 
for free action. Hence the division in the 
church. A difficulty thus felt internally in 
a body nurtured in Episcopacy, must, it 
may be anppposed, be felt in muoh greater 
degree by bodies who hare rejected that 
form and yet have flourished.

With regard to the weight to be attached 
to the dicta of the Lambeth Synod, we 
may donbt whether they can be regarded in 
any more serious light than as a consensus 
of opinion on the part of the bishops 
present, the Synod itself befog de­
void of all semblance of reoogriza- 
ble authority over any branch, oi 
the church, least of all the Church of Eng­
land. Or, if any still consider them bind­
ing, it must be on the ground of some sup­
posed infallibility and indefeasible authority, 
above all law, inherent to the Episcopal of­
fice itself. It would then follow that the 
charge against extreme Anglicans that their 
assumptions have a Rome-ward tendency, 
would lie less in ritualistic practices than in 
claims hardly discernible, except in their 
narrower sphere of application, from those 
of Rome itself. And if this be eo, we can 
easily understand the action of men like 
Cardinal Newman and others, who, believ­
ing that there must be infallible authority 
somewhere, sought it in the substance rather 
than in the image, in the fountain. rather 
then in the stream.

The interest in the case of Dominico Tar­

aniello, charged with the murder of John 
Cavalero o< Northfield, grows with each 
succeeding step in the unravelling of the 
tangled skein of circumstances. Yesterday 
afternoon the coroner’s inqueat was held to 
Nanaimo upon the remains of the murdered 
man. Several witnesses were examined, 
and Taraniello himself wms placed in the 
witness box. He waa qloeely examined, but 
adhered cloeely to his original story, and 
stoutly maintained that he spent the night 
of the murder in the California Hotel in th 
oity. After the evidence had all been given 
the jnry retired, and aa the result of about 
ten minutes’ deliberation, brought in a ver­
dict “ that John Cavalero came by his death 
through stabbing, and that there ie not 
auffioient evidence to show who did it.”

It now remains to be seen whether the 
court will take the same view of the matter. 
From the evidence sow in hand, the officers 
seem to have small doubt of being able to 
fix the crime when the time comes.
