These eases will not be taken
at 4 saunitorinum as their recovery is
hopeless. Aeceording to the regulations
at present governing general hospitals
in this provinee, such cases as these
referred to are refused admission. It
is suggested that arrangements be made
by which those general hospitals in re-
ceipt of government grants should pro-
vide a ward for the reception of these
advanced cases. The danger of spread-
ing infection ean be, under: proper ar-
rangement and precaution, reduced to
2 minimum. Thus, instead of adding to
their own misery through constant re-
infection, these unfortunates could be
rendered. as comfortable as their condi-
tion will permit, and, at the same time,
and this is far more important, the gen-
eral public would be guarded from this
walkinz danger,

The report also deals with diptheria,
sanitary regulations with regard to can-
neries, and bubonic plague.
