patient manceuvring on the part of the bun-
ter to follow the trail of & mnose and outwir
him at bis own strategy, which s his ine
stinctive keeping of his trail nlwaye with the
wd blowing from the soures of possible

oger. In‘ the nuttivg season, bowever,
when the cows are lowing their lone cslls an
the bille, tha cunning old monerch of the
wilderness, while not abandoning bis natural
caution, permits bimeelf to be more easily
undone, The Micmeac Indiane of New Bruns-
wick are, bogond doubt, the most ekilfu! moose
callers oo the continent, just as the Indiane
and balf-breeds of Manitoba are the most in-
fallible moose trailers,

“I¢ is the babit of the female to seek open
spaces on the hills at sundown, and wive
voice to a mellow but far-sounding cry, This
is the signal to the male, and the call is not
often repeated before some sbambling bull js
beard crasbing through the buxh, bis long,
split hoofe rattling st every step on bis way
to the rendesvous, This peculisr ery, the
bunters bave learned to imitate with greater
or less exactness, and made it an agent for
luriog their game into ambush, Thne call is
made by means of a born rolled out of birch
bark, to mouth which perfectly requires long
and constant :uclio». The buntep, when an
adept at sounding the moose love-song, simply
bides bimeelf at s favorable spot in the wil-
derness, with his gun in readiness, and blows
the born. As he hears ihe bull approsobing,
generally pausiog in the brush at intervals to
listen for the csll and get his bearings, the
caller needs all bis nerve and an unfailing
lip. The csll must be tempered to the ap-

oach of the bull, and one fslse note is never
ost on that wary lover's true and cultivated
esr, No cow moose ever slurred a note or
sang too flat or too sberp (Jostiog ber amatory
invitation to ber mate on the crisp air of an
autumn evening, and thbe slightest veriation
either way io the sound will send the ex-
pectant brute flyiog like the wind sway from
the trescherous tryetiog place—disappoioted,
perbaps, but not 0 much so as the bhunter
whose fales lip Jost him bis coveted priza,

*The female moose rarely calls after derk,
the exceptional instanccs being on light
mooslight vights,  Oonsequently bunters
seldon try to lure o bull by calling sfter night
bas gome on, # 1f & bull can be induoced to
answer a moonlight call, bowever, the excite-
ment of the eport is incresred. There is
something decidedly weird and uncsony in
the sound of the startling call echoing among
the hills, their tops flooded in Jight dnd their
sides aod bases wrapped in impenetrable
shodow, and the snewering bellow of the
bull, as it comes out from thie very depths of
the shadow. As the buge animal oigproncbu
from the wildernees, and fipally emirges into
the moonlit open, the nerves, even of the ex-
periencel hunter, are struog at the seversst
tension, wkile to the novice the suspense e
simply sxcny, Nat Moore gave me my first
exp-riengo in moose calling on one frosty
Outeber night, the moon being that pight
one jwmense spbere of mellow brightnese,
and the contlicting play of light and sbadow
over tho preat wilderness was as of broad
golden floods of light assailing the rayged
boundaries of cimmerian gloom. At tve
second call from Nat's birch-bark horn an
answer was hgard in one diregtion, gnd at the
third from the opposite direction was wafted
the reply of anotbrr esger moose lover,

“Two of 'em!” onid Nat. * There'll be
soxe fun io this openiug when they meet.”

* The two hulls came an, approsphing with
strjdes that dopated tbeir atdour. T shook
like an aspep, and grew cold and faiot under
the strain on my nerves. At Jast one of the
bulle stopped. He was yet jn the ghadow of
the woods, byt not far from the opening. As
be stopped 8 loud and angry enort, that con-
trasted strangely with the low bellows be
bad uttered before, came from bis evidently
elovated nostrile. The moose on the other
side of the openjng stcpped slmost et the
inatant, and sent an angry and as loud a snort
from his part of the woods.

“¢Abal’ said Nst, beneath bis bresth,
* They've scented one another. There won's
be any need of my cslliog again. The'll scon
be togetber right in front of ue.’

 Aod so thuy were. At the same moment
the twp buge brutes rushed out of the dark-
owes into the moonlit opening.

Whben tho farmer begins to estimate
the value of sheap from tbe stund
points of meat, fertility and general
sdvantage to the furm, bo will npot
allow the market prico of wool to
determine whetber or not be will raise
them.

Farmers who have an insurance
apon farming tools and houshhold
furnitare, would do well to bave 8
schedyle made of the tools and srtisles
of furmiture, 8o that in cuse of fire,
there may be no dispute in making un
sdjostment of tho logs.

The improved mutton breeds of
sheep cannot be kept in the msnner
usys! with common sheep. They de-
mand good pasture, liberal feeding
sod attention, but they pay well for
tbe oare bestowed. There is always o
demand for superior mutton,

Because you have common atook ia
no reason for letling thom take caro
of themaelves any more than to con.
olude that becayse you bave secured
good blooded stogk that is all that is
necossary, and the stock will bo right
no matter how they are treated.

As old leather—boots, shoee, etc.—
contains ammonis compounds, gl-
tbough in a state of extramely slow
solubility, @ good disposition to be
made to them is to bury them at the
foot of fruit treos or grapo vines,
where they will farnish ¢ claw fer.
tilizer,

Well rotted sawdust should prove
of use on almost uny soil as it con-
tsins considerable potash, humus, oto.
Wellerotted chip or sawdust manare
is excellent to start unthrifiy forest or
shade trees to growing, and it would
doubtlesa prove of value in an orchard.
Hoavy manuring of young trees hus o
tendency to too much growth of wood
to the detriment of the formation of
frait,

The ¢o-operate creamery is induc-
ing farmers to get more out of their
farms than they havo been getting.
It makes larger and better hords of
cattle, it leads to the keeping of
much larger number of swine and to
the fattening of veal calves. It is &
promoter of both quantity and quality
of farm products. It enbles o furmer
to produce the produc's thqt gell for
cash and find & yeady warket,

A vow will lose milk when attended
by a strange or disagrecable person,
and one tbat is potted and troated
with gentleness will never exhibit the
common fractiougpess of kicking or
bolding up the milk. This is truo of
sll farm animals, who return kinduess
with affection gnd generosity, and
abundantly psy the consideration
shown them by tbeir owners. Every

y, especially every furmer's boy,
should early learn to troat all animuls
with kipdoess.

tell it until something happens. Or
he muy bave a weak buck. Give him
the whip and off he goes for & mile or
two, then all of » sudden be stops in
the road, After a rest he starts ngain
but ho soon stops for good,and nothing
but & derrick cun move him,

The weak points of a horso van bo
botter discovered while standing than
by moving. If he is sound be will
stand firmly and squarely on his limbs
without moving them, feet flatly upon
the ground, with legs plomp and
natarally poised ; or if the foot is lift-
od from the ground and tho weight
takon from ft, diseaso may be suspeot-
ed, or ot leust tenderness, which is a
precursor of disease, - If tbe horse
stands with his feet spread apart, or
straddles with his hind legs, there isa
weakness in the loins, and the kidneys
are disordered, H!lV{ palling bends
the knees. Bluish, milky osst oyes in
horses indioates moon-blindoess or
sometbing else. A bad-tempered one
keeps his ears thrown back; s kiok-
borso is spt to bavo scared legs; a
atumbling horse has blomished kneos.
When tbe skin is rough and harsh,
and doos not move essily to the toach
the horse is a heavy oater, and diges-
tion is bad, Never buy a horae whose
breathing organs aro at all impaired.
Place your oar at the hesrt, and if a
wheczing souod fs heard it is an indi-
ontion of trouble,

posen the ssme end cun be remched,
though in & slower way, by & much
lesn rudionl process. The introduction
und {udicionu use of a single male,
will in a few years revolutionize the
oharscter of the wtock on s farm,
When observing butchers neo an in.
telligont furmer buy s good bull or o
pure-bred mule pig, they conddently
count on him being prepsred, in due
sourse of time, to well them botter
hogs and botter beevee. It is only
necessnry to follow up a beginning
thus mude for » roasonmhle period 1o
enjoy nll the honefits be derived
from solling good stock for other than
breeding purposos, With gond mules
(o wtart with the c¢ourse s plain and
the end certnin. If it is designed to
¥o into the business of produoing
stook to soll for breeding purposes
this plan of course will not work, but
tho oost of working into good stock
for farm use is not great enongh to
Justify long waiting by anyono who
understands the use and valae of good
blood.

While the ground is covored with
snow and nature is seemingly at rest,
we should think about whut wo wish
to plant. It will be but a few months
beforo seed timo will be berg end all
that we can do now will be s0o much
gained, Unlesn one's soil and sur.

of stock. Xt seems poor policy to
trust to cne crop to furnish us with
all the cash and everything eolse for a
yeor. In wmost ocuses the farmer
should plan to grow sach oraps as ho
wishes to consume at home, and then
aim to grow for market what his flelds
aro bost adaptod to and what is most
likely to bring him tbe most profit.

The garden sbould be of ample sixe
#0 88 to raise an abundancy of vége-
tables for sammer use, and have a
good supply for winter, A surplus
can usually bo dispused of to
advantage; if there is no demand for
it tho calvos or other stook will make
good use of it. A load of carrots will
be just tho thiog for the colts and
horses, und o lot of beets are s great
bolp for the cows und sheep,

The albumen, oil and
saline aro just in the right proportion
tor sustaining animal life, If there-
fore, we ent to obtain strength, we
will find that two or three eggs pro.
perly cooked will afford more nourish-
ment than a pieco of meat of equal
market valuve. Whon we come to
compare the cost of producing. egge
and pork wo find it costs nearly twice
sy much to produce a pound of pork
os it does 8 pound of egys, and takin
into account the nutritive value o
ench and the compurative prives of
tbe two on un aversge, the pork is
threo timos as contly n food as eggs,
und cortuinly much less wholewome.

Depraved Taste of Cows.

Cawa often in winter develop a
strangely dopraved taste in piokin
over piles of horse manure for bay an
even straw soiled by the urine. They
will do this even when fed enough of
fresh material of the same kind, It fs
probably tho slightly saline tuste that
attracts the cow to tbis unnatural food,
[f salt does not cure her of it, add a
little bonemoal and ashes. It is un-
doubtedly mineral of some kind that
the cow is scoking. While beariog
young thore is & great demand from
the cow for bone food to properly form
the oalf. It is oblefly cows fed on
cornstalks that devolop this taste.
Clover bas lime and phosphate, and it
should always be & part of the winter
ration of cows that are to calve in the

spring.
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While a farmer ehould endeavor to
be as nocommoduting as possible, there
are some things he should absolatel
refuse to lend. The fires cost ot smull
tools, hoes, forks and tho like is such
o trifle that no farmer wortby the
namo will think of borrowing, In
tbe ymall uso for soythes that is re-
quired undor our present system of
tarming, fow farmers will core to keep
more than one or two. Yot every
form should have at least one, besides
a grub hook for cutting weeds. Thase
are tools that if once losnod ure apt
not to be retwrned, or if sent home it
will be in such condition thut they
will be of no further uss 10 nnybody,

English hop growers seem to be
baving aw burd u time us their Ameri-
can brethren. Lust yenr, owing to
tne low prices, Americun hop growers
grabbed bult their seresge, und muny
now intend to grub tbe remainder.
