THE LATE DEAN STANLEY.

The Princeof Wales and Minister Lowell Eulogize
the Eminent Divine.

Loxpox, Dec. 13, —At the Stanley me-
morial meeting to-day the Prince of Wales,
in proposing the resolutions to carry out
the project, sail Dean Stanley was not
only appreciated in Europe but in America,
where the dean received so much kindness
and hospitality. Minister Lowell eulogized
Dean Stanley, and expressed pleasure in
having the privilege of uniting in a tribute
to the memory of the great man, especially
because it seemed his presence there was
an augury of the day which he believed
would surely come when the character
and services of every eminent man of the
British race would be the common posses-
sion and inheritance of every branch of the
ancestral stem. He expressed a wish that
the memorial could have been international,
and hoped the American people would be
allowed to contribute.

LATEST CABLE CHAT.

Fishermen from Arran, in the north of
Ireland, report that a shock of earthquake
was felt yesterday, and thousands of ‘fish
were thrown upon the beach.

AAdditional bodies were discovered in the
Vienna theatre ruins yesterday in a good
state of preservation. Fifty persons report-
ed missing are among the survivers, but
these are counterbalanced by persons really
missing.

A Treaty of Commerce.

Paris, Dec. 13.—The chambers of com-
merce of Paris, Lyons, St. Etienne, Rheims,
Bordeaux, Macon, Colmar, Rochelle, Mont-
pelier, Grenoble, Angouleme, Bayounne,
Naney, Havre and Marseilles have pro-
nounced in favor of negotiations for the
Franco-American treaty of commerce.

| SPECULATING BANK CLERKS.
s S
How the Parsimony of the Banks is the Prime
) Oause of Bank Defalcations,

A World reportor was informed yester-
day by a prominent stock-broker in the
city that there exists among the bank
clerks in this city, and indeed throughout
the Dominion, a practice which leads to
heavy losses to the banks and too frequently
to the ruin of promising young men. The
facts as stated are as follows: Young men
enter the service of the banks at appren-
tices’ wages, and the permanence of their
situations depends largely on their keeping
up a ‘‘respectable” appearance—an ap-
pearance which it is impossible so maintain
out of their message-boy salaries. The con-
sequence is that these young men cast
about them for some means of increasing
their incomes. The World’s informant
says that almost all the bank clerks in the
city are in the habit of speculating in the
stacks of the respective banks in which they
are emplo ed, their knowledge of the affairs
of their banks enabling them to carry on
these :Hocuhtmu, ag they fancy, with

vantage and security. This gen-
tleman also states that the clerks use not
their own funds merely for this purpose but
money belonging to the banks, surrepti-
tiously obtained. As these speculations
are’ always carried on on margin, a few
hundred dollars will enable these amateur
lgocnlatom to operate to the tune of several
thousands. Our informant says that the
effect of these speculations has been to bull
many of the stocks far above their real
value, and that as a consequence the present
quotations of the stocks of several of the
banks are so inflated as to be quite unsafe
for legitimate dealers to deal in.
Further enquiry by the reporter discover-
ed the fact that the *gmarantee company,
which has an interest in the matter, Y)eing
security for the clerks, has been making
enqniry about these speculations, and that

the result of the company’s enquiries has
been the discovery that the speculations
above referred toare carried on to an alarm-
‘ing extent. ;
