Hew the Parsimony of the Banks Is the Prime 

Cause of Bank Defalcations.
A World reporter was informed yester­

day by a prominent stock-broker in the 
city that there exista among the bank 
clerks in this city, and indeed throughout 
the Dominion, a practice which leads to 
heavy losses to the banks and too frequently 
to the ruin of promising young men. The 
facts as stated are as follows : Young men 
enter the service of the banks at appren­
tices’ wages, and the permanence of their 
situations depends largely on their keeping 
up a “ respectable ” appearance—an ap­
pearance which it is impossible so maintain 
out of their message-boy salaries. The con­
sequence is that these young men cast 
about them for some means of increasing 
their incomes. The World’s informant 
says that almost all the bank clerks in the 
city are in the habit of speculating in the 
stocks of the respective banks in which they 
are employed, their knowledge of the affairs 
of their banks enabling them to carry on 
these speculations, as they fancy, with 
special advantage and security. This gen­
tleman also states that the clerks use not 
their own funds merely for this purpose bat 
money belonging to the banks, surrepti- 

ously obtained. As these speculations 
are always carried on on margin, a few 
hundred dollars will enable these amateur 
speculators to operate to the tune of several 
thousands. Our informant says that the 
effect of these speculations has been to bull 
many of the stocks far above their real 
vaine, and that as a consequence the present 
quotations of the stocks of several of the 
banks are so inflated as to be quite unsafe 
for legitimate dealers to deal in.

Further enquiry by the reporter discover­
ed the fact that the ^guarantee company, 
which has an interest in the matter, being 
security for the clerks, has been making 
enquiry about these speculations, and that 
the result of the company#* enquiries has 
been the discovery that the speculations 
above referred to are carried on to an alarm­
ing extent.

A GREAT LAND COMPANY.
The Land Corporation of Canada—An Immense 

Capital-Populating the Northwest

I.ONDON, Dec. 13.—To-day the prospectus 
of the new land company to promote the 
colonization of lands in the Northwest was 
issued. The title of the company hat been 
changed to “The Land Corporation of 
Canada.” The capital is fixed at £500,000, 
divided into fifty thousand shares of £10 
each. The directors are the- Dnke of Man­
chester, Robert G. Allen, Sir Rowland 
Blennerhasset, Messrs. Alexander, Frazer. 
Ellis, Gilman, Arthur Grenfell, Henry 
Maynard. There will be a Canadian local 
committee, consisting of Messrs. Bannatyne, 
Bain, Blanchard, and Sweeney, of Winni­
peg. The bankers in London are 
the Westminster bank, and in Canada the 
Bank oi Montreal. The corporation has 
the option of purchasing from the syndi­
cate one million acres of land along the 
main line of the Canada Pacific railway or 
its branches. They contemplate also pur­
chasing other lands from the Hudson hay 
company aqd the government of Cansda. 
They will divide the land into farms of 
from 100 acres each to 640 acres each. On 
each farm they will erect suitable buildings, 
and will let these farms to tenants. The 
terms will be very easy, with a view to in­
viting settlement. The tenants will be 
ottered the option of purchasing their farms 
on certain conditions. The project is re­
ceived generally with favor among business 
men in the city, and it is tnought the 
shares will be disposed of without diffi­
