MoxTREAL, Jnue 22, —Soon after the trustees
of the bondholders took possession of the
Southeastern Railway a suit was brought
against them by the Ontario Car Company ofy
London, to recover the value of certain cdrs
which bad previously been delivered to the
railway company.
