“JUST A CHSE OF PLAIN HOL”

Ald. Stewart’s Opinion of the Royal Cana-
dian Yacht Club's Proposal For An Ex-
tended Leasehold of Island Property.

“It is just a case of plain hog.” That
was how Ald. Stewart referred to the
proposition of the Royal Canadian Ync'ht
Club placed before the Property Commit-
“tee yesterday afternoon by President
Boswell and Secretary Harman.

.- The city has applied to the Goverument

for the patent of all the Island water
Jots; the Yacht Club leases from the
Government 81 acres of water lots; the
_elub also leases 10 acres of land from
the city, the lease of which runs out
in seven years.

The Royal Canadian Yacht Club pays
the city $50 a year for these 10 acres,
and it is naturally afraid that when the
Jease expires the city will raise the rent.
Now that the question of patent lots has
arisen the club is anxious to use it as a
means to the desired end, and commis-
sioned its president and secretary , to
wait upon the Property Committee.

In efiect this was ex-Mayor Boswell’s

ropesition : ILet the
feue for the 10 acres for 21 years at the
present rental—$50 per annum—and
return we will not oppose their efforts
to obtain from thc Government the pat-
ent for the water lots. .

The proposal created much surprise
among the committee. Ald. Hubbard was
the first to speak. He said: “This sug-
pestion that we renew the lease lor.zl
years at the same rental is something
that I did not expect, even from Mr.
Boswell. I know many people in Toroun-
to who would be willing to pay, 10 times
the rental.”

Ald Stewart referred to the proposal
in the words quoted above. He did not
think the committee had any right to
deal with the matter at all. If such a
thing were done for the R.C.Y.C, all the
Island leaseholders would be entitled to
the same treatment.

Secretary Harman said that the c]ub
was under the impression it was assist-
ing the city, which remark caused the
gpldermen to laugh.

President Boswell objected to the in-
sinuations of Ald. Stewart. “Itis only a
question,” said he, “whether we shall
oppose the action of the city in endea-
voring to obtain the lots.”

“You seek to coerce us with a threat,”
interrupted Ald. Stewart.
