We paid aunually to|
our admiring neighbors large sums of |
money for the furniture which adorned |
our drawipg rooms, and it really seem |
ed that we conld not sit comfortably
except in a Yankee chair, nor rest our |
limbs except on a Yankee lounge or |
sofa; home-made rake could nut‘
gather the hay upon our fields, nor|
could a domestic pitch fori lift the hay |
into the cart or upon the hay mow;
plows, except of American pattern and
meake, could not turn a furrow in ourl
soil as it ought to be, and ouar water|
ceased to quench thirst unless drawn
in u Yankee bucket. The final result
of all this madness was that we gained |
poverty whila they gained wealth. The |
repeal of the so called Reciprocity |
treaty has proved an unspeakable bless
sing to us; it has belped to teach us
gelf-reliance; to find employment for
our own people at home ; to save our
money to our own county and largely
to our own pockets, and above all to
seek markets equally or more profitable
in other parts of the world, and to
manufacture what we can for ourselves.
Betore the repeal of this unwise treaty
we had one manufactory in the county
—that for woollen cloth at Lequille—
and we believe only one; now we have
superadded a very respectable num-
ber, among which we may;mention, Ist,
a factory for canning fruits and vege.
tables; 2nd, three organ manufactories
—one at Annapolis, one at Bridgetown
and another at Melvern; 3rd. twoor
three furniture factories, two at Bridge
town and another at Annapolis; 4th,
a stove foundry and plow factory at
Bridgetown; 5th, a number of cheese
factories; 6th, a manufactory for re-
ducing amber sugar cane into syrup;
7th, a marble working establishment at
Bridgetown ; 8th, afactory for working
artilicial stone at Annapolis; 9th, a/
steawn tannery at Bridgetown; 10th, a
bucket, barrel and rake fuctory at
Round Hill; 11th, a barrel factory and
planing mill at Anpapolis, and some
others which we have not space to
enumerate.  All these factories afford
employment to our people and require
more or less importation of skilled
labor, and the value of their products
represents a large amount of money
added to the wealth of the country
and county, which previous to their ex-
istence was sent abroad to its great
detriment and impoverishment. Surely
it is cherefore our true policy to en-
courage manufactures among us,—a
policy without which it will be impos-
sible for us to be otherwise than poor
and dependen’,

In the matter of shipping, our pro«
gress has been very gratifying. In
1781 the shipping owned in this county
did not exceed three hundred tons: to~
day it exceeds four times as many
thousands, a very respectable increase.
In eduecation our advance has been en.
ormously great; before the arrival of
the Luya 1783, our record will
be sea in vain to tind a single
school-hiouse, i. e.. a house devoted to
school purposes exclusively ; but 1881
witnesses the existence in every school
section a respectable and comfortable
school house, and in our villages they
are not only large, but thoroughly
equipped with the necessary appara-
ta, and every child in the country is
furnished with the means of a sound
education.  The teachers have also
improved, both in educational qualifi-
cations, and in moral and social status,
and a healthful and necessary semi
annual inspeetion of our sehools has
heen established with excellent re-
sults to onr educational interests.
