New Advertisements— The Halifax Herald, with other papers, 
sent a special reporter down to Digby to 
investigate the causes that led to the 
seizure of the David J. Adams. The fol­
lowing are the particulars

About halt way along the gut—that 
wonderful gorge dividing the two moun­
tains on either end of the Annapolis basin 
is a little fishing settlement known as 
Victoria Beach. It is on the Granville 
eide, and, I believe, in Annapolis County. 
Several men live there who make it a busi­
ness of supplying bait. One of these is 
James Dennis Kills. He agreed to supply 
a Canadien fisherman named Orbin Sproule 
with bait at seventy-five cents a barrel. 
He got it ready, when on Wednesday last, 
tbe 66 loo Gloucester fisherman David J. 
Adams,Nathan Kenney maeter, sailed into 
the gut looking for bait. She had been 
out some time, was unable to obtain a 
supply of bait, had consequently caught 
next to nothing, and as her captain and 
crew were on shares, were willing, indeed, 
were compelled to run almost any risk 
In order to obtain this great necessity for 
prosecuting their business. Now, it Is 
alleged that a piece of canvas was nailed 
over her stern to hide her name and thus 
conceal her identity ; and among others 
who are said to have been witness of this, 
I am given the names of Malootn Mc­
Kinnon, E. C. Dodge, and a man named 
Riley. There are said to have been others. 
These men say they were standing on the 
wharf, quite close to the vessel, they 
watched carefully to see her name when 
she touched, but it was hidden by canvas. 
On the other hand tbe people on tbe 
schooner deny that her name was covered 
with anything, and explain that her name 
being painted on a eloping stern would be 
very difficult to make out unless tbe ob­
servers were quite close to her. But I 
am inclined to the opinion that the charge 
of obscuring the name will be fully sub­
stantiated, and that this will be made the 
first Indictment, 
on shore offered Ellis$1 26 a barrel for the 
bait be had agreed to furnish Sproule at 
seventy-five cents, and, of course got It—- 
Ellis apparently having no compunctions 
about carrying out hie bargain with 
Sproule, and being a practical believer in 
the principle of selling in the dearest mar­
ket. The David J. Adame next sailed up 
the basin three miles to Bear Island, a 
place where bait is always obtain­
able, and, it is believed helped her­
self to a supply there. Meanwhile, 
Sproule went to Ellis to get the bait 
he had ordered, and, was of course, right­
eously indignant to find that Ellis had 
sold it to a foreign fisherman, thus involv­
ing a direct and Immediate lose to him 
(Sproule) a Canadian. He promptly came 

to Digby and made a formal complaint 
to collector Viets. The collector wired 
the facts to Capt. Scott, at St. John, and 
that night the Lanedowne steamed across 
the Bay, as already explained In telegrams 
to the Herald, and greatly surprised the 
captain and crew of the David J, 
Adame on Friday morning by her presence 
Capt. Scott sent a boat on board to ask 
what she was doing there. The captain 
of the fisherman replied that be had “ run 
in to see his grandmother" “ who," he re­
marked, “ lives over there," pointing to* 
ward Bear River. The Lansdowne’s officer 
suggested that he should get outside tbe 
three mile limit with the least possible 
delay, which the American professed his 
willingness to do, at tbe same time vigor, 
ously denying that be had obtained any 
bait or other supplies in tbe basin. He 
hoisted sail, but a calm prevailed, he made 
little progress. Meanwhile, affidavits of 
the facts above given, were presented to 
Capt. Scott, and for such flagrant viola, 
tious of the customs laws, Dominion fish­
ery laws, and the treaty of 1818, he im­
mediately determined to

Ths Sbizdrb of tub Ambrican Fishing 
Sohoombr.— Tbe claim made by Senator 
Frye and by eXwGovernor Dingley, of 
Maine, and sustained, so far as appears, by 
the Secretary of State, that the right of 
the fishing vessels ol the United States to 
enter British ports for tbe purchase of bait 
rests upon the mutually recognised and 
general principle of commercial freedom, 
is In its essence a strong one. It Is a 
claim that will In due time undoubtedly 
be brought to the attention of the Govern 
ment oi Great Britain, and we do not be­
lieve there will be any serious difficulty In 
securing friendly attention to it. But in 
the meantime the case of tbe ‘ Adame ’ 
would not seem to be a very strong one on 
which to rest the presentation of the claim.

The United States have provided by 
statute that any vessel intending to touch 
at foreign ports and engage, however,mod 
estly, in foreign trade, that Is to say, in 
the purchase or sale ot goods in such 
ports, shall obtain a permit from the Unit­
ed States Collector of Customs at the port 
from which she sails, setting forth her in. 
tention. This permit tbe ‘ Adam ’ is be- 
lieved and generally conceded not to have 
held. Again It was stated in our de­
spatch of the 7th that the vessel, when in 
Canadian water, had « canvas fastened over 
the stern to prevent identification,’ thus 
indicating that her maeter was conscious 
of being in some way engaged in an im­
proper business. If we are going to make 
a test case of our rights under the * reci­
procal legislation ’ plea, let us at least se­
lect one In which the American vessel has 
complied with the regulations we have 
ourselves made as to the exercise of the 
privileges or rights we claim.—New York 
Time.

. |An Awful Hurricanb.— Madrid, May 13. 
—A terrible hurricane has just swept 
across the middle of Spain. In this city 
seventy persons were instantly killed and 
two hundred seriously injured. The wind 
struck the city with the suddenness of 
lightning. Trains, cars and cabs were 
overturned and broken into splinters.

Thb Stats of Tradb.—There has not 
been much change in the state of the 
wholesale trade since our last review. 
Business is dull and profits are not large 
on even the small business done but what 
is doing is on a sound basis and there la 
general confidence that the near future 
will see a period of great activity and con­
siderable prosperity. The total value of 
imports at Montreal for April was $1,982,- 
077 against $2,062,406 in April, 1886. 
Tbe total value of exports for April was 
$407,614 against $613,220 for April 1886. 
The opening of navigation has not yet had 
as great an effect upon business as was ex­
pected. The grain trade remains dull and 
also the flour trade. On ’Change there 
has been little business during tbe week 
and values bave been if anything lower.— 
Montreal Witneee, May 14<A.

—Considerable excitement was occasion­
ed in the neighborhood of commercial 
wharf, Boston, on Thursday week by the 
disappearance of one Frederic W. Wat. 
kins, who has been doing a large business 
in fish waste, representing himself as the 
agent of the New York fertilizing Co., 
with a capital of five million dollars. He 
bought largely, neglecting to pay until re­
cently, when he gave bogus checks freely, 
and then skipped the city No such com 
pnny as he claimed to represent exists. 
Bid fish poured in to his storehouse from 
all directions, requiring a force ot ten 
workmen to take care of it, and he is said 
to have made arrangements for a monopo­
ly of all the bad fish landed at this port,one 
Gloucester firm shipped him 650 barrels ot 
bad herring, 
money he got away with, but the amount 
is supposed to run up into tbe thousands, 
although he had only been engaged in the 
business since March 1st, one Gloucester 
victim alone losing $1,600.— Cape .Ann Ad- 
vertieer.

Quick Countbrfbiting.—Italian comters 
feiters heat the world in many specialties 
of their Industry. At one of tbe monthly 
drawings of the Savona lottery one of the 
numbers, sold in an undivided ticket, 
drew the capital prize of 480,000 livres. 
Tbe lucky holder was notified by register­
ed mail, and two days after tbe drawing, a 
man of the eavled name presented the 
ticket, together 
identification, 
claim, minus the usual small discount, 
and, after thanking all hands with the 
characteristic enthusiasm of fortune’s sad­
den favorites, tbe new Crœsns sauntered 
away and took the next train, unfortunate­
ly, for parts unknown, for, on the follow­
ing day, another man turned up with the 
genuine ticket, which only the closest 
scrutiny could distinguish from tbe coun­
terfeit. The execution of that master­
piece, together with the forgery of various 
documents and official signatures, must 
have been accomplished In something less 
than sixty hours.—Cincinnati Enquirer.

Thb Hombs’ Signals. -5» The Homes 
Marine Life Protective Association has 
published a pamphlet explaining the life 
saving equipment provided by them, the 
use of which they wish made compulsory 
upon Canadian vessels which carry passen­
gers. The apparatus as described consists 
of three forms of lights. The rescue 
signal is to be attached to a life buoy, and 
its particular advantage is that it begins 
to burn with great brilliancy as soon as it 
touches tbe water, and the more water it 
gets the brighter it barns. The distress 
signal is composed of a similar material, 
and cannot be extinguished by wind or 
water. It burns for three-quarters of an 
boar and is visible in ordinary clear wea­
ther. The collision light and boat launch­
ing flare gives an extremely powerful light 
for at least thirty minutes. It is claimed 
that these light* contain no dangerous sub­
stances, and that they do not lose their 
good qualities by keeping. They have 
been adopted by the British Board of Trade, 
and are used by all the great steamship 
companies.

Letters of warning were also shown which 
threatened to burn them oat. 8o many ot 
these stories were told that suspicion* of a 
• put up job ’ were engendered.

Neighboring trees absorb and 
live upon tbe deleterioue gases, and thus 
purify the sources of respiration and life.

2. Trees render school life more com­
fortable. Their foliage above and around 
the play-ground intercept the sun’* ray*

•and prevent the ground ffom being heated 
and parched, and from reflecting heat 
again Into the air. They prevent in the 
same way the roof from being heated. 
Moreover, the ground being shaded, it re­
tains moisture, and part* with it gradually 
and constantly to tbe atmosphere, thus 
rendering it more pleasant and healthful 
for breathing. For a similar reason a 
basin npon tbe stove or register is kept 
supplied with water during the winter 
mouth*.

3. Trees render the school-house and 
premises far more beautiful. There is as 
much difference between an old dead pine 
tree on a l>arren plain anfl the stately ever» 
green by the roadside, aa between the un­
sheltered school-house and one surrounded 
by well arranged trees, with embowered 
walks and shady retreat*. The one Is 
cold and uninviting ; the other has the 
touch and charm of nature. The one 
suggests silence and death ; the other 
suggests life, tbe home and song of birds, 
the swing and thé trapeze.

4. Trees render more and better school 
wotk pogsible-^ihe thfee prepeecjiqg 'reas­
ons suggest the fourth, Bodily health, 
means mental energy. Tué pupil who 
feels comfortable is not hindered by mental 
distraction. Beautiful surroundings re­
fine and elevate character and taste.

5. School grounds, made attractive by 
this means, render their memories of 
of school life pleasant and green. It i* 
infinitely better to revert in memory to 
school days passed amid grateful shades 
fragrant blossoms, bird's music, etc.', tbar 
to recall, with feeling akin to pain, the 
snn-parched grounds making school work 
wearisome and school days tiresome. Our 
lives are made up largely of memories ;
