—Is a man to regard his wife on tho 

business side as a partner or a salaried 
employe or a mendicant? For it must be 
one or the other. Perhaps she is regarded 
as a partner in the domestic firm, having 
the same right to draw her share of its 
profits as the other partner even if he keeps 
the books and has the money pass through 
his hands. It is a very common thing in 
firms for one partner to do the selling, or 
manufacturing or whatever it is, while the 
other acts as treasurer and cashier. But 
the latter does not for that reason claim any 
superiority over bis associate. He does not 
merely because the money passes through 
his hands, talk of “giving” his partner 
what he pays him ; he knows that the 
money belongs to his partner as much as to 
him. This is surely the way in which the 
marriage partnership ought to be viewed, 
on the business side. In the great major­
ity of cases the wife works as hard as the 
husband though in a different way. Her 
management of the household and'the chil­
dren, if properly done, is usually to be 
set against his work at his place of business ; 
it is equally essential to the marriage part­
nership, and though the money passes 
through his hands, she has really as much 
l ight to it as he. Of course, in cases where 
the wife has no children, and lives at a 
hotel or boarding-house and simply spends 
the husband’s money, while doing little in 
return, it is less of a grievance to talk of 
his “ giving” her money. Even then, per­
haps, they live in this way by his desire. 
There are such cases, no doubt, just as 
there are cases, at the other extreme, where 
the wife actually earns, or owns, the 
money, and the husband merely spends it. 
But neither of these is the mormal state of 
things ; the normal condition is for the 
wife to be as hard worked at home as is her 
husband abroad, and in this case it is fair to 
regard it as an equal partnership, in which 
both partners have a right to share the 
profits and there is no “giviug”about it.

Developing the Pulletr,

they need different feed and cake
FROM THE COCKERELS.

Those who are raising pullets for layers 
s «mid carefully distinguish between the 
f >od that is necessary for making cockerels 
fit for market and that which will deveV p 
the Dying pullets. A very large percent­
age of layers are both temporarily and per­
manently injured in ability to produce eggs 
by the improper course of feeding which 
many poultry keepers employ. We rarely 
see large quantities of corn or corn meal 
given to colts or calves to assist in bringing 
them to maturity. Oats, bran, and clover, 
arc considered, and wisely so, as best for 
this purpose. When food is given in excess 
t » a growing animal, not oply is the food 
wasted, but its digestive apparatus is 
weakened ; since, when an almost exclusive 
diet of corn is fed, the growing chick must 
e it excessive quantities of it to gut enough 
of the small percentage of muscle-forming 
material which it contains. Growing 
young fowls do not readily fatten, but as 
the pullets bccomosoniewhat matured there 
is a tendency to take on internal fat, which 
can l>e only a hindrance to egg production. 
Corn should be fed sparingly in the poultry 
yard, both in summer and winter.

The growing pullet should he fed solely 
with the view to development of her frame 
and egg producing organs, and.for this pur­
pose the same food that is best for laying 
hens is best for her ; since growth is re­
garded in both cases—in the one the growth 
of the egg, and in the other of bone and 

* tissue. The chicks uikF laying stock can 
thus be fed with the same ration, which 
will prove a matter of economy in lulxir. 
When the cockerels become troublesome to 
the pullets, they can be separated and fed 
separately upon the same food, or uj>on a 
diet composed more largely of corn meal if 
it is desired to fatten them.

There is noting better for growth and 
perfect development then milk, oatmeal, 
chopped clover, and bran. Every element 
required is contained in these, and in such 
proportions that the digestive organs will 
not be over-taxed by needless effort to se­
cure enough of what is needed. It is pre­
ferable to feed the milk in the form of sour 
curd, taking care, of course, that it is not 
kept too long after becoming sour. In this 
form it is highly relished by fowls, and 
seems to be assimilated with less liability 
to cause liowel trouble. It is best to grind 
the oats, as they can then he digested with 
less tax upon the bird.

Tho clover is best cut fine with a clover 
cutter, or by running it several times 
through an ordinary lmy cutter, then 
mixed with an equal bulk of oatmeal and 
bran. This should he thoroughly moistened 
with boiling water and allowed to stand 
during the day, or over night, if possible, 
as it will then be so softened as to be read­
ily digested. The clover may he cut and 
used in its green state, or cut when in blos­
som, and cured out of the sun for use in 
winter. It is one of the best foods for 
growth, but on account of its bulky char­
acter must be fed in connection with more 
concentrated foods of a similar nature.

In addition to those foods, au occasional 
ration of cooked vegetables of various kinds, 
will be beneficial. If confined in yards a 
little ground meat, or lean scrap- from the 
butcher’s shop boiled and mixed with their 
soft food, should be given them. — Ameri­
can A (jricvlturi xt.

3 10A “Four-day” Ship.

While tho Cunard Company is spending 
a fortune with a view to placing upon the 
Atlantic a steamship which shall excel the 
recent exploits of tho “ greyhounds,” a New 
England inventor is exhibiting in Brooklyn 
the plan of a new steamer which will, he 
thinks, make a four-day passage over the 
ocean to Europe. His sanguine opinion is 
shared by numerous naval officers and ex­
perts in shipbuilding who have heard his 
story. His vessel will be in .great favor 
with the squeamish, for it will neither roll 
nor toss ; and the ladies will be willing to 
forego some of the elegance of the Tour- 
aines and Majesties for the sake of voyaging 
in such a marvel.

The craft is to be furnished with six pro 
pellers, so arranged that they can be used 
iu pairs or all together. She will be inde­
pendent of steam steering gear, and can be 
handled even after she loses her rudder. 
Everything which offers resistance to the 
air will be eliminated on this ship as likely 
to retard speed ; aud consequently cabins, 
deck houses and such impediments will 
have no place in her construction. The 
hull is to be constructed so as to possess 
twice the strength of those of ordinary 
ocean steamships, and the shaft can never 
he sprung out of line. All these ad van 
tages, the inventor thinks, will soon result 
iu a complete revolution in ocean travel.

No Italians Wanted.

Since the lynchinga at New Orleans many 
Italians have returned to their native 
country from the United States, and in 
some localities their presence has caused a 
serious overstocking of the labor market. 
With a view to relieving this congestion, 
Premier Iludini some time ago sounded 
Lord Salisbury on the question whether 
Australia would he a suitable field for the 
settlement of Dalian emigrants. It was 
thought that possibly Australian local 
governments might offer some inducements 
for the immigration of Italians who could 
be proved to possess some means, 
of good character.

Beef Tea.

Mince a pound of fresh lean beef fine, and 
pour over it a quart of cold water. Let it 
stand for an hour, break up the meat, if it 
clots, ami set it where it will not reach the 
boil under another hour. Cook slowly after 
it begins to simmer around the edges, for 
two hours more ; take from the fire, salt to 
taste (pepper, if there is no danger from the 
use of the condiment), and set away to 
cool with the meat in it. When perfectly 
cool, take off all the fat, and strain liquor 
and meat, first, through a colander, press­
ing hard, then through a cheese-cloth with 
out squeezing. Now return to the fire, 
drop in the whites of a raw egg and the 
shell, and bring slowly to the final boil, 
stirring up from the bottom now and then 
to keep the egg from “catching.” Boil ten 
minutes after the simmer begins, aud 
strain without squeezing through double 
cheese-cloth.

Breeding for Beef.

Opinions differ as to whether it is best to 
wean the calves on the second «lay, or per 
mit ihem to suckle longer. Our own idea- 
is that it depends chiefly tip m circum- 
sranees : siioubt the cow’s bag In: caked or 
hartl, it will benefit it materially if the 
Calf is permitted to suck tne cow; ami again 
if the calf is wèakly, the same pvaciice may 
with advantage be followed. On the other 
hand, if the calf be strong and hearty, it is 
often letter to wean it at once. It w ill usual­
ly learn to drink more readily out of a pail 
than if permitted to suck its mother, and 
the row herself will more quickly forget 
her calf aud settle down quietly. In either 
case the calf should be given fresh milk from 
the cow three times a day for at least a 
week—a fortnight is better ; after which 
time the new milk may be gradually diluted 
with skim-milk warmed to blood heat, a 
handful of shorts mixed with a little flour 
being added to counteract the loss of the 
new milk until the new milk is entirely 
withheld. Skim-milk warmed, with a 
little shorts and flour and about a table­
spoonful of molasses, should then l*e con­
tinued three times a day for about three 
weeks, after which it need be only given 
morning and night until the calf is aliout 
seven months old. The management dur­
ing the ear$part of a calf’s life is a matter 
of great importance, as on it much depends 
as to whether it will prove a renumerative 
feeding animal. It is at the earlier stage 
of existence that the greatest gain can be 
made in the development of frame and gain 
of weight for the least money, and it is 
easily apparent, therefore, that the calf 
should be pushed along and k« pt thriving. 
It is not, as we said before, essential that 
it should be got into show trim, but it 
should be kept in better order than what 
is often so mis-described as “ growing con­
dition.” Gare should be taken that no 
overfeeding or underfeeding should take 
place, for either is apt to cause a check in 
the improvement of the animal, an occur­
ence which should lie cautiously avoided. 
As soon, then, as the calf begins to eat a 
little oat chop, a sprinkling of oil meal 
should Ixxgiven, just as much os it will 
lick up clean, and the ration increased as 
the calf grows older, with pulped roots or 
a little grass in season and all the hay it 
will cat. Between seven and eight months 
old, the calf, if born in the fall, can be 
turned out to grass ; and if kept as it 
should be, in good pasture, it will come in, 
in the fall in good order, which can be 
maintained through the winter on à ration 
of straw, hay, and roots, while a second 
season of good pasture will render it in good 
condition for fattening in the stable.

Crab-Apple Jelly.

To make the most exquisite jell)’, both 
in appearance and flavor, use genuine crab- 
apples. Wash and select those without 
flaw or blemish and cut them up, skin, 
cores and all. Put them in a preserving 
kettle, cover them with water, and set on 
the stove to boil.

When the fruit is perfectly done, strain 
out the juice through a jelly bag, and to 
every pint of juice add one pound of white 
sugar. Return to the kettle and boil it 
gently for half an hour ; take out a spoon­
ful and put it in a saucer in a cool place, 
and if ft jellies, remove the kettle from the 
fire. If not, continue to boil it until it jel­
lies. Be careful not to cook it too long, or 
the jelly will be too stiff. 

e Fill the glasses while it is warm, but do 
not seal up until perfectly cold. Before 
sealing up the glasses, put on the top of 
each a circle of paratine paper which just 
fits in the mouth of the glass, then fasten on 
the top securely, or paste thick paper over 
the glass. Jelly should be kept in a cool, 
perfectly dry place.
