The race from Scranton, Pa, to New Yok ity
was flown on the 22nd, and was w1l contested by
John Ven Opstal, who entered six birds ; Mr., Don-
ner, ten ; Mr, Mumpeton, eight, and Mr. Rothmaler,
one,

The birds were to have been started tle day
previous, but a storm forced s postpoucment. At
the time of starting, 8:10 a m., the wind was blow-
ing from the northeast, and the birds were oblined
to fly partly against it.

The distance from Scranton to Kew York is 14
miles by rail, and 106 in a direct line,

About 11:20 . m,, a flock of pigions was seen
circling about the East River bridge, where they
separated, six recrossing to New York and the
othiers continuing their flight to Williamsburg —
The New York birds, Mr Van Opstal’s.alizhted en
their coop at 11:22 a. m.; Mr. Donner's two min-
utes later ; two other stracglers came in at 11:70
and 11:45, the ninth at 11:77, and the other a teifle
later. The first of Mr. Mumpeton's bivds arviv- d
at 11:27, and the others a little later, sinedy and in
pairs. Another race from Towonda is cont: mpla-
ted, and it is hopr @ that sufficient int rest will e
awakened to make these pliasant competitions
