. An Act
TO PROVIDE FOR THE DISTRIBU-
TION AND SETTLEMENT OF IN-
DUSTRIOUS IMMIGRANTS.

{T'assed the 29th day of April, A. » 1563.)

Be ¢ enacted by the Governor, Council,
and Assemlly, as follows :

1. On the passage of this Act it shall
be lawful for the Goveror to appnint an
Immi, Agent, with a salary not to
axcced cight bundred dollars, who shall
have power and whose dutics shall be to
currespond with the Scerctary of the
Board of Land ard Emigration in London,
and with the agents appointed by that
Board, with theofficers of any associations,
or with public spirited persons desirous

. of promoting emigration for the Colonies ;
and to furnish from time to time such
information as may be useful, to cnable
them to scad out emigrants for whom ther
i3 likely to be suitable employment in this
Prosince.

To open a book in which persons wish-
ing to -cngage mechanics, laborers and
apprentices, cau enter their names and
addreases.

To correspond with County officers, and
keep a registry of the distribution of
immigrants sent into the integior.

To act as the guardian of orphan chil- |

dren, to bind them as apprentices, and to
Iwotect them in case of necessity.

To render accounts quasterly to the
Finsacial Secretary, and to make a. an-

mual report of his proceedings fou the
information of the Government and the
Legislature.

To act under such instructions as may
* jssued by the Governor in Council from
time to time.

2. The Governor in Council may
authorize the Immigrant Ageat to draw
from the Treasury such sums as may be
necessary to temporarily provide for and
distribute such Immigrants as may be sent
into this Province; but no part of the
modies so to be drawn shall be disbursed
on account of passages to or from this
country. .

3. Wherever there are tracts.of land
suitable for settlement it shall be Jawful
for the Commissioner of Crown Lands,
when so instructed by the Governor in
Council, to lay them off in onc hundred
acre lots, with conycnient roads running
through them, and to place them at the
disposal of the Immigrant Agent for ac-
tual settlement.

4. Whenever such lands are required,
cither by inhabitants of the Province or
by jndustrious Immigrants coming inte it
for actuul scttiement, surveys shall be
made, and the applicants put in posses.
sion and allowed a credit of three years
for the purchase money, which shall be
expended in opening such roads as may
be required for the formation and im-
provement of the scettlement, and upon
payment grants shall issae.

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-FISHERIES OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Our fisheries constitute & most impee-
tant branch of our natural and indusiuial
resources. Qur ceasts and rivers swarm
with fish; and we may venture to say
that, iu this respect, we are not surpassed
by any other country in the wo;ld—unless
Newfoundland be an exception, which we
are not quite rcady to admit. Our lire
of coast exceeds altogether nine hundred
miles, and is indented by numerous bays
aud natural harbours, affording every fa-
cility and advantage of safety to vesscls
and boats engaged in fishing. There is
no part all round our shores where fishing
may not be carried on profitably.

‘The most important of our sca fish are
Cod, Halibut, Haddock, Merring, Ale-
wives, and Mackerel. The first three are
found most "abundantly on the bazks
which lic off our coasts, but are taken in

no inconsiderable quantitics nearer shorc.
‘There is no part of the coast where her-
ring may not be taken inseason ; and the
alewife or gaspeccaw is taken in the
mouths of rivers and streams, in the
spring, in great quantitics,

‘The mackerel frequent the const from
the month of Junc until November in
great quantities., Those taken casly in
the scason are much inferior in condition
to thosc taken in the fall. “They are in-
spected and classified, according to qual-

1ity, as Nes. 1,2, and 3. No. 1, being

the best, is never got until the month of
Oetober.  Thesc fish congregate together
in large masses, or sciules as they aro
called by the fishermen; and arc some-
times of several miles in length and
breadth. Large takes or captures ar:
frequeatly made by nets called scines,
and 800 to 1000 barrcls are known to
have been taken at onc haul; but such
great luck rarely occurs.

To these fish we may add the Shad,
which i3 taken during the nionth of Au-
gust in Cumaberiand and Minas Basins. It
is a delicious fish and of dclicate flavor.

In addition we have only space to
name the Hake, Pollock, Sea Trous,
\Vhiting, and Tomt Cod. The fizst is
| abundant—pollock not so much so, nei-
! ther is whiting; butthe Tom cod is plen-
tiful during the winter months, aud sclls
at about 4. per dozen—mixed sives.

Oysters cxist in unlimited quentities
along the shores fram Cepe Brotun toXNew
Bruaswick ; and might furnish a source
of profitable employment 20 4 large num-
ber of persons.  Those of Tutnmagouche
are veputed to be of a particalarly tine
flavor.

Lobsters arc found i cnormous qtene-
titics cn cvery part of the coasty and are
throwa up by gales wn our northern coast
it such quantities that they sce ofen nsed
for manure.  They are generally sold for
a penny cach iz Halifux muket.

The Salmon is found in most of our
large rivers, and is also taken on the
ccast hefore it has cntcred them.  They
appear about the middle of May, and be-
| fore July are vemazkably fine.  THs price
i .
