I ALCHEE,
THE PLOWER OF THE HAREM.
! Eaxtract from’'a Leller wrillen by a French Officer
of rank, quartered at Constuntine.
Nov. 4r11, 1837,

I navx just returned from the ball—you will be
. surprised perhaps at tho word,— but we have moro
Jetes and balls ateConstanting  This city, so lately
the theatsc of despair and death, in a short space, as
though by the touch ot a wand, has hecomo a city of
plessure. Instoad of the deat.. pealing shot and the
¢ crieg of wortal agony, 1s heard the gay song of our
French: soldiery and the Arab’s tembour—tho very
breach where ro many brave men 1t now echoes with
nlinstrelsy—our light bearted fellows aru teachng the
swarthy descendaats of the descrt to dance and drink,
and it i3 my behef they hke the creed so well, that if
we havo but time, more eonverts will bs wmade by us
than by a whole army of martyrs, But touclung the
ball,

Yes, the ball—tho bull par excellcnce—such anaf-
fair, my doar friand, with uil your cxporience in such

ane . But mark me, I donot mean a ball in your
vulgar Londan or Patisian aceeptation of the torm —
nonc of your odious dvs « loy— chassez croisee—or
chaine-des dumes—no futigueing partners, or dusar
ranging onesolf by the waltz—no laborious gallepade
—no barhgg mazourka—np; we manago things
botter in Consgafltino—we smoke our pipes and sip
coffee,—and, seated besida our fair partners, or dark,
as they mnay bappen to be, wo make loe to them
without cougliing asthmatical’y from witenso exerciso,
or perspiring at every pote from the laborious exertion
of tho dance—whilst that horrar is enacted before us
by those who aro paid liberally for such display. Dut
this will-be revealed to you anca.

Bot
amongst the galaxy of beauty, and resily there werp
many beauties thore, I had only eyes forone. §f
beauty ever deserved a crosa, then ought sie to be
wistrers of the world. 1 hiave neverheheld any human
being so losely. She has completsly realised my
boyish dreams of castorn beuuty. I had in this onteg-
tamment o peculiar sdvaniage over my companions,
for I spoke the language, having been for two sears
a3 Constamtinoeple, and 1 addressed myself exclusively
to this beanty.
