HEALTH AND HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

——

In sleeping in a cold room establish a
habit of breaking through the nose, and
acver with the mouth open,

Afier taking cake from the ovan let it re-
main in the pan about five mioutes ; it will
then come out essily without breaking.

Sponging the face and h .nds with a weak
extract of pearyioyal will keep away mosqui-
taes, aud will allay the pain from their bites.

Spots and dirt may be removed from
paintings aud chromos by usinga cup of
warm water to which a few drops of ammeo-
nia have been acdded.

When hoarse speak as litile as possible
until the hoarseness is recovered from, else
the voice may be permanently lost, or diffi-
culties of the throat be produced.

Merely warm the b:ck by the fire and
never continue keeping the back exposed to
the heat after it has become comfortably
warm. To do otherwise is debilitating.

Cranberry Turpover,—Prepare either a
plain pie paste or 3 biscuit dough, Cut it
1nto large circles and put a spoonful of craan-
berry sauce in the middle of each, folding
one side over, and plaching the edges well
together, marking them into ridges with a
fork. Bake in a quick oven. For a slightly
smaller tart turyover, cut the paste into
squares, marking a small oblong crust.

Baked Apple Dumpling.—Make a crust
as for nice biscuits ; roll outin circles large
enocugh to enclose an apple ; pare and re-
move the cores ; then pinch the crust close-
ly over each one. Place them in a buttered
dish or pan, cover and bake slowly until the
apples are done. To be eaten with butter
and svgar, rubbed toa cream and flavored
with nutmeg or lemov, or with arich, hot
sauce.

Opyster Patties.—Stew large fresh oysters
with a few cloves, a little mace and nutmeg,
the yelk of an egg boiled hard and mashed
fine, a bit of butter, ard enough oyster
liquor to cover them. Let them boil a
minute, and set them away to cool. Then
make some rich puff paste, and bakeit in
«mall tin patty pan. When cool put them
on 2 platter, and lay two or three oysters in
cach shell of paste.

How to Get Warm.—When exposed to
severe cold, the following plan 1s a very
simple method of getting warm . Throw the
shoulders well back, and hold the head up;
irflate the langs slowly ; let the air enter
through the nose, When the lungs are fill-
cu, hold the breath for ten seconds or longer,
and then expel it quickly through the moutb.
Soon a feeling of warmth will be felt over the
entire body, extending even to the hands and
feet.

Art of Making Coffee.—To make a good
cup of coffee is a rare accomplishment.
Perhaps the old method is as good as any.
A small cup of roasted and ground coffee,
ove-third Mocha, and two thirds Java; a
small eggz, shell and all, broken into the pot
with the dry coffee, stir well with a spoos,
and then pour on three pints of boiling
water ; let it boil from five to ten minutes,
counting from the time it begins ta boil ; as
soon as it has boiled enough pourina cup-
ful of cold water, and turna little of the
coffee into a cup to see that the gozzle of the
pot isnot filled with grounds. Turn this
bacl, and let the coffee stand a few minutes
to settle, taking care thatit does not boil
again. The advantage of a boiled egg with
the cofiee is that the yelk gives a rich flavor
and a good color ; also the shells and the
white keep the grounds in order, settling
them to bottom of the pot. But the most
economical and the ecasiest way of making
coffee is by filtering. The Freanch coffee pot
should be used. It consists of two cylindri-
cal tin vessels, one fitting into the other, the
bottom of the upper one being a finer strain-
er. Another coarser strainer with a rod
coming from the ceotreis placed on this.
Then the coffee, which must te finely ground,
is poured op, aod the pot set where it wil)
keep bot and boil, until the water has gone
throngh. This will make a clear strong
coffee, with a rich smooth flavor. The ad-
vantage of the two strainers is that the one
coming next the fne strainer protects the
grounds from filling up the fine holes, and so
the cofiee 1s clear—a grand desideratum. -
Christian at Work.
