The latest sensation in the religious
cireles of the United States is the attack
of the Rev. Hexsy Wary BercHER upon
the Bible Seciety and the existing revision
of the Seriprures. The Plymouth pastor
iz often erratic through the excberance of
s rhetorieal gifts, but his orthodoxy o
casenitials has never been seriously ques-
tioned.

carefully, because we cannot believe that
the Plymauth pastor spoke unadvisedly,
and without being prepared to defend his
position. "It is our province simply to
allude-to these facts, as interesting cur-
rents of opinion, and we are not disposed,
even if we were competent, to enier the
arena. That the gccepted text of the Bible
needs revision will not he denied; ag is
patent from the fact that such a revision
has bren-in progress inEngland, uuder
the auspices of a joint ecelesiastical com-
mission, and has"already advanced- very
considerably. The. quality aud quantity
of the changes' is nat known, but sufficient
has been revealed: to justify the belief
that the emendations will be numergus,
while comparatively few will be so serious
as fo affect doctrinal interpretation. Fur-
thermaore, the Bible is so engrafted with
the mental and moral traditions ‘of mil-.
