ANOTHER LESSON FROM THE LAM
BETH CONFERENCE.

No. 40 of Earl Nelson's Home Reunion Notes in
Church Bells, :

Tho gathering of Anglo Saxon prelates never
claimad to be & Synod of the Church, nor did
they hold that because the English ruce were
settling everywhere, that English Christianity
could in any way be considered a dae fulfilment
of the term Catholic, 88 embracing all of every
kindred, and nation, and people of which the
“One Flock,’ of which Cbrist is.“the Chief
Shepherd,’ must be composed.. ‘

But what the Lambeth Conference did claim
for English Christianity was, that it was Cath-
olic in having & sound foundation in a united
holding of all Catholio truth as defined by th
Councils of the Undivided Church; and a great
lesson to be learnt from it is, that this unity
may be secured and manifested in & true spirit
of Christian love without putting the human
mind into swaddling bands, or enforcing strict
definitions of every phase of the truth.

These 145 Bishops who met together were all
free agents. They huad no fear of excommuni-
cation if they had refused to assent to the de-
orees of the Conference; and, coming from Ire-
land, the United States, the Colonies, the Epis-
copal Church of Scotland, as well as from our
Home Establishment, must have included men
of all schools of thought, and yet they rallied
heartily round the great Foundation Dooctrines
of Christianity. The graphic sccount given by
the Bishop of Rochester shows great freedom
of discussion, ablo speeches on difforent sides of

the many subjects considered, and oclose voting

on various occasions, but on vital points unan-
imity i’ 4nd4if ‘matters of comparatively minor
importance eagh -was found -strongly. holding
‘his: own: views, and gupporting’ them to the ut-
most.of his power, bt maintaining ail through
s trre spirit..of ~urotherly love one towards
another, and stilviog by an interchange of
thouzhts and argument to oconvince omne
ancther, or 1o improve their, own conception of
variovs phases.of truth or prectice by a calm
consideraiin of each oti:or’s views rather than
by seeking -to stereei -3 with party watch-
words their points of diffeFence. -

. The Conference may have made mistakes,
they may have said t0o much or too liitle; but
the gathering itself, and the vay in which they
have acted together, and tk2 common - sympa-
thy and love which: their intercourse has en-
gendered, is, as Dr. Dollinger has_pointed ont
to Dr, Liddon, a mighty fact, and must have in-
flaence on the whole of Christendom. 1t will
be well for all Christians to iearn. herefrom how
to differ in a spirit of Jove, and that. without
such 8. spirit of love there canbeno trus Chris-
tianity. .

The mags of Christians agree o app eal to the
‘Holy Scriptures end to thé ohief articles of the
fuith, deduced therefrom by the Catholic wit-
ness of the Uodivided Church. We hold as of
faith many things hard to be understood in all
their depth and fulness. Why, then. on the
one hand, must we be so eager to cramp all free
thought in working out faller reveslations of
Divine truth by hard aud fast dogmatio defiai-
tions such as condemned Galileo for teaching
the great truth that the world goes round the
sun ; or, on the other hand, by setting up our
own individual stand-points as the infallible
tests of'a living Christianity ?

It is too trae that our divergent practices,
when made the Shibboleths of party aed the
cause of bitter antagonism, or in the Chkurch it-
relf of Ritual prosecutions, become a scandal
disgrace to our cogmon  Christianity ; but to
bold different views of doactrine or practice in a
tentative way when feeling after fuller devel-
opment, i8 not necesssrily destructive of unity.
For instance, all English Priests are bound to-
allow a very Real Presence in the Holy Com-
munion, and to use the same form of words and
acts in its adminiatration, and there is no- de-
struction of unity in different appreviations of
the revealed mysteries if we strive to accept for
ourselves and otaers the rule of ‘according to
‘your faith be it unto youn,’ and if we resist the
temptation of the Evil One to turn tbe Saora-
ment of love into an occasion of anger and of
strife. In the present divided state of Christen-
dom it must not be forgotten that excessive
definitions, the direot result of divisions, bave
dono much to hinder a more perfeot grasp of
many a revealed truth, and the scandal of an
unloving spirit faslens rather upon those who
would magnify the evils of our divided state
instead of doing their best to lessen and remove
them,

The truest romedy for existing evils is the
suppression of all gelf-rightecusness and pride
of heart, which ever leads to persecution and
narrowness; and the oaltivation of unselfish-
ness aud humility, which ever leads to that true
Catholicity which is to be found in the Christian
aw of brother ly love, _
