Tue Bishop of North Carolina has removed
his residence from Chariotte to Raleigh.

Biswor Lawrence, of Massachusetts, speak-
ing at the Epiecopalian Club monthly dinner,
held in Boston on October 29th, reforred to the
great opportunity for missionary work presented
in the State of Massachusebts,

NEVER before has so much beon done Lo ren-
der the opening service of the Church Congress
annually held in the United States so impres-
sivo as on the present occacion. There will be
a chorus of 125 vested choristers, and the music
sclected is of the purest ecclesiastical type.

A handsome grunite obelisk iz about o be
orected at Lutterworth, Leicestershire, to the
memory of Jobn Wycliffe, ** the morning star
of the Reformation.” The cost will be about

£1,000, nearly three-fourths of which has been
subscribed. A number of relics of Wyecliffo are
still preserved at Lutterworth church, the
scene of Wyeliffe's labours,

Ox the last day of the Missionary Council in
Hartford prayers were offered in the Commu-
vion office for the Emperor of Russia and for
his family and people. A cablegram announc-
ing the fict was sent by Bishop Hale to his
friend, tho Archpriest Ranysheft, the principal
chaplain of the late Emperor, and Bishop Hale
received a cablegram in reply expressing
thanks,

Tux Bishop of Albany, speaking at the dedi-
eation of the new choir room in Trinity church,
Lansingburgh, N.Y., lately, suggested that doc-
trine is taught not solely or chiefly by preach-
ing, but by tho uso of the services of the Prayer
Book, and that, consequently, whatever con-
duced 1o the impressiveness ot those services,

Tne Bishop of Algoma announces that his
resignation, even in September 1805, is con-
ditional, If the Provincial Synod will then pro-
vide some assistance that will relicve the
Bishop of some part of his work and financial
worry, Dr, Sullivan is willing to continue at his
Dost Lo the last ; but otherwise he will feel it his
duty to his dincese, no less than to himself, to
make room for a younger and stronger man,—
Scottish Guardian.

O~ Tuesday, Oct. 30, the Rt. Rev. Dr. Ken-
nion, lately Bishop of Adelaide, was enthroned
18 Bishop of Bath and Wells (he is the forty-
ninth to hold that title) in the Cathedral

church at Wolls, England, in the presence of a
vast congregation of Church people and between
500 and 400 clergymen. Afterwards an aldress
of welcome was presented by the Mayor of the
city. The outh taken by him on Enthronment
reads: “You, the Right Roverend Father in
God . . .. shall promise, as you shull ansywor
the same to Almighty God, that you will in all
things observe the rights customs and liberlics
of the Cathedral cbureh of Wells, as a gond
pustor and spouse of the same, according to your
sacerdotal and Episcopal promise.”

Tne Synod of the Provineo of South Africa,
at ils recont session, declared that they “are
unanimous in their judgment that the right and
proper title of tlo Metropolitan of this Provinco
is Archbizhop ; but at the same tiwe strongly
desiring Lo emphusize the unity of this Province
with the Mother Church of Englund with other
Provinces of the Anglicun Communion, they
unanimously resolve that the formal adoption
and promulgation of the titlo be postponed until
the meeting of the next Lambeth Conference.”

TaE Sisters who wore compelled by circum-
stances to withdraw from the Kilburn Sister-
hood have now been constituted & new socicty
under the title of the ¢ Sisters of the Ascension.”
The Bishop of London, who has given thom his
hearty sympathy under the very painful cie-
cumstances in which they bave been placed.has
become the Visitor of the new society ; and the
Bishop of Marlborough, acting for him, ofli
ciated at tho mauguration services and the clee-
tion of & Superior, to which office Sister Ade-
laide was duly elected. Ot the sixteon sisters
who have withdruwn from Kilburn, it is under-
stood that twelve are working in the new xo-
ciety in the Diocese of London; the others are
engaged in similar work in other diocescs,

TrE controversy betweon Cardinal Viughon
and the English Church us to the validity of
Anglican orders has had a practical result of

some importance and value, There bas for
somelime been a strong feeling in Church
circles that the field of English Church his-
tory, at least in its controversial aspecly, has
beon too exclusively lett to Roman theologians,
and accordingly a new sociely is boing formed,
under the highost auspices, to disseminate in-
formation on this subject, and especially to deal
with Roman Cathoiic pumphlets and lectures
upon it, as oceasion arises. Amouyg hoth Ro-
mans and Churchmon this prosent controversy
has provoked much irritation; and the Arch.
bishop of Yorlk’s referenco to *“ an Itulian Car
dinal who calls himself Archbishop of West-
minster” is almost as keen as any of the keenest
prssages in the Ecclesiastical Titles controversy
in 1851,
