DubLiy, June 2B.—At a meeting of the Land
League to.day Sextou steted that £100,000
bad been subscribed, of which over £50.000
were oxponded. Nothing was received in the
past week from America, and very little for
several weeke previous. Inorderto defeat the
landlords the people must remember that
within a very short time the funds which re-
mained would be gensivly diminished, and it
wag, therefore, necessary to iccrease the con-
tributions.

He said he
had been engaged to write 25 articles for
American journals on “Ireland,” and in-
tended to go through the country but not
to make speeches.

ties, he hoped the day was not far distant
whaen they would wmeet in College Green as
an Irish Parliament, and Ireland would have
no master but the will of the majority of the
Irish people. The sentiment was received
with warm acclamations by thoss present.
The dinner was strictly private, none but
members of the Irish Parliamentary party
belog present.

An assault with the bayopet was rather a
serious thing to contemplate. Reduction
by famine promised: less unpleasantiness for
all parties. So, us we were intormed at
the time, 200 police drew a cordon round
the fortress, and sat down to intercept
supplies. But after the investment had
continued for s day or two, the besiegers
struck their tents and merched away to Lim-
etick, Of course they had received orders
to retreat, and merely obeyed their superiors.
Then the garrisen sallied forth, as report
goes, collected an abundance of all kinds of
supplies, repnired the weak points in their
defences, and quistly resigned themselves to
aventualities.

The matter gut noised abroad, and ques-
tions regarding it were prersed upon ministers
in Parliament. Mr. Forster was in Ireland,
and his colleagues could tell nething. Even
the Altorney-Goeneral for Ireland, questioned
as to whether the garricon of Quinlan's Castie
were not committing high treason, shrank frow
pledging himself to a definite upinion. The
alarm in legislative quarters was widespread
and paipable. Some of cur centemporiey
cairied away by their feelings, declared that
war had broken out in Muanster. Mr. Forster
wag happily equal to the occasion. From
Dublin Castle went forth the ukas that Quin-
lan’s Castle must be captured, whatever the
hazard, The wilitary eauthorities col-
lected & 1Drigade comsisting of 300
police and 400 of the Guards—a more
formidable force than defended the Majuba
Hill—to take the slubborn forfalice. Asan
additional precaution, a detaclkment of Ea-
gineors went, provided with dynamite
to blow tbe place up if necessary.
Ths host depleyed before it last Friduy
morning, an. the commandant of the
colnmn summoned the garrison to surrender.
He received no reply. He declared that he
would knock down the walls if thera were
any further hegitation about yielding.
Still no reply. The parish priest volun-
teered to deliver possession to the
officer, without any vivlence, and was ng
good as his word. An old woman who
has to use a crutch was the eolitary defender,
and she offered no resistance. Indeed, the
warriors discovered that the Castle was
nothing more than an old tumbling ruin, af-
ording neither shelter nor defence to a body of
men ; and we are assured the famous garrison
existed only inthe newspaper reports. What
tertile imaginations those spacial correspond-
ents have, to bs rure. Hore they bad bueen
trifling with us for a fo:tnight,and even with
the responsible administrators of Hor Majusty;
and the result of their mischief.making may
be summed up in a ludicrous comedy, a bill
of expenses, and a trifling addition to our
geographical knowledge.

0SS WINS THE REGATTA,
THE GHEAT ROWING MATCH DBETWEEN
CIRAMPIONS.

A bettsr day for the grand rvegatta than
vesterday could not have well happened fora
rowing match., There was little or no wind,
and the heat not sufficiently great to incom-

mode oither the conteatants or the spectators,
of whom it is estimated that over 20,000
lined the banks or crowded on board the nu-
merous ste-mers, The following is a list of
the names of the oarsmen and their colors :—

Edward Trickett, Australia color, scarlet ;
J. H. Riley, Saratogn, N. Y., white; Jacob
Gaudaur, Orilla, Ont,, black ; G. H. Hosmer,
Boston, pink; James Ton~Eyck, Peoksville,
N.Y, yellow; A. E. Schaeffer, Pittabucg,
blue; Wallace Ross, St. Johu, N.B, brown ;
Warren Smith, Halifax, N. 5, green ; Henry
McDonald, Ottawa, red. Edward Hanlsn,
champion oarsman of the world, acted as
referes. 'T'he prizes were $500 to first, $200
to second, $125 to third, and $175 to tourth ;
distance 4 miles, two miles and o turu. They
were arranged in the order given above.
Trickett, baving choice of position, chose
the inside place next to the grand stand.

About 5,30 the Propsller «John McDon-
ald,” with Hanlan, who acted as referee, on
board, steamed down the river to a point op-
posite the grund stand. At the same mo-
ment the oarsmen rowed out to their different
positions, Smith did not start, being at.
tacked with sudden sickness. A few min-
utes betore six the course was clear and evory-
thing ready for the start. The signal gun
was fired, and the whole flotilla of sculls shot
away well togerter at a good pace. Hosmer
took the water first. The steamer assigned
to the press was a poor boat for speed, thus
presenting the reporters getting a proper
view of the race. As it wag, McDonald and
Schaefler were seen to drop far behind, while
at the tnrning of tha buoy all the others
seemed to be well together. On the return
trip, In order tomvoid the current, all the
carsmen kept close to the COntario shors,
After the first half-mile of the home-
stretch had been rowed, it was observed
that a close struggle was going on be-
tween Ross and QGaudaar for first place.
Ross had managed to get ahead and kept in
front of Gaudanr, giving the latter all hia
« backwash” In this way the press boat was
passed, Hosmer being third, Ten Egck fourth,
Riley fifth, Trickett sixth, with McDonald
and Schasffer out of the race, On the bow
of Riley’s boat there had been placed a small
thin plece of wood, & sortof a ¢eail;” by
some menns thig «aail’ got broken, and a
portion of it was dragging in the water, which
mnuat have considerably impedel the beatls
progreas. On passing the press boat Rilay
exclaimed: ¥ Take that stick off my bow.”
The race was now practically over, the men
finishing in the same order in which they had
ragzed the press boat.

A foul was claimed by Gaudaur against
Rossyqggetting that the.latter had uutairly
prevenad him from passing, It was disal-
lowed, - : :

W0 THOUSAND PERSONS PRESENT

“ Qod Save Ireland”

Never gince the ovation which mmled tha
reception of Charles Stewart Parnell in Mou-
treal, or beforc that great event took place,
hag so grand an ovation boen witnessed in this
city as was tendered to Miss Fuony Parnell
lust evening, 'The enthusiasm which was
arpused 1o 60 great an extent was not due
wercly to the fact thet Ddiss Parnell was a
sister  of the heroic leader of ke
trish people, but on her own account
ag well,—uas nn expression of admiration
for her own great talents, and in recog-
nition of the pgreat services rhoe hos
wlready rendered to the Ivish cause und ihe
Irish natiocn. The Albert Hall was {illed to
its utmost capacity, the enthusiasm of the
audience kpew no bounds, and those who
composed it gave fnil expressionto their feel-
ings. It was abrilliant gathering, and thers
could be no doubt but that the sentiments
shared by all were admiration and respact for
AMiss Parnell, and love for the causs which
she represented.

The Irish National Dand was in attcndance
and played n number of national ajrs before
the proceedings commenced. At helf-past
eight o'clock the curtain rose, Prof. Wilson
ringing out 8t Patrick's Day” upon the
pianc. Oa the platform were seated Mr. J J.
Carrap, Q. C, L. L. D, C. J. Dokerty, B. C. I,
J. C. Fleming, Captain Kirwnn, 1'. Phillips
Thompson, Miss Annie Osborne Davis, Mrs.
Lane, Mrs, O'Neil, and other ladies, and the
Presidents of tho different Irish societies.
His Worship Mayor Beaudry ascended the
platform a few minutes later, and received
quite an ovation. He was cheered for several
minutes.

Miss Fanny ParsrLL occupied a scat under
a handsome canopy, which had been erected
by the ludies of the League for the oceasion,
It was constiucted of a rich green material,
and from it was suspended festoons of natural
and artificial Avwers and drapery of orange
and green iutertwined. Its design and deco-
rations spoke well for the tasto nnd ekill of
ladies who prepared it. Over tbe platform
were hung the green fing of Erin, the Stars
and Stripes, the French tricolor, and the Do-
roinion flagz. As roon ag Mies Parnell wue
discovered the nudicnce broke out into lend
cheers, and it was sometime tefore Mr. Pat-
rick Curroll, wno »s President of the Montre!
braoch of the Land Leagne occupivd the chair,
ciuld obtuin silence to deliver bis opening
remerks.

Mr. Patrick Carrorr, was greeted with
cheers, He erid he knew that all presuat
came wirh the good intention of rerving the
great cause of Treland., It was, in fact, the
cause of tha down-trodden in all parts of the
world, but Irslaud was in the vanguard in tho
gervice of humanity. They were happy and
grateful to bave the sister of the greuat
Irish tribune amongst them. (Cheers.)
He alluded in feeling terms to the patriotism
of the house of Parnell, and said that that
family had constituted itself the vanguard of
Irish liberty. Mr. Parnell’s efforts were now
nearly crowned with success, for the Land
Bill was before the House of Commons, and
wag forcing its way through its enemies step
by step and claunse by clanse. But even this
measure would not stop the good work from
going on. Parnell and his associates would
work uuceasingly until they saw Ireland a
free pation again, and until they saw the)
groen flag floating grandly over sea and land.
(Applause.)

The vocal portion of the programme was
then proceeded with, and the second part
wad commenced by Mr. J. J. Curran, Q.C,,
LL.D, who delivered the address of the
svening.

Mr. J. J. Curran, Q.C., LL, D, was also re-
ceived with lond cheers. After congratula-
ting those pretent upon the magniticence of
the demonstration he sald that he felt they
ware all more or less disappointed that at
such a stage of the proceedings they should
be condemuned to listen to him instead of to
the silver utterances and patriotic accents of
the heroic lady who was present. (Wild en-
thusiasm at the reference to Miss Yarnell.)
Not long since they had been called upon to
do honor to the great Parmell, who was the
emxbodiment of the virtues of patriotiem aud
heroiam. His greatqualitiesfitted him to be
the leader of a great nation, for, since thedays
ot O'Connell (cheers} no man knew &o
well how to gather the peop!e sround him in
a gront natlonal struggle, The Irish people
of Montreal had but a sbort time before
gathered around their chief to do him honor,
and now they were assembled to give a cead
mille failths to his talented and patriotic sls-
ter, whom he knew wasg thrice welcome among
them. (Loud and prolonged cheering, and
waving of handkerchiefs, some of the sudi-
euce rising to their feet.) Thoy had heard
tho story of Ireland's wrougs a thousand times
over, but he knew the Irish heart, and like
the devotee who in repeating the Ave Haria
ovar and over again knew that each time he
was laying o fresh garland at the teet of the
heavenly queen, so did. the Irish hesrt give a
frash throb at every reference to Iruland’s
nationality. They all had watched with
great anxiety the progress of the great move-
ment in which ths Irish people were now
enguged, aud thefr confidence had been in-
creaged, if porsible, n the future triumphant

into indiscretion, and who spurned the in-
sults of his enemivs. He gave a glorious ex-
ample to the Irish pecple how to stand by
principle ond country, and they ssw him
gathering  around him every mau
who loved liberty and the people.
With such a glorious cause as that of the
Irish natiou there must naturally be n glori-
ous triumph 1n the early future. (Cheers)
Ia speaking of this question oloquonce was
rot requifed, but tho overflowing of a
beirt in the right place was suflicient to
touch o chord in every Lcish heart, (4Ap-
plause.) Step by stepthey bad seen tho cause
gaining ground, nlthough sowo had been
timid and anxious ag to the resuit, bul they
had only to read Mr. Sullivan’s New Ireland,
and they would learn of 2 united coustry,
whera thera was zow no Nerth and Soutb,
hut where Protestant and Csthollc were goiny
hand 2wl haud. In that fact they could
see the glorfous  frivwph of the
future. The great queslion of land reform
bad aronsed the whole nation, and noder the
leadorship of the heroic Parngll, who had
sacriticed eago, healthand fortune in the ror-
vico of his follow-conntrymen, they would
succeed. The ncarnsss of their trinmph was
evinced Dy the fact thateven thnt haughty
aristocracy of Great Britain and Ireland were
taking crumbs of comfort from tbe lying
deaprtchies which stated that the Popo was
going to raise bis voice ngainst the Irish
Land League, agd the movement carcied on
by it. They had hoped to provoke the Iri:l
into open robollion, but the people refused to
a step beyond tha line that their
loaders had marked out for them. ‘The
gpeitker alluded to the sarrifices mada by Mirs
Parnell on behalf of hor suftoringe country, und
felt nrsurerd that the hearts of his audience
were with hber kenrt. Ho conclided by as-
serting that the day of Ireland’s delivernuce
was close at hand, and by again cougratulat-
ioy those present upon the hearty welcome
tondered to Miss Fanny Parnell. (Eathu-
siastic epplause )

Mr. Cauroun then introduced Mr, 1. D.
Thompson of the Toronto brauch of the Land
Leagus.

Mr. Tuomrson was received with loud
cheers upon rising.  Hoe thankod the andi-
ence for its wolcome, and snid he was giad to
be present to cuntribute to the reception of a
indy who was as well known on her own nc-
count ag on that of her distinpuisbed brother.
Ha referred at length to Bliss Purnell's virtues
and talents. Fle did not think that the move-
ment for lanc reform was a national question,
but asserted that it was one which affucted
the mazges ali over the world. He compared
it to the ami-Slavery -movemsnt, and ex-
presed his confidgnes that now, as then, vie.
tory would i oMt 46 right. A muan’s title
deed to lard shovld come from Ged, and
otherwiza he wonld not bellsve that nny
man had the right to exclirive ownership of
Iarge tencts of land which cther hands were
waiting to il and other mouths wwiting ta
weed, He was glad to annonnce that a now
branch of th+ Liesgue had besn started in
Torontn, and » ladies” branch was roon to be
formed. (Cheers). Hotolda humorous story
about o man who paid 35 to Le allowed to
ring the bull on a Misris=ippi steambloat ax
long as ko liked, and  who  Jiept
on ringing until he was paid a4 very high cum
to stop.

Address presented by the Montreal Branch of the
Irish National 1 and League to Miss Fanny
PARNELL, July 4th, 1881,

Maoam,—The Irish people of Montreal,
spenking not for themselves unlone, but for
the Irish men and women of the Dominioo,
bid you moat heartily welcome to Canads.
Ere you came among a8, your nnme was denr
to us. It had found in our Irish hearts an
abidiog place side by side with that of your
distinguighed brother, our trusted leader.
Had you mo other claim upon us than that
you bear his name and are his sister, we
would sevk no farther reason for laying our
devotion at your feet. To all men and
women through whose veins the Celtic blood
flowe, whose hearts throb with the Celtic en-
thugiasm, whose souls are uflame with the
Celtic lave of fatheriand and the Celtic hate
of the foes of fatherland, the name you bear
i{s passport sufficient to admit yoa to their
affections, the magical ¢ open sesame” before
which all barriers fall, all portals fly open.

But you heve not been content, as
others might hrve beem, that your claims
upon your country and your country’s peopie
should be those only which every one bear-
ing your name, claiming kinahip with Oharles
Stewart Parnsil, kas upon thew, You have
wished yourself to take part, to do your
share in the struggle that is to.day engaged
between Ireland, strong only in that she is
right, and her oppressors, weak only in that
they are wrong,and that the day has gone by
when wrong, how powerfully soever support-
ed, can loog battle successfully against
right. Gulded by your dmuntless mother,
gside by side with' your devoted sister, aur-
ronnded by those other intrepld wo-
men, who, seelng the good they could do,

g
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the position they occupy would lead us to ex-
pect greater wisdom, shozld anathemutize,
you too have stepped into the arena. Strong
in yeur faith in Erin'’s honor, strong in your
hope ot & battor futurs for the O!d Land,
strong, nbove &ll, in your conviction that be-
fore you thers lay n womaun'as work, yot bave
faken your place with the modesty of « lady
and t{hoe unsvlfishmess of a patriot inthe rauks
of *your country’s triceds bLanded in holy
league sgainst her foes.  When famine came
upon the old laud—Ubut no, not upon the
land, for there thers wag plenty, but when the
neople of our country were threatoned with
that artifi~inl but terribly rval famine, whiclh
tho most ingepious pieco of mechanism
uver framed {o spresd univelsa! want in the
midst of supembuadant nlenty, the Irish Land
system, periodically brings asbout,—whon the
Irish peoplo starved that the Irish peors
might have their rents,—when dosolation had
sottled down upon tho land, and Molher
Erin wept snd would not be comforted, be-
cande her children laclked the food thal hnd
zono to emrich the stranger; in s word, in
thoso sad days we all remmember, when Ire-
land'’s first cry forroliet went forth to a
world that had been lulled info spathstic in-
difference by the assutances of u hostile pross,
that therv was no fawive, among the fir-t
voices raised to give tho warning note, among
the first hands extended to  aid, tho first
purses that generously opencd to pour forth
the means of relief, wore yours.,

And when that first groat duty was done,
when, thunks to your ctlorts, thanks to tho co.
operation of your countrymoen and wamen
throughout the world, and thanks, toe, fo the
penerous rympnthy of tho stranzer, who once
apnin, Tet us hope for the last time, heard onr
¢ lataent on his plaing,” tha gaunt wolf of
hunger had been driven from the door of the
Irish peasant’s cabin, and tho dire d.stress of
the moment averted, did von thenjfeel that
your lators wers over? ‘I'bo work of mercy
hnd been nccomplished ; there ramained to
do the wo'k of justice, toright the wroopr
thut  ade  Ireland o supplinnt  for
the cowmpnaston, the almy of the world,
Did you then retire, leaving that work to
be done by others, claiming no share in the
toil, the anxisty, mayhap ovoen the perils of
tho strigple? No; as a true wornan you had
come to the aid of your distressed country-
mon in their hour of need, in their hourof
physical rufiering, of lack of the absolutn
necessarivs of life,  So when they contered
upon the rtruegle for their righta, determined
to conquer, to mako justice triumpb where
injustica had long held usdicputed sway,
yon were ready then, too, to stand by ther
&ide, to aid, enmfort, and strengthen them {n
the battle.  You felt that il, as a woman,
vou had doune the work ol mercy, a8 6n Irish-
wotnan you had a sbare to tuke in the work
of justice, and you took your placo in the
van of the Ladizs’ Land League, that orzani-
zalion that has doue fo much and fuch good
work for the cause of roland,

And so waiching witly carnert inférest the
stenugele of our fetherland, foilowing it in its
every phase with pulpitating heartr, noting
tha efforte of her fricudg, the connter eflforts of
her encinies, wo huve not fuiled to see the part
that you have taken. What that pait has
been ; what work you hinve dous, it is not our
purposs  to  particularize.  Wo wonld not
offtund yvour madesty by whal might souud
like public adulation, and should wa adhboro
over ro strictly to tho toith, we know that the
recital might boetaken for flattory.  But as we
have seeon what you have donn and are doing,
we have learncd to luok upon you as
one whoss lifo iz devoted to that great
waork im which it 18 our eurnest derire to take
n part, our prondest boast that we have not
becn absolutely idlle.  We havo come o #ea
in vou a lady who, not stopping to ask
whetber the world would approve or net,
but seeing before her the path that her lnve
of country pointed out, and sezing ton that
she might rafely enter upon it, surrounded
by & people who in respect for tris womnn-
Lol yield to none other, has walkod there-
in with firm, untiring step. We hnave
watched your advance in the courso that duty
marked out, and as you wore from the begin-
niog secure of our sympathy for your
hrothuer’a aake, your own conduct bas won st
for you in your own right. In you we welcome
to.-day not meroly the slster of the great
lender, but ths noble woman who bns done so
much to aid the movement her brother guides.
And thus have our hearts gone forth to mect
yon with a double welcomv ; for this
are we doubly proud 1o have you in our midst
this evening. We sald in opening that asthe
gister of Charles Stewart Parnell you were
entitled to an enthusiastic reception at our
hands.
