walk in procegsion ; witcess also tustified to
the damaging effect proquced In the public
mind by the article; wag prosent at thu cele-
bration in the evenlng, nud heard same hoot-
ing and also spplause.

Cruss examined by Mr. C.J. Dousrty :—
Did vot know the doctrines of the Fenian
orgeuization, but understood it to be illegsl ;
from the genvrsl understanding at the time
the otj:ct of the Fenisu organization was o
male « raid on Canada ; was awaro Lhat toeo
Feunlan orgauization existed many years bo-
fore a raid wna couicmmplated ; was also aware
that soms of the brasches of the Fenisn
organization did not approve of the invasion
of Capada necegsarlly ; & man might be n
Fouisn and not approve of the invaslon,

A dlscussion bere onsusd on tho pener:l
acceptancs of the term Fenian, which ro-
aulted in His Hocor putting the following
question to the witnees,

« What was the accopiation of calling a msn
a Fonian on tha 15th March last??

Witness—4 I would understand it one who
wag aopposed to the Goverpment of lHer
Majesty the Queen, aud wa3 smepabls {o the
lyw."”

Q. 5o that when the urticle says he bo-
troyed persons whom he had made amonable
to the law, it means porsons whom he iu-
duced to becoma members of an organization
which was subversive of the law. A, Yus.

Sir  Fraucis Hiacks depoBed  that
he WHR onco @ Privy Couacil-
Jor, nnd was a long iime iIn pab.
lic life; was chief editor of two journuis in
thfs conalry, and had coatributed extensively
to tha DBritich press ; kpow T'Hg PosT news-
papuer ; did not read the article, but heard it
read ; understood the mesulog of the word
Fgpian to bo a member of thoe [Fenian

orgamization ; wioether it would by com-
sidered 8o compliment to  cuall & man
a trepisn  deperded on  his  poli-
tical views; he uaderstood s Fuenian was
disioyal to the Quoen, and that the
Fenian  organization  was  an  illegal
society ; did not  Ekoow what a

political bummer was; counidered the {en-
dency of the articlo weunld oo toinjure hlr. Me-
Nanmee in the eyes of bis fellow citizens ; con-
sidered the terms ¢ informer, crimp, bounty
broker,” etc., wero cisparsging; witness
coneidered that there was ro doubt that
thiers were illegal socleties in Ireland, who {f
informed upon by ore of thsir members,
would be apt to tako that mmember's life.

His Hoxor in dienllowing the prosecation
to pot a pumber of illegal questions, sald
thet of courde any illegal organization ubject-
ed to beipg informed op, but tket would not
prove that to call a man a Informer would bo
libsilous, If he (the Court) knew of the
doings of any treasonable organizatlos he
would take immediate mesnsures to iniorm
the euthorlties, and if any one wero to call
him an informer, he would szy, % Yes, [ am an
« informer ; I would Inform of every treason
¢ or folony coming to my knowledge, aed, if
“ necessary, I would do it secretly.”

Heoury L. O'Neil deposed he was an em-
ployes of Tue Posr Printing and Publiehing
Jompany on the 15th March; estimatod that
between nigne and ten thoutand papers were
circulated on that day; ap extra edition was
also etruck off.

Francin B. McNamvoe testified thut ho was
ths privata prosecutor; that he knew the de-
ferdant, J. P. Whelan, Witness wroto the
letters appeusring in THE PosT of 15th March,
as addressed by him to Rev. Futher Dowd
and to Mr. Whelan, and the lettere appearing
in the somo igsue of TEE Posr, as signed by
Mr. Whelan, were letters written by Mc,
Whelan. There wns one letter addresied by
witness to Father Dowd that dld not appear
in Tge Post. The charges madoe egeainst him-
gelf in the article In Toe PosT were each and
every une of them falee.

Q. (by Mr. Macmaster) —At the tima that
this article appesrod did it affect you? Did
you feel it? A, I ghonld say su, I don’t
think apy man cn the top of the earth ever
stood ia & moro terrible posttinn tann 1 have
ever eince. I have often felt thet I wouald
rather be dead thun live, and I weuld to-day
rathor be dead thsn feel that one lots of thess
charges were true.

Q Have you beet spoken to muchaboutit ?
A. Yes:; everywhere, both in Canada nnd the
United States. 1 bave been all over the
country sod in the Bistes, and people bave
pointed the finger of ecorn at me, and I did
not know but my life would betaken. 1
have been carrylng my lite in my hand. If
there was n particle of truth in tuat article I
wonld not want to live four and twenty
hours. :

Q. How do vou mean by carrying your lifa
in vour haud? A. An informer i8 60 odious
In the eyes of my countrymen.

Couar—That is ot no importance in this
case, A man's lifa % olten In danger tor
doing right, ‘

Q. Thig charge of induclog peopie to joln
an 1llegal assoolation and then selling tunem
to the Canadian Government, ig that false?
A~ “Yes, perfectly false. . :

Q. ‘And this charge sbout indacing peopls
to go into the Amsrican army, of belng a
crimp and Nounty broker? A. That 18 per.
featly false. I-am-prepared togive an expla-
nation about that if the Court-allows me,"

Mr. MacyasTsr 8aid he would have plenty
of opportonity later on.

Witness coptinulog—Detendant wasa very
strong opponent in the Soclety election, in
et went ag fat as to use violence.

Cross oxamined by Mr Egnr: Kuew late Mr
John O'Mahoney of New York; he was the
Head Contre of the Fenisn Organization as
far 28 public matoriety went; first mode his
acquaintencs ia the fall of 1862 in No. 6
Caatro street Now York; the acquaintance
wns brought about by witness having gone on
o pleasuro telp tbromgh tho United Stutes
ho belonged to the S, Patrick’s Seclety, and
#3 that sociesy had  invited Johm
O'Maheoney to lecture tu taem, and, ns he
wes leaving for New York, Mr. McKenna,
tben tie Prosident, asked bhim to call on him,
and neked him why Ledld not comse heroand
lectore, in fnct why be did not snawer the in-
vitation ; and Mr. McKenna having obtained
him (witness) » copy of the Soclety’s resolu-
tion wud given him o loticr of introduction,
he (wituess) called on O'Mahoney.

Q. Was Alr O'Mabliousy looked upon as the
recoguized Heoad Centro uf the Fenlan or-
pacization? A, Thure wisd no such thing as
Feninnism, in my opluion. “Ihers was no
talk about Fentanism Lhen, 1 think it wes
the Pha:pix Bosivty at toat time.

Q. Way that the predecessor of Fenian-
fsm? A. 1think it was, RL3 |
Q. Aud was O'alnhoney the bhead of that at
that liae? A, Tuat 1 ¢ecnot say, but be
was Jooked upon us ore of the nost promi-
nent Liishmen In Now Yotk ; but as to Hesd
Cenire, I don't think Fouiavizm was talkad
about thon,

Q. Did not Fuuianigm exlet in 18627 A.
Not to my knowledpe; not that I can eay
positively. I remember talking with O’Ma-
honey, but I think, ns far aa I recolisct; it
was the Phweaix Soclety; bufthe conversa-
tion wos very short between us. My object
wae o gecars him for a lecturae for the St Pa-
trick’s Society 1n Montreal. I hnve no doubt
wo want over the pros und cons of everything
going on ia Ireland. In romo things no
doubt we agreed, and in some wo dlsagreed -

Q. Ware you entrusted by O'Mahoney with
apy doctiments «r uny fnstruclions for eatabs
lishing auy society here? A. Nothing that
1L um aware of, outsldo of what hig answer
waould Le to the St Patricl's Soclety.

Q. Are you periectly certnin you had no B-
structions from hira ruspecting tho orguriza-
tion of n soclety hero? A, I thisk [ am cor-
tain; I have ro recollection of snythlug of
thoe sert ; this i3 20 odd years ago.

. Now, sir, when you roturnod to Canada
on that occasion dld you not siate to any
pursona in Montrenl that you wero nuthorized
by O’Mahoney to establish here u branch of
the pasticular Society to which ho belonged 2
A. No; 1 don't know that; O'Mahoney pro-
mlsed to como ou here snd lecturo, and what
1 stated verbally, or tslked of smonget the
members of thoe Bt Putrick's Soclety or the
Committee, I cunuot briag to mlnd; I can-

' not recollect auything of thn sort.

Q. I3 it not pongibio that you told cortain
members ¢t the Socisty on thn Committoo
that O'Malioney wirhed to establish a branch
here ot ihe orgapization to which he be-
lopged—the Pha:nix or Fenian Society 7 A.
I have o rocollection.

Q. You won'’t swenr that you &id not, will
you? A. I swesr 1 have uo recollection,

Q. Will you swear that you dld uot tell
them that? A, I swenrthat I have o re—
collection,

Q. Oould you have done &0 snd bave no roe
collection of it now? A. [ might have dona
ts and huve no recollection now, or 1 sy not
have done s0.

Q. Did you almost Immediatoly atter your
return fromm New York, on the occasion in
question, csll a mesting nt your own - house
in order to lay before the people who came
thers the restut of your mission to New York ?
A. I bgve no recolleciion of callipg any
special meeting on my return from the United
States; several of my friends colled at my
house, and { gave thein as graphic an account
aa I could of my interview with O'blaboney,
aud of my travels torough the States ; L have
po recoliection of any meeting except the re-
gular meetings of tho Boclety, at which I re-
ported what I had done in New York,

Q. Those were not mestings in your kouse,
were thay ? A. No, there were & number of
friends of mine, members of 5t Patrick’s So—
clety, and other frionde et on Sundsy after-
noons and otber afternoons when they hesrd
I waj bome, friends may Lave come to cee me
and talk to me of my vlsit to the States,

Q Do you remamber seeing, among thode
{risnds who was a¢ that time at your house,
$1r Jobn HcGrath? A. 1 don’t rocollect;
but he hns bsen at wmy hbousec several
times,

Q Do yon remember seolng Mr Patrick
O'Mearntho Assistant City Olerk at your honse
at thay Hime? A. He may have been; I don't
kaow now.

Q. William Manefield? A, I bave no par-
tlcular recollection of bim belng there.

¢ Or Daniel Lyons? A. I kave no recol-
lection of him particularly ; but he hag besn
at my houso afier.

Q. And John Robirgon? A. I have no
more speclal recollection of John Robineom
than any of the others; he hag boen at my
bouce several times.

Q. And Willlam O'Began? A. I glvethe
eame answer regarding him,

Q. And E O'Mealloy? A. I have no recoles
lectlon of the name.

Q O Patrick McOaffrey 7 A I have speoial
recoliection; he hag been at my house seve-
ral times.

Q And Thomas Driecoll? A I doo't know
the name parsicularly.

" 'Q And Frauk O'Rellly? A What! I
that my brother-in-law ?

Q Yes. A Hobas been to my house 8
good deal. o

Q Aupd Michael Flun? A I .have no
knowledge of him bsing there at all.
