MANIFESTO OF THE IRISH
BISHOPS.

The mlsery of the people dus to English
mig-government—A protest against eml-
gration; it is unwise and impolitic—nti-

Puoewis, July 17.—~XIn the polling for a mem-
ber of Parliament in Wexford borough to-day
there was conslderable anlmesity shown to-
warde the Liberal candidate, the O'Connor
Don, who was hooted a8 he drovethrough the
glreete, Bexton, M.P., for Bligo, was present
jn the Interest of Redmond, the Parnellite
candidate, and implored the people to pre-
gerve order., Notwithstanding his interfer-
ence, tha windows of the 0°Connor Don’s com-
mittee room were smashed, Many police ar-
rived during the afternoon. The election
resulted in favor of Redmond, After the re-
gult of the polling was declared the O'Connor
Don drove along the main street under escort.
The party were pelted by the mob. The
police charged with bayonets and several
perfons were wounded, orpe belng plerced
throngh the lungs, Thirty policemen were
injured, two ssiiously, fome belng knocked
down: oud frampled on. Healy and Bexton
finally undertook to restoze order, and the
pollce withdrew,

At a mestlng of the Organlaing Committee
of the Irish Natlonal League beld to-day,
Parnell preeided and Davitt was present. A
regsolution amalgamating the Evicted Tenants’
Fund was adopted.

Isnd to-morrow {o prepare for the definlte
organization of the Natlopal Leagus, which,
owlag to the extreme pressnre of Parliamntary
business, and partislly to the co-operation of
the Coercion lawe, has been somewhat neg-
Jooted.

they are certain to respond to reaconable im=
pulsion from the leaders of the National
movewment,

PRANCB AND ENGLAND,

The present relations tetween France and
England ere rather alarming. The English
mercantile class, paffed up by the viotory of
Tel-cl-Keblr, think they con steal Deliessepe’s
Buez Canal wlth impunity. "The coarse
taunts ot the Eoglish press has exoited the
deepest indignation in Fzance. A slight ao-
oldent might kindle a war which would have
the moet serlous results for Eogland, The
British Government, conecious of the danger,
is making the most carsful preparations at
home and abroad.

GLADSTONE'S GOVHRNMENT IN JROPARDY.

Unless the English people cool down the
fate of the Giajstone Government will be in
the hands of the Parnellites, Within a month
Gladstone wiil probably be defeated on the
nsw Gute Canal guestion, unless gaved by the
Irish vote, which 1a not at all likely.

The advanced Liberals do not take at all
kindly to the idea of a coalition between the
Irish Liberals and Conservatives, in opposl-
tion to the Nationallsts. They argus that it
would bs far better for the government to ro-
open the Irish land qnestion, and, by amend~
ing the Iond act ot 1881 In accordaunce with
the demands of the tensnt farmers, to chow
the voters of that cless that their inferests
bind them to the ministerial side. The {ruth
13, In & good many English constituencies the
Irdsh vote {8 a formidable factor, and it 1s
feared that, 1f the Liberals joln the Conser-
vatives in Irsland to defent the Parnellites,
the Irioh electors on this side of the chabnel
will return the compliment by voting for
CUonservative candldates. Should that course
be followed at all generally, tho ceata of seve-
1al asdvanced liberals In England would be
In serious jeopardy, and these members nata-
rally hold that a polloy of conolllstion 13 far
sounder than a policy of provocation.

Burke held at the stook of the gun, and each
did his utmost to get poaaession of it. A
policeman then came up and informed Dr.
Burke who his opponent wad, durlng which
the station master was gent for. Dr. Burke
gava hia rifla ta the Chisf J ustice, who gaveit
to the guard of the traln. Both gentlemen
journeyed together, and we know not if they
debated between themselves whether an Irish
landlord who conslders himself {n danger has
n right to carry fire.arme In a rallway carrl-
age.
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A STEAM QATHEDRAL ON THE

AMAZON,

(From the Pal} Mall Gazetle.)

Thero have often been miselonary ships
and flostlng cburches, tut it has bsen
reserved for the Catholic Blshop of Para and
Amazon to propote to combine the t¥o by
building a large missionary church to ply
with steam upon the Amszon, The Tablet
glves the followlng glowlag account of the
Blshop's suggestion :—The floating church
will bs dedloated wholly and exclusively te
miesionary purposes. It will ke ballt
by the most skilled artificers of Eo-
rops and soperbly decorated and adorn-
ed. The rarestand most preciows woods with
which the Amaronian valley abounds, pine
in graln and varled tn color, will walrsoot
the sacred interfor. At one end will shine
fortk the altar, with ita gilded reredos and
glittering tabernacle, contalnlng the most
Blossed Sacrament, and eurrounded with the
usual ornaments snd tapers. This new float-
ing cnthedral—this Basilica paval-—wlll, of
courss, poasess {ts pulplt and confesslonal, its
organ and baptismal fouf, and all the ornn-
mesnts of church furniture requisite, not mere-
ly for the decent, but even for the solemn
aud splendld, exercize of Oathollorites. In
the lower portlion of the ship a sultable
toom or cabin will be prepared for the Ordin-
ary of the dlocese, and a sufficlent number
for the priests attached to the misslonary
ghip, ns wellas the usnal accommodation for
the necessary sallore and naval officers. The
whole straocture will be dedlcated a8 goon as
completed, to tho Blessed Sacrament, and
will be calied Christopker, (or Ohrist-beater.)
Propelled by steam, and crawing but little
water, it will oarry the zsalous misstonaries
slong the great natural highway to the most
distant parts of the oountry—aa far as Boli-
via and Pery, - Ecuador and Oolombis and
Venczaels, and even to the more diatant
Toropesn colonlez of Gulana. The dulcet
gounds of the awelllng organs acoompany-
{iog the soft, sonorous chant ot the preleste
will spread over the tranquil surface of the
rtver and give notlce of the approack of
Chris!, rambulans euper squas.” From time
to time the good fathers will stop at conven.
fent piaces, where the people will te colltot..
ed to recelve lustruction and exhortation,
where the children will be bapt!ssd, and
where all who desire 1t will bave an oppor.
tunity, now scarcely ever afforded, of going
to confession and holy communion. Masz wiil
be celebratsd with much pomp and ciroum-
stance within the hallowed precinots of the
anchored church, and ail will be invited to
attend. After a time regular stations will

Parnell’s Response to the Toast
of “Irish Industries.”

AN ELOQUENT BPEROH THAT I8 UNI-
VERS. ¥ PRAISED DELIVERED
AT THE EXHIBITION BANQUET
IN CORK,

The banquet glver by the Mayor, Corpor-
ation and cltizans, o celebrate the opening
of the Exhibition, proved to bea very bril-
lant affair. The gathering was, perbaps,
the most Infinential and representative that
was ever brought together on any similar oc-
casion, Gentlemen repressnting the most
widely dlvergent oplnirns in politics met
together; and partook of the civic hospltality
with as much zast ak if all belonged to one
harmonious mass. Guod-fellowshlp prevail-
ed all round, and nota word was sald that
:lould wound the susceptibilllies of any seo-

on,

The Mayor, who was recelved with loud
applause, sald—My lorde, [edles, and gentle-
men, the next toast on my list is Prosperity
to Ireland and ber Indastrles (Lear, hear).
This toast of Prosperity to Irelaund is a prac-
tical one, and it wiil be respoaded to by a
gontleman whose name {8 known and respeot-
ed throughout the length and breadth of the
1and (itear, hear).

Mr. Parmell, M.P,, who on rising to re-
spond was recelved with loud and prelonged
epplause, sald—Mr, Mayor, my lords, ladies
and gentlemen, this toast whioh you, &ir
bave honored me by entrusting to my charge
is one which has been approached from time
to time, at meetings such as ours tonight,
irom different points of vlew, and ] am kappy
that 1t devolves to &ty lot upon the present
occasion to speak on the prosperity of my
native coantry in such a way and in euch a
manner &8 to enable those of my countrymen,
to whataver party they may belong, and what-
ever political creed they may adhere to, to join
me In honorlng (applause). I feel convinced,
Mr. Mayor, that every Irlshman, whatever his
political faith, or whatever bhis religlous
creed may be, or under whatever system of
education he may have been brought up, de-
elres varnestly and heartiully the prosperlty
of his native l1and (applause), and though we
may from time \o time differ as to the means
of attaining} that prosperity, I belisve our
differences are—nas are the differencess of men
of otber natlons—honest diffsrences (hear,
hear, The prosperity of lreland has been
hoped for and looked for by many genera-
tlons, and I feel sure that this vast assembl-
ace wiches with me tonlght that the time
when we have tv expeot that Irlshmen may
feel that their prosperity and the pros-
perity of their beloved country is on s
par wiih that of other natlons may soon
artive (hesr, hear). That 18 mot an un-
patriotic wish—1t is not a political wish, but
it {8 the wish that i3 ahared by the ladies and
gentlemen of this vast and honorable agsem-
biage (hear, hear), We have a oountry with
s 801} of great fertility, with a mild and genial
aud equal climate—wo have a people who are
by natare qulok and factle to lsarn, who have
ghown in many other countries that they are
industrious end laboricus, snd who have not
been excelled whether In the pursaits of agri-
oultare under a mid-day sun in tue fleld, or
amoug the vast looms of the factories—who
have not been excelled, 1 83y, by any country
on the face of this globs (hear, hear). Wede-
glre then to see Iraland prosperous—to see
manufactares abound, and to swe the popula-
tion of this conntry able to live and thriveat
home. The population of Ireland per squars
mile 1s less salmost than that of any other
Enropean country. We cannot, therefore,
clatm to be over populous save in ocertaln
districts and in certain counyes, which 1
shall refer to by andty. Why islt then that
the manufacturing,iodustrisl and agriculiural
condition of this country Is not all that
we osn aocomplist, There are some canses
which it wonld not be proper for me to in-
quireinto to-night, but there are causea which
one oan fairly examine, sinco they dwell
upon the history ot the past and for which
we oannot regard ourselves ai other than an
eammett deelre to promote the progress of our
country. lam a native, Mr. Mayor, of the
cobnty ot Wicklow, and 1 oan reoolieot hear-
ing addresses for woollen manufactures which
have been crushed by laws not made by our-
solves. In the town of BathGrum, situated
over a mile from my homs; theze 15 a-mill for
the manufacturs of fiannel to which ninety
earg 8go the metobanta of Dublin used to re-
‘palr for the purpose of - buying the flannsis
made by the farmers of the country. - I re-

ference to the claeses of manuinoture, 1 think

the ‘ekill’ of Irighmen was never more ex-
emplitied 'than 1n the exhibits whioh have
been produoed from Cork.: It'was an anclent

8 at the present day, and as ths Limerick
gloves of former days were (applauge). At
Bandon we had a manufactory of hand woven
linen formerly flourishing, whioh is now no
longer in existence. Bricke, porcelsins, and
other clay indnstries which, before this, were
in A high state of prosperity, nod which
werg _.‘;,.ﬂq_urlshlng here in former days,
are: Y0 'longer In existence, and of
whick we hear nothing at the present
moment. Now, Mr, Mayor and gentlemen, I
would ssk yon,if these things have been done
in the past,!s there any reason why they
ahould not ba done in the futare (applause).

I bave not ventured to detaln you by a
lengthy enumeration of all the arts and in-
dustrles which once had their abode amongat
er In Oork,” but at the present day there are, I
belleve, no cottonezs in Oork. The cattonera
In gueation manufactared cotton stockings by
means of band lcoms; and the Cork stock-
inga were an ocelebrated as the Limeriok lace
you. I could have gone on for some time
longer enumerating all thoge valuable indos-
tries, but 1t 1a not neceseary for my purpose
to do so. I have stated to you, gentlemsn, ex-
amptes of the different trades and indnatries
which once flourlshed In this olty and this
conntry, and I would agk you, gentlemen, is
there any reason why, If yom put your
shoulders to the wheel—If yon all
determine, whether Jn your individuoal
oapacity, or in your corporate capaolty. or in
your capacity as employers of labor, it you
will not uso any article of the mannfacture of
any other country except Ircland, where you
can get up an Irlsh manufactare, the result
would undoubtedly be a apecie of protsction
to articles ot Itish manufacture, which wlil
enable tho struggling manufactorles of this
country to compete wita English produots
and to develop factorles and workshops
through the length and breadth ot this king-
dom (applause), I confees I should like to
glve ireland a fair opportunity of working
ber home manufactures. I admit that I think
if we were able to do that we would succeed
in reviving the manufactories of Ire-
land but that ia not poeetbls ; but one thing
we can do—we oan, at all events, clothe our-
gelvea from head to foot with good Blarmey
twasd (prolonged applause). I bought a suit
of that tweed, and all 1 can gsy {8 that I
fear I will never be able to wear 1t out (u.0, no,
and laughter). Wecan lock around and we
can 306 In tue gallery opposite--and those
wha. have had an opportanity o! walking
throigh the Exhibltion yesterday and todsy
wiil bear testimony to it—we can see that
Irish lace 18 unrivalled for beanty and skil-
falneas of deaign. The ladies of Ireland
can wear thia lace ; they can introdaoce it to
their English and forelgn friends, and they
oan point out that in many respects it 1s en-
perfor to the Continental lace that {a 8o hard
and difficult to obtaln at the present moment ;
and they can domuch in that dlmct.l‘gg to
encourage these and larger indastries, which

form such an important part of the economy
of other countrfes, and whioh are =0 little
purchnsged in Ireland. In this way each of
us can do a great deal to promote the indus-
trial and menufacturlng revival in Ireland.

Now, eir, I donot at the eame time wish to
deny thal great difficultles stand in our path.

The English, American, French and Belglans
have got the start of us; and it is, of course,
difficult, without the good will of the mem-
bers of the community—good will which I
think this exhibition shows—to bring abouta
revival of the manufacturing Industries ot Ire-

1and and to stem the tide of foreign manufac-
tures (spplause). But, etill, I believe it
is poasible Io Irefaud., I have been a manu-

facturer myaelt for a number of years. I

have prodaced articles which reqaired con-
elderabls ekill in produciog (hear, bhear), gole-

ly by the ald of labour whioch I have tralned

mysslf. L have produced those articles snocess-

fully, and in such & way as to drive English

manufactured articlesin this particularbranch

out of the market, and 1 may eay I have beon

driven cut of the market myeelf by native in-

dustry (hear and laughter), and undoubtedly

the business of the trade population, of a kaudy

murket, of facilities for communication, of low

rallway fares (heor, hear), aud all that system

of commerce and trade which can only grow
with the growtn of a nation does constitute a

considerable dificulty, However, we can do

very much, Wae can oreate, at all events, a

native market, and I belleve we can aleo create
an Amerlocan market for Irlsh manufsctures
(applause); and injthat way take advantage of
ths abundsnt and ananimous goodwill which

tbfoughout the length and breadth of Ireland

bss been rendered evident on behalf of the
.restoration of Irish Industries (applauze). I be-
lleve we cando very much torsvivetheancient
nsme of our patton In those industrial pur-

suits whioh have done 80 much to increage
and render glorious those greater natlons by

the side of which wo live (cheera.) I truat
tbat before mauy years have gone by we sha:l
‘have the honor and the pleasure of meeting’
in sven & more splendid placs thsn this pre-
sent one, and of seeing in the Interval tnat
‘the quick-witied genius of ihe Iiish race has
profited by the leasons which this beautifal
Exhibition must, undoubtedly, tesoh, snd
that muoch will have bsen dons to mako our
pationy bappy, prosperous and free (loud
oheering, smid which Mr. Parnell resumed
hia seat.)

Oaptain Petty Informed Jus-
tice Smith that 1t was reported to him on
Saturday afternoon that McDormott was ficed
on by the priconer and struck by a ballet in
the cheek, which glaaced off without dolng
hica auy t-jary. This phenomenal ocour-
rence took place, sa alleged, in Oaptaln Ryan's
saloon, No, 8 Ohambers street, in precence
of O'Donovan Roesa, ¢ Bocky Mountain?
O'Belen sud Colonel James Cavanagh of the
Bixty-ninth Regiment. The weapon, which
is now In postesslon of Oaptain Peity, I8 a
British bulldog revolver, ons chamber of
whioh 18 empty. It is alleged that Gaynor
threw it away after the shoeting.
