His wurmest admirer dare
not claim forhim even sogood a certiticate in
this ruapect a« Sir Johu, However, 1t appears
that he is the best card the Tories have to ply,
and it is etated that he will lhOrﬂ! change
places with Sir Adolptie Caron, 8ir Charles in
the role of the Mimster of Jilitis would be
curioun, but as it is possible that that branch of

the public service is hkely to have
the expenditure of considerable = moaey
in the near future, he will doubtless

find opportunitics for the display of his peculiar
talents in the new sphere. Carva cowplains that
his health is suffering from the severe strain put
upon him by the late rebellion, and the chauge
would be a benefit. Besides it is the turn of a
French Canadian to have a taste of life in
London, and who i3 so fitted to shine in
court circles as the honorable and gallant Cana-
dian Ministor of War ? Another Cabinet change
mentioned is the transfer of Mr, Bowell to the
Ministry of Railwaya and Oasals. This would
seemn to point to the long mooted retirement of
Mr. Pope, whoso health is reslly very precarious,
but who is perhaps the one man who could be
loast lparesc by Sir John,

THE YOUNG LIDERALS CONVENTION.
It is very likely that a strong deputation will
be sent from this cit{ to the Y. L. Convention
to be held at Montreal.  The importauce of the
action that may 1w taken thereat can hardly be
overestimated. We may he on the eve of a
general election. At any rate, wo are withina
year of dissolution, and much depends on the
wisdom that will be displayed by those
who will be taken to represent the ideas
of the futwre in policy and governwment.
There has bren a surleit of magnificent theories
urged with grandiloquent  verbosity.  The
"Tories have done thut serd of thing to nausea-
tion. Practical reforms of aldministration are
needed at home,  Abroad we require commer-
cial rouwfnitiun. These two great principles
involve all that the people will lnok for in the

declurations of the Laberal party.  Doubit-
lesas  we  may  expeet  to  find  at
the conventivn enthusiasts, each ready

to ride his own peculiar hobby amuck in
the aszembly, but they will have to be taken in
hand. DBut there must be no limita placed upon
discussion, It is right, in discussing the future
of the country, that all sides «f opinion
should ke “heard, but decisions for
jmmediate action should be based on
what is really withm the region of practical
politice.

Depending on theso we have
questions of less importance, but the settlement
of which iy of urgent necessity in order to secure

Abolition of canvassing at elections,

Purification of Parlinment,

Reform or sbolition of the Senate.

Readjustment of the tariff,

Civil Serviee Reform,

_Better arrangement of constituencies, with a
view to representation of minorities.

All these are questions which demand imme-
diate atteritivn. They traverse the whole ficld
of Oanadian politics. As it would be useless to

vide againat the day of disaster by mak

iug their wealth secure. The wild race
of Tory parliamentarians to grab some-
thing for **The Boy,” 8o openly, scands-

lously pursued of late, ia mersly the eager
attempt of the rank and file to imitate the ex-
ample of their leaders. As mm the rushof s
panic-atriken crowd in a burning thesire ora
sinking ship, the madness of cach one in the
stampede for sc!f-preservation brings inevitable
disaster upon all, so has the fory mob of grab-
bers brought annihilation upon themeelves and
the ministry. The question raised by the se-
cessiop movement in Nova Scotia is not—How
is Confederatiou to be preserved *—but—1Is Con-
federation worth preserving? 1he amswer is
unmistakab’e. Confederation cannot be pre-

served on Macdonaldite lines; and, it
it could, it would not be worth pre-
serving,  So long as Great Dritain remains

at peace with the Poweras of Europe and the
United States we are tolerably secure, but, once
the dogs «f war nre 1ot loose, nothing can save
us. I koow for a fact that
SUCCESSIVE  WARNINGS
have comre from Downing street that the
Dominion must be prepared to assuine its own
defence in ense of war, Theie warnings have been
pigeon-holed  with  serenity  befitting  ghe
millenium, az if the dreamn of the past were
realized
o And the war druin throbs uo longer, and the battle
flag i3 furlea
In the earliameut of uations, federation of the
world."
There ix not a gun in Canada that, for defence,
is worth the powder required to fire 1t off,
Without the active friendsbip of the United
States, Confederation could not lust a week in
the event of a great war. This is a terrible,
but indutntable, fact, Herein lier the vital
significance to Cunada of the Home Rule for
Ireland movement. To secure the frieadship
of the United States we must first secure the
friendship of the Irish. Cabadian loyalty to
Britain is noting but Tory obstinacy made pur-
blind by long immunity from danger. Let ang
man, divesting himself of prejudice, look the
situntion equare in the face, and he cannot
avoid the conclusion that Canada must either
become a military natian after the plan of Ger-
many, or the Irish people must be satisfied, and
an alliancs secured with the United States.

They complain that one
of our members fur ithe Qommons, our local
member and sur mayor are Catholics.

Thus they insist is more than the Catholics are
entitled to, and thercfore they have entered
upon a league to bring about o change. Their
fundamental principle is not to vote fur a Catho-
lic candidate for parliamentary or civic honors,
but to work for Protestant ascendancy. When
one reflects on the argument wuscd
by these people when Catholies complam that
they have not the representation that their
numbxra and wealth entitle them to, it is d:#i-
cult to repress a smile. They said, let Catholics
educate themselvesf aud show by their conduct,
capucity and enterprise that they are fit to fill
representative positions, and they will be elected
to fill them, Thisisafreecountry where all men
are cqual, and each has the same opportunities
to rise to distinction. Crced or nationality are
no bar to advancement, and if Catholics have

not their share of representative posi-
tions it s becaurc they have not
the mon fit to take them. It may not

please and may probably astonish our friends
of the Protestant Electoral Association to have
this argumant applied to themselves. At any
rate they must confess that when Catholies have
obtained three out of the four chief representa-
tive places at the capital of the Dominion, the
fact speaks volumes for their conduct, capacity
and enterprise.

O1TAWA, June 24.—There is no use attewnpt-
ing to pump up enthusiasm for the union.

and considers sccession with something like com-

placency, undar the belief that she would suffex
neither 1 mind, hoart cr pocket ware all tho
proviuces to secede.  Certainly shs would not
raise a finger tu coerce any vne of them to re-
main, This inditference to confederation
amounts 1o some quarters te dislike, a foeling
that has been incroased to a dangiorovs extent
Ly the extravagance, corrnption and despotism
of the Tory power at Ottawa. A change of
government hy which fair play wonld ba a'lowed
the provinces and the fiarful strain of foderal
taxation and centra‘ization rvlaxed, would
have & good effect und lemen existing dissatis-
faction. Under Liberal auspicus a fiscal reform
coud b2 lreusht about, for there can be no
doubt that England wauld not resist a ssrious
t demand frun the Gevernment of this country to
regulateitsown foreign columerce by treaty, and
if necrrsuy furtu a commercisal unicn with
Umitad States, The atability of the Kmpire
and the gnupemy of the Dominion weuld be
secured bysuch a poli%. a pohicy which it would
be folly to expect the Turies of cither Kogland
or Canada to adopt. The leaders of the Liberal
¥ ought to speak out buldly on thia point.

Rcm should be no hesitancy or half-hearted-
nese. If they know what they ate about and
the truc direction in which political sucoees lies,
the line is straight before themi. Lot them go
ahead and besure they bave the country at
their back, The Tory party bhay n
proved incapable, corrupt, tyranmical; the
sple  therefore turn  to  the Libemls,
hey expect from them an unmistakabls de-
claration of policy. That policy must be a busi-
nessene. It must give & ressonable hope of
mnterial advantage, or, to put it plainly, it must
assure the peonlathat it will put money in their
pockets b* facilitating trade and daveloptog in-
dustev. This in what was < romised the
National Policy. The failure thereof s{ould
teach the Liberals to look turther for the means
for mecuring these ohjecte. A National Policy
should be such in fact as well us name.

ment o the civil =ervica, Thisoumber is vastly
out of proportion to the number that it is pos-
sible to absorb,  Fven suppesing all vacancica
were supplied froin passed candidates, aat more
than two hundred could be taken ia per year.
while more than Lhreo times that number pass
annually,  Every one of these thinks heisen-
titled to enyagement, and the consequence is
the creation of o large clans of dissatistied per-
sons who have beon drivea from other pursnits
by the tempting hope of Government ewploy-
ment, which wweans provision forlife in eary,
aristorratic situntions.  Toobviate this difliculty
it is propased to hold only one instead of two
oxmuinationd in a year. hin, it is thougdt,
would reduco the number of candidates, while
the fact that so few eomperatively obtain the
object uf their stndivs will prevent many whose
pecesrities are numediate from wasting tine in
a doubitful pursuit. The real trouble with the
Civil Service is that it has never heen placed on
a ewound, business footirg.,  Tn spite of the
Statute nepotism reigns supreme,  Appoint-
ments for po'itical reasons were the rale st ad
of being the except-on. Fuach rucceeding min-
inter foista his relatives into the servies and
promotes them rogardless of eiliciency. At the
pame time there i a regular accretion of oflicialy
from England. Every Guvernor Gener gt leaves,
behind biw a scoreue 8o of dependenies responsi-
\iility for whose futura he manayea to transfer
from bis own and his friends’ care to that of the
Dominion. Besides these inflyences the deputy
ministers and the hends of many branches
are  surrounded by Hitte fuwily compacts
which esist ull efforts of outriiers to ob-
tain o foothold within cirgles which zh';;
insolently regard as their own prescrves.
Nothing short of n clean aweep, a ln Gunceral
Jackson, can reform the Civil Service of
Cunada, The superannuationlist has alwo heen
made into a gigantic abuse. There are wany
wmen 10 the prime of life enjoying pensions while
filling other lucrative offices. ﬁe-n’t, ocon#cien-
tious discharge of duty, has no chance in the
race for promotion with favoritisni., The natural
consequence 18 perfunctory, elovenly work with
intrigue, jealousy, heart-burning, olerks putting
obatac'es in each other'’s way, and in the way of
public busineas, all resulting in a general game
of cross purposes, vexation and confusion.
