Our demand for national eelf-government has
been heard, and pleaded, and fought out on
battlefield after Lattlefield, during iunsurrec.
tion after insnrrection, When the time of in-
sarrection passed we find the people learning
by experience, and testing constitutional and
peaceful agitation for the accomplishment of
thoss designs which they had tried to obtain
by foree, but could nnt, We have throughaev-
era] generations been asserting our claim to
logielative independence through the menus
of parliamentary warfsre. I point ont sll
this to you only to snswer some people who,
perhaps, would have the hardihood te con-
tend that tho Irish people have, at some time
or other, bowed down and accepted the
supremacy of Eoglend, (Applause.) I say
we never have done aught but deny that
claim of the English majority to crush our
people. (Applause.) So long, at least, as
there is in Ireland, in America or in Aus-
tralis, or anywhere over the world, onesingle
group of Irishmeun, nay, 1 would eay one
single Irishmen alive {applanse), any Evglish
statesman trying to make us accept Euglish
rules uncomplainingly would have sct before
him o very serious and a very trouble:some
task, (Laughter). Beforc England could
accomplish that she would have to extermin.
ate the Irish race alloverthe world. (Cheera.)
Taat being our case, I would like to ask vou
whether you deem it after all merely a selfish
and local struggle? I have said every pxtion
of men worthy of being called and condsiderad
a nation has slways stocd up for this right
to manage it local and domeastic aflairs en-
tirely according to its own lines and aczord

ing to its own judgment, In the case of
Ireland I contend that we have even a
broader and better claim than that which
rests upon our own natienal demand. We
make our claim for national eelf-government
not alone ia behalf of the suffering of Irish
people, but I can assure you solemnly and
sincerely in behalf of the suffering masses of
the English democracy o8 well. (Avnplanse.)
Oar Imperial affaire are managed as best wo
can—for, during the past fow aessions, the

porty to which I belong has had some-
thing to say in relation to Irien
affafrs  (laughter). Therefore we sid,

in sobstance : “We den’t want this
Imperial system of legislation at all; we
went to manage our own nffaira at home with
ouratlves ; we want ta give you mo trouble
whatover about our Irish concerns. If you
wish to mismanage the affuirs of England, of
Scotland, of Wales, that is your affair, pot
ours.” (Lsughter aod spplause.) We say
to the representatives of these several nation-
nlities in the House of Commons : ‘* If your
vusiness is mislaid and mismanaged, we are
very sorry for you, but really we want to see
that Irish business is not naglected.” (Ap-
planse.) Consequently, we always take upon
ourselves the duty of forcing Irish business
to the front. (Renewed applauie) We
ingist that if Englishmen, Scotchmen and
\Welshmen wish the old system in Parliament
they must recoguize the fact that the rish-
men are not content with it ; that the poople
of Ircland nre determined, so long aa they
havo a voice in Parliament at all, to make
the Knglish listen to the Irish demand.
(Prolonged applause.) They find disagree-
able names in the English Parlisment for
any thing they do not quite like, and so, they
call the Irish National policy & policy of 03-
atruction. (Laughter.) We have nut been
ju the least degree dismayed Ly the name—
we gaid, call it by any name- you like, ob-
gtruction, if you will, instinction if you
please (lond applause), .construction if you
msy, or even destruction, (prolonged ap-
phuse)—-nnything at all you please, for we
mean to be faithful to that policy which the
1rish people approve and recommend, and we
gny that nntil you listen to our demand, and
muko rendy to conede ib, the demand and
the policy will continue. (Applause.) If
the occasion arises aguin to have recourse to
that policy we are ready to have recourso to
it with as much energy and W}th as great
successes finally as wo huve won in the past.
{Applouge.) Nothing real or so’id cau be
done for the Eoglish poor, for the Lnglish
peasant, tor the English artisan in towus

us. We have grown now from the seven or
eight membera to be eighty-six, and I do not
think ‘ the eighty-six men will show them-
selves less capable or less earnest than the
handful of men out of whose small beginning
thers came such great remults, (Grest ap-
plause.)

plause.) Not very msnﬁy weeks ago at the
close of a debate on the second raading of
Mr. Gladstone’s bill (applause) I ocame
through the lobby of the defeated company
with a aympathetic English mamber of Par-
liament, and he put his arm throngh mine,
and as he walked along he said to me most
kindly : **Ido hope yon are not cast down
by what we know must be the result of this
division to-might.” And I said to him:
4 Cust down? Why how could I be cast
gown? 1 walked through this lobby seven
or eight yenars ago with pix orseven men as-
gerting this eame clsim for Home Rule ; and
now I go through this same lobby with three
hundred and ten men, led by the greatest
Englishman and orator of his time—led by
Gladstone, (Grest applause.) Talk to me
of being cast down! Where has there been
such a victory achieved by constitational and
peacefol metns a% sny time within the his-
tory of politics, within the memory of man ?
Go through all political history and you will
fiad no euch example of an idea, a mere idea
haviog met with euch majeatic, magaij
ficent progress in such a short space of time
and with snch apparently inadequate means.
(Great applausze.) Now, as you know, no
great rsform in Eogland was ever carried
through st the first rush. If you look back
to the history of all great Knglish refurms,
you will find that they were rejected and
defeated in the first instance, but after a
while the idea scttles down into the minds
of the Evglish people, and when it scttles
down it tukes firm hold and is certain to be
carried into legislation. Now that will be
the way with (he home rule question. (Ap-

plause.} Six years sgo the strongest gov-
ernment ever set up in lnglend was
formed under Mr, Gladstone. The Irish

Parlismeuntsty party were cnly twenty
strong. There were meany other Irish
members who hed bzen pledged tosupport ne,
but these mon turned against us, deserted us,
and in every groat division voted in favor of
our enemies,  Wohad the atrongest govern-
ment ever existing in any time arrayed
against twenty men. But now we have Mr.
Glsdstone in fuvor ot Home Rule, Well, now,
I venture to predict that the Tory Govern
ment cannot possibly held office unless
they conciliste thc Irish party and one way
or another accedo to the Irish Nutional de:
mand. {Loud and prolonged aprlause,) Per-
ponally, I would much rather that the English
ststeaman, who risked power and populurity
to imtreduce n measure of Home Rule for Ire-
land, were the Enpglish statesman to ocarry
that measure to success. (Applauee.) Much,
indeed, wonld I prefer—much, I am sure,
would sll my colleagues prefer—that Home
Rule for Ireland should be accomplished by
the genius of Mr. (Gladstoxne. (Lend applause.}
Yet. of course, wa Irishmen are solicitous for
the Irish couse nnd we will take home rule
from any party whatsoever which sees its
way to grant us that justice which alone we
demand, ond less than  which we
never nccept, DBut let me eay
this: No matter what Government
or whut band of statesmen may
nave the honer of earrying a home rule
measure, histery will write two names, an.d
two names only, on the monument which i3
raised to the success of thut meascre—and
those pames will be the numes of Gladstone
and Parnsll, (Loud spplause.)
I wont to give you my assurance, as the
conviction of one who has scen snd studied
public lifs more than most men have, that
the triumph of our cause is close at hand,
that the carrying of home rule is as certain
as the risinpg of to-morrow’s sun, and
that withio two or three yeara at the farthest.
{Cheers.) There never was a cause which
sprang forward so boldly and which went 60
far in 8o short a time which™ did not achieve
complete and enduring success. I want to
give you the assurance of my conviction that
when wa get that Irish Parliament it will be
in the fullest and the complet st sense the
Natiopal Perlinment of the Irish people.
(Hear, hear.) We sholl know neither sect
nor class in that National Parlinment.
(Cheers.) We want the ossistanco of
every [Irishman of  braina and cor-
acience and energy to help us by smoothing
out the future of our loog disturbed and dis-
tracted country, (Heor, hesr.) I am nnt
without » hope, a strong hope and a strone
conviction, that in that Irish Parliament we-
shail bave our friends of the tuture, the men
of Ulster, thers with us.  (Hear, hear,)
Sincerely do I hope that those who now most
bitterly oppose us in the House of Commousa
will come into that Irish Parlinment
and take their eests side by sido with
us and rocoguize the fact that Ireland is their
country as well as onrs—(loud gheern)-u.nd
that they will work with us for its regenera-
tion and its restoration. On
Irish Natlonaliat, whether member of Parlia-
ment or private individual, at home or bere,
I hold out the hand of friendship and broth-
erhcod to our bitterest present opponents
among the Orangemen of Ulster, (Hear,

Lixcory, Nebh,, Nov. 6,—In a letter to
John Fizgerald, President of the Irish
National Land League, acknowledging his
subscription of nearly §2,500 for St. Patrick’s
Chureh in Rome, Archbishop Walsh, of Dub-
lin, makes the following significant allnsion
to the collapse of the present Knglish in-
fluence at the Vatican : * The Holy Father
tokes special personnl interest in this work.
You may rest assured then that youreplendid
contribution to it will attract his special
attention. It will furpish him with an-
other evidence of the truth which he
has go fully realized that our Irish
moveaent is very far indeed from being
what our enemies & short time since so
industriously labored to deceive him into
believing it to be.”” Rev. Father Flynu, pro-
moter of the new church, writes to Mr., Fitz-
gerald ; * The bishops of your native land
desire that your letter may bo read wherever
our fellow countrymen and their ohildren
have found & home, It will not fail to send &
thrill of joy through their hearts, and will
serve the cause of faith and fatherland.”

AT WESTMINSTER ABBEY.

St. Edward's Day was kept in Lovnden on
Wednesday, as it has been kept for several
years, by a special Masgs at the Church of §8.
Peter and Edward, at Palace Gate, and by
the vieit of a concourse of devout persouns to
the shrine of the saint in the nuighboring
Abbey. At SS. Peter and Bdwarde the
large coogregatien, wmong whom  wue
Lord Courtenny, listened to a sermon
by the Rew. Cyril  Forster, who
alleded to u remarkable prophecy of King
Bdward, to the eftoct that herrors should
come vpon Epngland and her doom not cense
till ““a green tree is riven in twain, and the
part torn asunder e carried away, but of its
own accord return to the stem and brenk out
with blossom and bear fruit.” After inter-
preting this ag an allusion to the rounion of
Christendom, ['ither Forster asked the con-
gregution to go quietly and reverently tu
Westminster AbLey one by one, not
en muase, and there pray for the conver-
aivi.l of England. Accordingly, at about one
o clock, & large number of visitors prescnted
themselves at the entrance of Heunry Y il'y
chapel in the Aubey, and having paid their
gixpences, praceeded to the tomh of King Ld-
ward.

—the Tory Scoretary for War. Shortly
before noon nod before the influx of pilgrims
from Father Forster's church, a Mr.
M'Clure, secretary to some Protestant
asgociation, arrived at tho chapel of
Kiog Edward the Confessor when scveral
prieats and laymen were already kneeling be-
fore the shrine in an attitude of prayer. Mr.
M'Clure thersupor loudly protested againet
“*guch proceedings in n Protestant place of
worship'—which he denounced as “*in
famous.” A superintcndent of police was in
conversation with one of the priests, and Mr.
M’Clure mado certain representations to tnat
oflicer, who, however, dcclined to interfere,
On leaving the chapel Mr, M'Clure encoun.
tered o number of pilgrims in the Abbey,
when he again loudly dencunced the “in-
vasion."
